The process of revival of national statehood of the Tatars was complicated. This
can be explained by dispersed settlement of the Tatar people and difficulties re-
lated with the selection of territories of their dense concentration. After the estab-
lishment, on 27 May of 1920, of the Tatar ASSR the Tatar people were assigned
a portion of its original ethnic lands, the Tatar language was declared to be official,
there were adopted the Constitution and state symbols, the own budget, the ethnic
representation in the supreme bodies of power was secured, which, taken togeth-
er, made it possible to solve ethnic and regional issues more efficiently.

The revival of the Tatar national statehood had a huge political and ethno-cultur-
al significance. The accelerated industrialisation was accompanied by intensive
development of cultural life of the peoples of Tatarstan. Apart from achievements,
the multi-ethnic population of the republic lived through the forced collectivisation,
political repressions, which entailed the hard economic perturbations and inflicted
the non-healing social and psychological traumas.

The second half of the 20th century was marked for Tatarstan by industrial up-
surge, transfer towards industrial economy. The republic showed the record-break-
ing rates of industrial growth in its history, as well as the high rates of building of
social and cultural infrastructure, and unprecedented growth of cultural and ed-
ucational level of its peoples. The rise of the economy of Tatarstan provided the
conditions for further improvement of life of the population and acceleration of its
social mobility.

The 100th anniversary of the establishment of the Tatar ASSR is the evidence to
the fact that the achievements in the development of peoples can only be attained
through their unity and joint work to the good of the republic’'s economy and the
economy of the country in general. The social peace in the society of Tatarstan is
the basis for well-being of all peoples.

From the Depths of the Centuries

The history of the region and its peoples is centuries-old. The population of the
Middle Volga Region began in the first period of the Stone Age — the Palaeo-
lithic period. The first people in the territory of the present-day Tatarstan ap-
peared here some 100 000 years ago. The most ancient archaeological monu-
ments of the primitive society were found on the right bank of the Volga, in the
territory of the Kamsko-Ustyinsky and Tetyushsky Districts. In the Bronze Age,
the area of settlement of primitive people became much broader. The nomadic
and semi-nomadic pastoralist tribes penetrated the territory of the region. The
archaeological evidence of this was found almost all over Tatarstan. The most
ancient carriers of the archaeological cultures of the Early Iron Age were the Fin-
no-Ugric tribes of Merya, Muroma, and so on. The development of the iron met-
allurgy in the region resulted in the growth of the role of farming in the economic
life of the local tribes. The vast introduction of the iron instruments of labour and
farming equipment into the economic everyday life of the population of the Mid-
dle Volga Region during the first millennium AD made it possible to clear large
plots of land from woods for grain crops, to further improve the soil cultivation,
use wood for construction of housing and means of transport, accelerated the
development of crafts, and expanded the commodity turnover among the tribes.

The period from the 2nd to the 7th centuries, the Migration Period, saw the in-
tensive penetration of the Turkic-Ugric tribes to the territory of the Middle Volga
Region. The culture of the Turkic population of the region, which increased sig-
nificantly in the 6th-8th centuries, was close to such of the Turkic Kaghanate, the
Great Bulgaria, and the Khazar Kaghanate. Following the conquest of the Great
Bulgaria by the Khazars in the late 7th or early 8th centuries, a portion of the Bul-
gar tribes: the Bulgars, Suvars, Baranjars, and Bilyars moved to the Middle Volga
Region. In the 10th century, the Bulgars established their first state, the Volga
Bulgaria, in the middle reaches of the Volga. In 922, Islam became official reli-
gion of the Volga Bulgaria. Since that time the spiritual life of the Bulgar tribes has
become closely related to Muslim civilisation of Oriental countries, with which it
established close political, trade, economic, and cultural ties, just like with the
Russian principalities in the West.

A portion of the feudal elite of Kazan headed by Nikonor Shulgin devel-
oped an idea of establishing a separate state that would be headed by a group of
local Russian noble men. This political strife lasted in Kazan until Mikhail Roma-
nov was elected the tsar in 1613.

(currently the Marjani Mosque), was built with money
donated by Muhammadrakhim Yunusov, a Tatar
merchant, and a number of other well-to-do merchants
from the Tatar Settlement.

When builders began erecting a tall minaret, the
municipal authorities wrote a complaint to Her Imperial
Majesty: the Tatars are building a minaret that is too
tall. In response, Empress Catherine Il wrote wisely:
“I have determined for them a place on the ground,
and as to the sky, they can rise as high as they wish,
for the sky is not in my possession”.

The development of the capitalist relations, the formation of national bourgeoisie,
the changes in the social, economic, ethnocultural, and religious life of the Tatars
of the Middle Volga and Western Cisurals regions in the second half of the 18th
and 19th centuries provided the ground for the emergence and development of
the Tatar enlightenment.

The project of reform of Muslim confessional education that was developed by
K. Faizkhanov represented the first systematic attempt of creation of a special Ta-
tar model of education. In fact, he continued and developed the traditions of the
reformers of the Muslim world, of the new wave of Muslim intellectual elite, which
understood the necessity of modernisation of the conservative Muslim society un-
der the conditions of new public and ethnocultural challenges. K. Faizkhanov be-

dogmatic theology. This reflected the growing aspiration of the progressive-minded
forces of the Tatar society to change the life of people and contributed to the develop-
ment of new social relations, as well as of national public thought and historiography
(S. Marjani, Q. Nasyri, G. Barudi, R. Fakhretdin, G. and K. Faizkhanovs, and so on).

The intensive development in the Tatar society of the new capitalist elite facilitated
the rise of national self-consciousness and the formation, at the turn of the 19th
and 20th centuries, of the modern Tatar nation, and the emergence of the new ide-
ology — Jadidism, the cultural and enlightenment ideas of which became the main
prerequisites for the establishment of secular national literature, historical science,
Tatar periodical press and professional stage art.

During the years of the Revolution of 1905 - 1907 the idea of the “Tatar statehood”,
which was initially aired as the idea of national cultural autonomy, was further de-
veloped. For the first time ever, a Muslim All-Russian organisation, Ittifak Al-Mus-
limin (Union of Muslims) was established, and three All-Russian congresses of
Muslims were held, which developed and adopted the first programme of the pub-
lic-political union of Muslims of Russia. They stood for provision of a national-cul-
tural autonomy to Muslims, which would be manifested in the independence in the
field of spiritual administration, broad local cultural self-government, and in the
development of a multi-level national system of education in the mother tongue.

Social and Political Life in the Period
of the Revolution

As a result of the overthrowing of monarchy the population of the country got the
freedom of speech, gathering, unions. Death penalty was abolished, and political
amnesty was declared. The new parties, groups and public movements were be-
ing established and the old ones were being restored in Kazan and the Province.
The most influential of them were the Cadets and the Socialist-Revolutionaries.
The Kazan city council of the Bolsheviks was headed by V. A. Tikhomirnov. The
most authoritative among the Mensheviks were G. P. Denike, B. N. Nelidov, and
the most reputable among the Left Socialist-Revolutionaries was A. L. Kolegayev
(chairman of the Kazan Provincial Council of Peasants’ Deputies). The Menshe-
viks and the Socialist-Revolutionaries played a leading role in the Kazan Provin-
cial Council of Workers’ and Soldiers’ Deputies. Also restored/established were
being the old and the new professional unions. The factory/plant councils were
established at a number of industrial enterprises, which limited the economic
power of the owners, often intervening with the management of the enterprise,
and introduced, without preliminary permission, the eight-hour shifts.

Formation of a New Vertical of Power

The revolutionary democratic processes that took place in Petrograd and led to
the overthrowing of monarchy also came to Kazan and the Kazan Province. The
cable from Petrograd that informed of the victory of the revolution, which was
received on 1 March 1917, became a signal for the democratic riot in Kazan.
On 2 March, a political demonstration of workers and students took place on the
Theatre Square of Kazan. The unrest began in the troops of the Kazan garrison,
and soldiers of the three regiments (of the 94th, 95th, and the 164th) arrested
their commanders. Police and gendarmerie were disarmed, and political convicts
were released from prisons. On 4 March, the rebellious soldiers crushed the
district headquarters of the Kazan Military District, arrested General A. G. Sand-
etsky, as well as Generals F. K. Yazvin, N. A. Faidysh, and N. V. Komarov. All in
all, some 100 commanders were dismissed from command.

On 5 March, the Committee for Public Protection was established at the enlarged
meeting of the Kazan City Duma with participation of representatives of the
workers’ organisations. The Committee was headed by V. D. Boronin, who took
a considerable portion of powers of authority in the city. Similar committees were
established over March in all district centres. The interests of the Provisional
Government in the Kazan province were represented by its Commissar: appoint-
ed to this post on 8 March was Colonel V. V. Molostvov who was the Chairman
of the Kazan Provincial Council. Simultaneously with the establishment of the
bodies of power that represented the interests of the Provisional Government,
the bodies of power of the revolutionary minded masses were being formed in
the Province. On 2 march, the Council of Workers’ Deputies was formed, on
4 March — The Provisional Military Council of the Kazan Military Garrison, and,
on 8 March, a joint meeting of the Councils of Workers’ and Soldiers’ Depu-
ties was held, which elected the Presidium. It was headed by Warrant Officer
K. Poplavsky. The diarchy was established in the Kazan Province, just like in the
whole country.

National Democratic Movement

The Tatar national democratic movement became more active during the period of
the public revolutionary transformations. A number of Muslim public and political
organisations were established in places that had Tatar communities: the Provision-
al Central Bureau of Russian Muslims was created in Moscow (with A. Tsalikov as
its chairman) and the Muslim Committee (F. Tuktarov) and Muslim Socialist Com-
mittee (M. Vakhitov) were established in Kazan. Russian Muslims were concerned
about the same problems that worried the entire Russian society: attitude towards
war, the land issue, the forms of democratic transformations, and so on, but one of
the main issues was the issue of national state structure of the country.

The national movement took various organisational forms, and the process of es-
tablishment of bodies of self-government involved the Muslim population all over
the country. The Muslim military officers also took an active part in the process; the
Muslim military organisations began to be established both in the field army and
in the rear starting from spring. The Kazan Muslim Military Council, established on
8 March, was the first military organisation to be formed in the rear. Congresses of
Muslims were held in Russian regions. In April alone Kazan hosted the All-Russian
Congress of Muslim teachers, the All-Russian Congress of Muslim Women, the Ufa
Province hosted the Congress of Muslims of the Menzelinsky District, and so on.

At the same time more active became the Vaisov's movement: on 27 April,
the First Congress of Advocates of the Bulgar State was held in Kazan, be-
ing convened by Firkayi Najiya (the Party of Liberation); its participants de-
manded the restoration of the Bulgar State to be headed by “people’s ruler”.

In spring and summer of 1917 several more All-Russian Muslim congress-
es were held, which brought together the representatives of different public
and political organisations and movements. The focus of their attention was
on the issues related to ethno-cultural development and the national state
structure of Russia. On 22 July 1917, Kazan hosted a joint meeting of dele-
gates of the Second All-Russian Congress of Muslims, the First All-Russian
Muslim Military Congress and the All-Russian Congress of Muslim Clergy
(the number of participants exceeded 1 000). The joint meeting adopted the
Declaration of Cultural-National Autonomy of the Turkic-Tatars of the Inner
Russia and Siberia and established a Commission for the development of
the fundamentals of the cultural-national autonomy of Muslims of the Inner
Russia and Siberia (the Commission was headed by S. Maksudov). The day
of 22 July was proclaimed the Day of National Holiday of Muslims of entire
Russia. The joint meeting also made a decision not to wait for the convo-
cation of the Constituent Assembly and to begin implementing the cultur-
al-national autonomy of Muslims of Russia. The National Assembly of the
Turkic Tatars of the Inner Russia and Siberia (Millet Mejlisi) was to be the
supreme legislative body of the autonomy, while the National Administration
(Milli Idare) was to become the body of its executive power.

The Rise of Bolsheviks to Power

Reluctance of the Provisional Government to assume responsibility for the solu-
tion of issues related to land and peace without participation of the Constituent
Assembly and refusal from the convocation of such before the end of war led to
intensification of the revolutionary processes in the country and to the October
violent coup, which brought the Bolsheviks to power. In Kazan, an armed con-
flict between the troops that were loyal to Provisional Government and the rebel
soldiers took place on 24 October 1917. Soldiers were supported by workers
of the Kazan plants: on 25 October, they declared the general strike to protest
against the disarmament of the artillery men. In the morning of 24 October, the
authorities declared the city and its trade quarters to be under martial law. On
25 October, Commissar of Provisional Government Y. P. Kalinin informed Petro-
grad: “It's been the second day that we have street fights in Kazan between the
troops that are loyal to the government and the rebel troops”. On the same day,
soldiers, supported by workers’ regiments, took the house of the Commander of
the Kazan Military District, and encircled the troops and cadets that were loyal to
Provisional Government in the Kazan Kremlin. On 26 October, after receiving the
cable from Petrograd that informed of the overthrow of Provisional Government,

Seeking the Forms of the Tatar National Statehood

On 3 November 1917, the Bolsheviks published a Declaration of Rights of
Peoples of Russia, which promised broad rights and freedoms to the peoples
of Russia. The People’s Commissariat for Nationalities of the RSFSR was es-
tablished at the end of November with Joseph Stalin being its head. In January
1918, the Commissariat for Muslim Affairs of the Inner Russia was created within
the People’s Commissariat headed by M. Vakhitov. The process of implemen-
tation of the Declaration of national cultural autonomy of the Turkic Tatars of
the Inner Russia and Siberia that was aired on 22 July continued in November.

Starting from 22 November the National Assembly (consisting of some 100 depu-
ties) began working in Ufa. On 29 November, the meeting of the Assembly made
a decision to establish the national statehood of the Tatar and Bashkir peoples in
the form of the Urals-Volga State. The territory of the State should have includ-
ed the Kazan and Ufa Provinces, a number of districts of the Vyatka, Orenburg,
Perm, Samara, and Simbirsk provinces, including the Chuvash and Mari lands
(with the population exceeding 7 million, of which over 51 % were the Tatars and
Bashkirs). Milli Idare was declared to be the supreme body of executive power,
consisting of three Ministries (of Finance: Maliya Nazarate, of Education: Magarif
Nazarate, and the Spiritual Board: Diniya Nazarate) and two Committees (for
Military and for Foreign Affairs). On 5 January 1918, S. Maksudov was elected
chairman of Milli Idare. The preliminary work for the establishment of the State
was entrusted to the Board for Fulfilment of the Urals-Volga State.

Following the adoption, on 5 January 1918, of the Resolution on the State Struc-
ture of Russia by the Constituent Assembly and the declaring of the Russian
Democratic Federation, the Tatar-Bashkir coalition of democratic forces faced
the enhancement of the centrifugal forces. The delegates of the Bashkir Shura
and the Bashkir Kurultai proposed an idea to establish an independent Bashkir
autonomy. However, despite all this, the work aimed at the establishment of the
Urals-Volga State did not stop: on 16 January 1918, the draft Constitution was
published under the title “Fundamental Provisions of National Autonomy of the
Turkic-Tatar Muslims of the Inner Russia and Siberia, and a Proclamation on the
establishment of the State was prepared. The date of its declaration was set for
1 March 1918.

This official event was to be held on the Theatre Square in Kazan. However, the
establishment of the Urals-Volga State completely did not match the plans of the
Bolshevik government. To oppose the establishment of the Urals-Volga State, the
Kazan Council established, on 26 February, the self-constituted Kazan Soviet
Workers' and Peasants’ Republic, formed its government headed by Y. S. Sheink-
man, introduced martial law in Kazan, and, on the night of 27 and 28 February,
arrested the leaders of the Second All-Russian Muslim Military Congress, which
attempted to proclaim the Turkic-Tatar State. On 1 March 1918, a demonstration
of the Tatar population took place in Kazan bringing together thousands of people
(some 10 000 participants) in response for their arrest, which demanded from the
authorities to release the arrested leaders and to declare national statehood.

After the arrest of the leaders, the delegates of the military congress swore an
oath of loyalty to Millet Mejlisi on behalf of 57 000 Muslim soldiers. The delegates
of the military congress moved to the Tatar Settlement of Kazan having crossed
the Bulak Channel and resumed the work of the Congress. The Bolshevik

Revolutionary Headquarters declared that territory the “Trans-Bulak Republic’.
At that period the Commissariat for Muslim Affairs of the Inner Russia devel-
oped the Regulations for the Tatar-Bashkir Soviet Republic with account for res-
olutions of the Congress of the Councils of the Volga and Cis-Urals Regions
on the “Volga-Urals Republic’ and Millet Mejlisi on the Urals-Volga State and
published such Regulations on 22 March 1918. The Soviet leadership, having
proposed the Regulations for the Tatar-Bashkir Republic as an alternative to the
Urals-Volga State, managed to take under its control the Tatar and Bashkir na-
tional state-building. On 28 March 1918, the local Bolsheviks, together with sail-
ors from Petrograd, conquered the Trans-Bulak district of the city and made all
to lay down the weapons. During the months of April and May all Muslim national
organisations, which were created riding on the wave of the February revolu-
tionary democracy, were liquidated (except for the Spiritual Board of Muslims of
the Inner Russia and Siberia). Having refused from cooperation with the Soviet
power, the leaders of the Tatar national democratic movement had to leave the
country (S. Maksudov, G. Iskhaki, F. Tuktarov, and so on) or quitted the social
and political activity. The large portion of those who stayed in the country soon
fell under the wheels of the Soviet repressions.

The Urals-Volga State was the first experience of the Tatar people on its way
towards revival of its national statehood after the fall of the Kazan Khanate in
1552. This form of statehood would embrace the major portion of locations with
the Tatar communities and met the national and cultural interests of both the Ta-
tar ethnos and many other peoples who lived at that time in the territory of the
Volga and Cis-Urals regions.

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Civil War in the Territory of the Kazan Province

Starting from mid-1918, the country plunged into the large-scale violent civil war.
In summer 1918, the major portion of the territory of the Kazan Province was
captured by troops of the People’s Army of KOMUCH (Committee of Members of
Constituent Assembly) and of the Czechoslovakian Corpse. On 5 August, the as-
sault forces of the Volga group of the Czechoslovaks and the White Guards land-
ed in the area near the Kazan quays. The state of siege was imposed in Kazan
and its suburbs; M. |. Mezhlauk was appointed the Extraordinary Commandant.
Kazan was defended by two companies of the 5th Zemgale Latvian Riflemen
Regiment, the Muslim Communist Brigade, the 1st Muslim Socialist Regiment,
the 1st Rifle Tatar-Bashkir Battalion, the International Battalion named after
K. Marx, and the brigades of militiamen composed of workers. Suffering great
losses, the units of the Red Army left Kazan in the night of 7 August. After the
conquest of Kazan the city was exposed to terror of the Whites: arrested and ex-
ecuted were many Party and Soviet officials (M. Vakhitov, S. Gassar, A. P. Kom-
lev, M. I. Mezhlauk, Y. S. Sheinkman, and so on), as well as other supporters of
the Soviet power. The Czechoslovakian legionaries got the major portion of the
gold reserve of the RSFSR that was kept in the Kazan Bank.

However, the conquest of Kazan proved to be the last success for the Czecho-
slovakian legionaries and the People’s Army of KOMUCH. The troops of the 2nd
and the 5th armies managed to stop and block them. Following the personnel
and ammunition replacement, the troops of the Eastern Front have liberated Ka-
zan in coordination with the Volga naval flotilla and the aviation in the course of
sanguinary battles on 5—10 September 1918. Developing the advance of the
Eastern Front, the 5th Army and the Arsk Group of the 2nd Army liberated, by
19 September, the right bank of the Volga as far as to Buinsk, as well as the
estuary of the Kama as far as to Laishevo, the 2nd Army liberated, by 8 Octo-
ber, the territory from Chistopol to Agryz, and the 5th Army liberated Bugulma

by mid-November. By the end of 1918, the territory of the Kazan Province was
fully liberated from the troops of the People’s Army of KOMUCH and the Czecho-
slovakian Corpse.

In spring of 1919, a portion of the Kazan Province was captured by the White
Guard troops of Admiral A. V. Kolchak, who wanted to get access to the Volga
to be able to tie in with the White Army of A. I. Denikin for further joint advance
on the Moscow direction. On 4 March 1919, the Kolchak’s troops went onto the
offensive. The troops of the Eastern Front lost Yelabuga, Menzelinsk, Bugul-
ma, and other settlements to the White Army of Admiral Kolchak. By mid-April
1919, having conquered the eastern part of the Kazan Province, the Kolchak’s
troops stopped on the River Vyatka, 85 km from Kazan. The command of the
Eastern Front and the leadership of the RSFSR made a decision to create a de-
fence zone on the Volga. The fortified areas were organised in Kazan, Simbirsk,
Samara, and Saratov. The task set for the Kazan fortified area was to defend
Kazan and the riverside from Kamskoye Ustye to Sviyazhsk. Defensive fortifi-
cations were erected on the following directions: Chistopol — Laishevo — Kazan
and Agryz — Mamadysh — Kazan; the following areas were fortified: Kamskoye
Ustye, Sviyazhsk, and the Uslon land. On 28 April 1919, the counter-attack of the
troops of the Southern Group of the Eastern Front began near Buguruslan. On
1 May 1919, the 2nd Army and the Volga naval flotilla moved onto the intensive
offensive actions in the territory of the Kazan Province. Chistopol was liberated
on 4 May, Bugulma — on 13 May, Yelabuga — on 29 May, and Agryz — on 1 June.
By the end of 1919, the Kolchak’s troops were completely destroyed.

Policy of “Military Communism”
and Its Consequences

During the period of “Military Communism” there existed the most severe cen-
tralisation of administration of the industrial sector, the state-administered dis-
tribution of industrial and food products. Nationalised were banks, public and
private enterprises, even the small-scale artisan ones, which were owned by
individuals or partnerships that had more than 5 workers and a mechanical en-
gine or more than 10 workers and had no mechanical engine. Trade in basic
foodstuffs and industrial goods was completely monopolised. Supplying the pop-
ulation and the army with foodstuffs was entrusted to the People’s Commissariat
for Food Supplies of the RSFSR and its territorial bodies, which were engaged
in procurement and distribution of industrial goods and foodstuffs based on the
rationing system in the form of the class-based rations. The governing principle
was: “those who do not work do not eat”.

The tariff policy of the state was dominated by wage levelling. The difference in
remuneration of skilled and unskilled labour was insignificant. By the end of the
“Military Communism” the wages were getting more and more of in-kind nature:
the workers and public servants were issued food rations, provided with flats
for free, and were rendered the utility, transport, and other services on free of
charge basis. The Soviet decrees on the free provision of the population with
foodstuffs, consumer goods, on the abolishment of payments for all kinds of fuel
for workers and public servants, on the abolishment of payments for housing,
for use of water and sewage system, gas, electric power for workers and public
servants, as well as for labour and war disabled veterans and for dependent in-
dividuals led to the scaling down of commodity/money relations.

The entire able-bodied population was involved in compulsory labour. Citizens
of Kazan and other towns were forced to work at the Soviet farms and at other
national economic projects. Those who attempted to refrain from work were held
administratively and criminally liable or sent to corrective labour camps in Kazan,
Sviyazhsk, and other towns. The labour of convicts was widely used at various
projects of the national economy. These actions were aimed at substitution of the
old industrial relations with the “communist” ones.

Nationalised during the period of the military-communist agrarian revolution was
the entire land property. Private land property was liquidated. A large portion
of agricultural land was handed over to village communities. The new forms

of economic activity were broadly forced into application: Soviet farms and agri-
cultural communities. The food dictatorship, which was proclaimed in the country,
provided to the provincial bodies of the People’s Commissariat for Food Supplies
of the RSFSR with special powers for fighting with peasants (the so-called prof-
iteers) who used to conceal the “grain surpluses” and sold grain in the “shadow”
market. To render support to the Soviet food-collecting bodies, the councils of
the poor were established in villages. These actions improved the situation with
the procurement of grain and raw materials, but they could not solve in full the
task of provision of food to urban population and the troops of the Red Army that
were stationed in Kazan and in other settlements. In January 1919, the total food
rationing was introduced, and trade in grain and other most important kinds of
foodstuffs and raw materials was prohibited. To ensure that all tasks set for the
food rationing system are solved, the food-requisition detachments were sent to
villages of the Kazan Province, which were mainly composed of representatives
of the working class from the neighbouring provinces. In 1919 - 1920, confiscat-
ed from peasants were over 20 million poods of grain. In addition to that, subject
to obligatory confiscation from peasants were also meat, eggs, butter, honey,
hay, and raw animal material. A large portion of the confiscated food and raw
materials was taken out of the province.

Considering the large-scale transfer of rural citizens to the consumer-based sys-
tem of land-use, the state informed every peasant household of the mandatory
dimensions of land under cultivation and issued a list of agricultural crops to be
planted. To secure the implementation of the plans, the sowing committees were
being established and the seed material collecting stations were being organised.
However, these actions, while they have enhanced the centralisation of agricultur-
al production, could not solve the problems in the agrarian sector and served as
one of the reasons of the large-scale famine in the early 1920s.

Establishment of the Tatar ASSR

The formation of the national statehood of the Tatars was taking place under the
conditions of a civil conflict between different social, political, and national-dem-
ocratic forces. After the long searches for forms of the Tatar national statehood,
the Soviet leadership took a fresh look at this issue, and specific steps were tak-
en on the way to the establishment of the Tatar Republic. On 26 January 1920,
the Political Bureau of the Central Committee of RCP(b) made a fundamental
decision on the establishment of the Tatar Soviet Socialist Republic. A special
administrative commission was created to determine the borders of the to-be-es-
tablished republic, which was headed by S. Said-Galiev. At the end of February

of 1920, the Regulations for the Tatar SSR were published, which determined the status of the new
national state entity, its territory, governing bodies, as well as the principles of interrelations and mutual
delegation of powers between bodies of state power of the RSFSR and TASSR.

The work was started on the basis of such Regulations for the development of the draft decree on
the formation of the Autonomous Tatar Socialist Soviet Republic, which was mainly completed by the
end of April 1920. On 4 May, the issue of the Tatar Republic was once again discussed at a meeting
of the Political Bureau of the Central Committee of RCP(b) under the chairmanship of V. I. Lenin, which
decided to establish a special commission for solution of certain issues in dispute related to rights
and borders of the Tatar Republic and the status of Kazan. It was decided to appoint Joseph Stalin as
chairman of the commission, which also included as its members L. B. Kameneyv, Y. A. Preobrazhen-
sky, M. F. Vladimirsky, S.-G. Sultan-Galiev, M. Sultan-Galiev, G. Sharaf, and so on. On 25 May 1920,
the draft decree on the establishment of the Tatar Republic, which was developed by the commission,
was discussed at the extended meeting of the Council of People’s Commissars of the RSFSR and sent
for further elaboration with certain remarks.

On 27 May 1920, the All-Russian Central Executive Committee and the Council of People’s Commis-
sars of the RSFSR adopted a joint decree “On the Establishment of the Autonomous Tatar Socialist
Soviet Republic” that was signed by V. 1. Lenin as Chairman of the Council of People’s Commissars,
M. I. Kalinin as Chairman of the All-Russian Central Executive Committee, and A. Yenukidze as Secre-
tary of the All-Russian Central Executive Committee. The first paragraph of the decree run as follows:
“To establish the Autonomous Tatar Socialist Soviet Republic as part of the RSFSR...” The decree fixed
the fundamentals of the state-legal status of the republic, and officially proclaimed that the RSFSR
should render direct support to the republic in attaining the actual equality with the other autonomous
republics by providing it with all necessary financial and technical means out of the common funds.

On 25 June, an extended official meeting of the Kazan Council of Workers’,
Peasants, and Red Army Men’s Deputies was held together with the repre-
sentatives of the Party, labour unions, Komsomol bodies, and the Political
Department of the Reserve Army of the Republic, during which the Kazan
Provincial Executive Committee handed over the fundamental powers of au-
thority to the Provisional Revolutionary Committee of the TASSR. The day
on which the TASSR was proclaimed — 25 June — was officially celebrated
in Kazan and in all cantons of the republic: official meetings and popular fes-
tivities were organised and military parades were held in a number of towns.
Later on, the celebration of the annual republic’s national festival — Saban-
tuy — was timed to this date.

TASSR was divided into 10 cantons (the Arsky, Bugulminsky, Buinsky, Laishevsky,
Mamadyshsky, Menzelinsky, Sviyazhsky, Spassky, Tetyushsky, and the Chisto-
polsky cantons). In autumn of 1921, the new delimitation of the borders between
the TASSR and the Samara, Simbirsk, and Vyatka Provinces, as well as the Mari,
Chuvash, and the Votsk autonomous regions was organised. In the course of
such delimitation, certain settlements and districts changed their affiliation. By
the end of 1922, the administrative-territorial structure of the republic was as fol-
lows: 13 cantons (the new cantons were established: the Agryzsky, Yelabuzhsky,
and the Chelninsky), 12 small towns (Agryz, Arsk, Bugulma, Buinsk, Yelabuga,
Laishevo, Mamadysh, Menzelinsk, Sviyazhsk, Spassk, Tetyushi, and Chistopol),
222 districts, 3 057 village councils, 3 405 rural settlements, of which 1 516 were

dovian settlements. Kazan, as the ethno-cultural centre of the Tatar people, was
included into the Tatar Republic and was declared its capital. The districts that
were separated from the Kazan Province at the time of the establishment of the
TASSR (Kozmodemyansky, Krasnokokshaisky, Tsivilsky, Cheboksarsky, and the
Yadrinsky ones) became part of the Chuvash and the Mari autonomous regions
in accordance with the ethnic composition of their populations.

The total area of Tatarstan was some 68 000 sq. km., its territory extended for
290 km. from north to south and for 460 km. from east to west. The territory of the
republic consisted of the plain located in the forest-steppe zone with small eleva-
tions on the right bank of the Volga and in the south-east of the republic. 90 % of its
territory lied at the height of not more than 200 m. above the sea level. Some 20%
of the territory was covered by forests. The largest water arteries of the European
part of Russia — the Volga and the Kama — joined in the territory of Tatarstan, form-
ing the huge water basin with their tributaries.

The total population of Tatarstan was some 2.9 million, of which the Tatars account-
ed for 54 %. Over 80 % (2.6 million) of the republic’s population lived in the rural
areas. Urban population accounted for some 253 000 (14 %), the major portion of
urban citizens living in Kazan (194 000).

The decree established the struc-
ture of bodies of state power of the
TASSR, having added to such the
local councils as well. After three
months of preliminary work, the Mil-
itary Revolutionary Committee con-
vened the First (Constituent) Con-
gress of Councils (Soviets) of the
Tatar ASSR, which took place on
26— 27 September 1920 in Kazan.
The Congress elected the Central Executive Committee of the Tatar ASSR, deter-
mined the approximate borders of the republic, basic forms of administrative-terri-
torial division and management (councils of the workers’, peasants’ and Red Army
men’s deputies). On 28 September, the First Plenary Session of the Central Exec-
utive Committee of the TASSR elected the government — the Council of People’s
Commissars that consisted of 15 members (with S.-G.Said-Galiev as its Chairman)
and elected the Presidium of the Central Executive Committee of the Tatar ASSR of
7 members (with B. Mansurov as its Chairman). The first compositions of the Cen-
tral Executive Committee and of the Council of People’s Commissars of the TASSR
were comprised of representatives of different regions of the Soviet State. To directly
administer the specific areas of state administration, established were 10 People’s
Commissariats: of Interior, Finance, Justice, Foodstuffs, Domestic Trade, Farming,
Healthcare, Enlightenment, Labour, and Social Security Services, and the Council of
National Economy. The People’s Commissariats were independent in their actions
and reported directly to the Congress of Councils, the Presidium of the Central Ex-
ecutive Committee of the Tatar ASSR, and to the Military Revolutionary Committee.
Foreign affairs and foreign trade remained in the jurisdiction of central bodies of pow-
er of the RSFSR. Military affairs were the field of responsibility of the Tatar Military
Commissariat. The village, district, municipal, and cantonal councils of the workers’,
peasants’ and Red Army men’s deputies were created in the territory of the republic.

The First Acts of the National State
and Cultural Building

The establishment of the Tatar ASSR created broad opportunities for the devel-
opment of a system of education and culture of the Tatar people, contributed
to the consolidation of social, cultural, economic, and other ties between dif-
ferent ethnoses of the republic. Like other peoples of the country, the Tatars,
having established their republic, chose the path of drastic transformations. An
important role in the development of scientific, cultural-enlightenment, and re-
gional ethnographical institutions was played by the Academic Centre of the
People’s Commissariat for Education of the TASSR (established in 1921), which
took the research work related to the study of Tatar regional history to a new
level. Scientific research was conducted in Tatarstan on a broad range of his-
torical-ethnographical, archaeographic, epigraphic, archaeological, linguistic, lit-
erary, and other issues (linguists and literary historians: J. Validi, A. Maksudov,

Following the establishment of their statehood, the Tatars got an opportunity to
develop their national system of education and culture in their mother tongue.
The basis for this was laid down by the decree of the Central Executive Com-
mittee and the Council of People’s Commissars of the TASSR of 25 June 1921
on the recognition of the Tatar language, along with Russian, as the official lan-
guage. The rapid development of national culture and large-scale education of
the population over those years owed much to the policy of intensive use of the
Tatar language in records management and broad involvement of indigenous
people in the work of bodies of state power. Implementation of these measures
brought its positive results: slow but continuous growth of percentage of the Ta-
tars in the elected bodies was observed, starting from village councils and district
executive committees and finishing with the cantonal executive committees and
central bodies of power of the TASSR. Also notable was the growth in number
of the Tatars at vocational-technical schools and institutions of higher education.
Gradually the Tatar language was finding its way to the lower levels of the Soviet
power machinery, to village, district, and cantonal executive committees.

The work was started in the republic for the preparation of local — ethnic —
personnel; the number of indigenous people working at bodies of state, party,
judicial, and other branches of power was growing, implemented were various
programmes aimed at introduction of the Tatar language into everyday use at
bodies of state and public administration, as well as at institutions of cultural
work among the masses. The Tatar language was introduced into records man-
agement system: all fundamental laws: criminal, civil, criminally-remedial, land,
and labour codes were translated into Tatar. The legal processes with partici-
pation of the Tatars were held in the Tatar language. In the 1920s, the growth
of the number of the Tatars among urban citizens was recorded, as well as the
growth of their inflow to Kazan (from 21.9 % in 1920 up to 25.7 % in 1926, up
to 44 000).

In the first half of the 1920s,
the Tatar scientists and linguists (G. Alparov, G. Ibragimov, G. Sharaf, and
so on) developed the new orthographic system of the Tatar language (Yana
Imlya). However, the work for further improvement of the Tatar writing was
interrupted by actions of the Soviet leadership, which took the course of
Romanisation of alphabets of Russian Turkic Muslims, including the Tatars.
After the First All-Union Turkological Congress (Baku, 1926), which was
dedicated to issues of Romanisation of writing of the Muslim Turkic-speak-
ing peoples of the USSR, the preliminary work was started in the TASSR
for transfer of the Tatar alphabet to Roman script (Yanalif). On 3 July 1927,
the Tatar alphabet was officially transferred from Arabic to international, Ro-
man, script, which resulted in the loss of a huge layer of the centuries-old
historical, cultural, and spiritual heritage of the Tatars, since almost com-
plete prohibition to learn Arabic as a school subject significantly limited ac-
cess to the works created in Arabic and the works by the Tatar authors.

The policy of national unification of the Tatar alphabet caused the ferment
among the Tatar intellectual elite, including the Muslim religious ummah. As
a result, the transfer to the Roman script in Tatarstan took too long and was
completed as late as in the early 1930s, when all educational institutions
switched to Roman script in education. The transfer of records management
system to Roman script at the state and public institutions became much
easier with the use of new typewriters that were designed by A. Sheikh-Al.
His efforts were essential for organising the large-scale production of Ro-
manised typewriters in Tatarstan, which were also supplied to other regions.

was but seldom used at administrative and judicial institutions. The study of
the Tatar language by public servants of the state, public, and cultural-en-
lightenment institutions was almost completely stopped. In 1939, the Tatar
alphabet was once again transformed: this time, it switched from Roman to
Cyrillic script. This opened the way for further accelerated assimilation of the
Tatar people.

Especially rapidly developing in the 1920s was the periodical press: pub-
lished were various magazines and newspapers, their circulation growing
significantly. The basis for the development of the republic’s press was laid
down at that period, periodicals being published in two official languages
of the TASSR: Russian and Tatar (Krasnaya Tataria, Kyzyl Tatarstan, Ta-
tarstan, and so on). Apart from Kazan, newspapers were issued in a number
of cantonal centres: Prikamskaya Gazeta (The Kama Region Newspaper)
(Chistopol), Krasny Put (The Red Path) (Yelabuga), Put k Sotsializmu (The
Road to Socialism) (Buinsk). Along with the periodical scientific editions pub-
lished by institutions of higher education and scientific societies (Bulletin
of Kazan University, Herald of Scientific Society of the Tatar Studies, News
of the Society of Archaeology, History, and Ethnography, and so on), pub-
lished in Tatarstan were also the departmental magazines, such as Herald
of Enlightenment of TSSR, The Kazan Museum Herald, Agriculture and For-
estry of Tatarstan, Labour and Husbandry. Not only the range of newspapers
and magazines was increased considerably at that period, but also their
accessibility for population was improved. Periodical press became a kind of
a loudspeaker, which reflected the social and economic, social and political,
and cultural changes in the TASSR, as well as served as a public organ that
was spreading knowledge and experience accumulated by different branch-
es of scientific and industrial practice.

Controversies of Social and Political Development

The complex social and economic conditions of the first decade of existence of the
Tatar ASSR and uncertainty about many national-cultural issues created a destabilis-
ing environment in the republic. Besides, the Soviet system of constant “reshuffling” of
local administrative personnel caused chaos, hampered the consolidation of the state
status, political and economic standing of the republic, as well as the development of
culture and traditions of indigenous peoples. The leaders who tried to pursue an in-
dependent ethnic policy, which differed from Party- and class-based principles, were
removed from their posts, often by recommendation of the Centre, and sent to other
regions of the country to occupy insignificant positions. Such were the fates of many
outstanding representatives of the Tatar political and ethnic elite (M. Brundukov, M. Bu-
daili, Y. Validov, K. Gabidullin, G. Gubaidullin, A. Yenbayeyv, |. Kazakov, B. Mansurov,
G. Mansurov, K. Mukhtarov, R. Sabirov, S. Usmanov, and so on).

The social and political situation in the leadership of Tatarstan changed drastically after
the defeat of M. Sultan-Galiev as the leader of the Tatar communists in his opposition
to Joseph Stalin. M. Sultan-Galiev, who stood for the right of the autonomous republics
of the RSFSR for equal participation in the then-established USSR, was expelled from
the Party and released from all his posts after the 4th meeting of the Central Commit-
tee of RCP(b) that was held in Moscow (9 — 12 June 1923) with participation of officials
representing the ethnic republics and regions. The other leaders of Tatarstan, who
were supporting him (K. Mukhtarov, G. Mansurov, A. Yenbayev, and so on) were also
released from their positions in 1924 and were taken to Moscow to occupy insignificant
posts. Their struggle for expansion of the political and economic status of the Soviet

autonomies was labelled by the Soviet leadership as deviation from the Party’s line.
Later, in the period of repressions, the political label of “Sultan-Galiev’s supporter”,
just like “Trotskyist’, became a standard ground for accusing and condemning the
Tatar leaders in Tatarstan and, to some extent, in the other Turkic-speaking repub-
lics of the USSR.

Such policy of Stalin’s leadership resulted in a loss of a huge layer of ethnic politi-
cal and intellectual elite of Tatarstan, slowed down the pace of national state-build-
ing and aggravated the inter-ethnic relations in the republic. As a result, the Tatar
Republic did not have, up to 1937, its Constitution and heraldic symbols. A nega-
tive role in this was played by the All-Union Central Executive Committee and the
All-Russian Congress of Councils, which rejected, in 1926, the draft first Constitu-
tion of the TASSR, on formal grounds, which had been adopted on 25 June 1925 at
the Second Session of the Central Executive Committee of the TASSR, as well as
the drafts of the coat of arms and the flag of the Tatar ASSR that were developed by
the Tatar public representatives (led by B. Urmanche).

The aggravation of totalitarian tendencies in the second half of the 1920s and the
subsequent course of the leadership of the country at industrialisation and collecti-
visation have led to further restriction of autonomous rights of the Tatar Republic, to
actual rollback of the ethnic-oriented policy, and to repressions against its leaders,
intelligentsia, and the Muslim clergy.

State of the Economy

In the early 1920s, typical for the TASSR were a significant decline in industrial
and agricultural production and in trade, the transport paralysis, hyperinflation,
deficit, and skyrocketing prices for commaodities. At the same period, the Tatar
Republic faced even more horrifying disaster — failure of crops in 1920 - 1923,
which led to the large-scale famine. The reason for it was not only the Civil War
that embraced the territory of the republic, but rather the policy of the “Military
Communism”, which led to impoverishment of villages, as well as impoverish-
ment and social degradation of the population. In February 1922, suffering from
famine in the TASSR were over 2 million people; in March 1923 — some 1 mil-
lion; in May 1924 — nearly 0.5 million. The adverse consequences of the failure

of crops was not only the drastic deterioration of the economic situation in the republic,
but also the considerable reduction of the population as a result of the mass mortali-
ty caused by famine, malnutrition, and various epidemics and illnesses, as well as of
the forced migration. Tatarstan lost over 600 000 people. The forced famine struck the
heaviest blow on the Tatar peasants because they had lesser plots of land and not
enough durable equipment at their disposal, since they suffered most from food reg-
uisitions at the time of “Military Communism”. The portion of the Tatars in the popula-
tion of the TASSR decreased by 1926 by almost 4 % (by 300 -400 thousand people)
compared to 1920. It was only due to the large-scale food and medical aid provided by
international organisations that it became possible to save lives of a considerable part
of the republic’s population.

forms of material stimulation in industry, agriculture, and in commerce revitalised
the economic life of the republic’s population. The commaodity/money reforms as
part of NEP began in the banking sector of the TASSR, when the Kazan Office
of the State Bank of the USSR was established as a regional bank that was au-
thorised to pursue the money emission policy. By the beginning of 1924, the new
currency — chervonets (that was equal to 6 US dollars) — comprised 79.9 % of the
total stock of money in the Tatar Republic. The opening in 1922 — 1923 of branch-
es (offices) of the trade and industrial, agricultural, cooperative, and other com-
mercial banks contributed to the expansion of a network of the grassroots credit
institutions and to the intensification of the credit and financial operations with
enterprises, cooperatives, and individuals. At the same time, during the years of
the new economic policy, the Kazan Office of the State Bank of the USSR in the
TASSR was the leader in the provision of loans to local industry, agriculture, and
commerce. Development of market relations also owed much to the opening, in
1922, of the Kazan Commaodity Exchange to regulate the demand and supply
of commodities, as well as the operations with promissory notes, shares, and
equities.

The transfer to NEP in the TASSR started the systemic reorganisation and the struc-
tural reform of the local state-run industrial sector. By 1923, almost all enterprises
were transformed into trusts, which switched to profit and loss accounting. The sys-
tem of trusts, syndicates, and cantonal industrial unions tied the industrial sector
to the market. By the beginning of 1923, the Council of National Economy of the
TASSR had under its authority over 10 trusts (some 74 plants and factories). In ad-
dition to them, operating in the republic in 1922 were 11 power stations of Electro-
trest (Electric Power Trust). Under the GOELRO Plan, there began the construction
of heat- and hydro-power plants. The market mechanisms of the new economic
policy and the labour enthusiasm of the workers and public servants made it pos-
sible to restore, in a very short time (in three/four years), the industrial production,
which approached in its basic figures the pre-war (1913) volume of gross output by
mid-1920s. In 1925/1926 business year, the gross output of the large-scale indus-
try reached the level of 90% of the pre-war level. By October 1927, it reached the
pre-war level. At the same time, the volume of the gross industrial output grew more

than two-fold. In 1928, the annual growth of the gross industrial output totalled 15 %,
the number of workers increased by 5 %, the labour efficiency grew by 9 %, which
created favourable conditions for further technical and technological reconstruction
of the local industry, as well as for the restoration of the number of industrial workers
and public servants and growth of their wages. By the end of the 1920s, unemploy-
ment among industrial workers and public servants was essentially liquidated, and
partially liquidated among tradesmen and artisans.

The introduction of market driven commodity/money relations gave rise to the
rapid development of the state, cooperative, and private trade. In 1925, TASSR
had 106 fairs and 190 bazaars, which were used to sell the products of both lo-
cal and visiting producers. The peculiar feature of the local market was the fact
that it was dominated by agricultural goods and raw materials, the major role if
trade operations being played by mediators engaged in re-sale of commodities
at speculative prices.

Restoration of Rural Economy

The new economic policy in village began with the abolishment of forced food
and raw material appropriation system and with the introduction of agricultural tax
in-kind, with the permission for peasants to sell food surpluses in the free market,
to lease land and other means of production, and to hire labour force. All this had
a positive impact on the social and economic development of multi-ethnic village
of the TASSR. Starting from 1923, there began the restoration of the fundamental
sectors of agriculture. In 1925, the area planted with grain crops accounted for
92.5 % of the pre-war level. At the same time, the gross crop in 1926 grew more
than three-fold compared to 1923. By the time the total collectivisation began in
villages, the areas under crops totalled 114 % of the pre-war level of 1913.

Rapidly restoring was cattle-breeding, first of all, the number of productive live-
stock. The cattle stock at the end of 1926 totalled, compared to 1917, 97.5 %, the
pig stock — 91.8 %, sheep and goats — 76.7%. Quite slow was the pace of res-
toration of the horse stock (just 68.6 %). Typical for development of the agrarian
sector of the republic’'s economy during the period of the new economic policy
was the outstripping growth of cattle-breeding, its portion in the gross agricultural
output having increased significantly. The portion of animal production in the total
mass of agricultural commodities reached 60 %.

Peasants of the republic, having experienced all the extremes of agrarian-class
experiments, Bolshevik and White Guards requisitions, atrocities of the forced
famine and epidemics, managed to restore, with their hard labour, their house-
holds, including the areas under crops, the stock of productive and work cattle,
and the farming equipment.

The issue of establishing parity prices for industrial and agricultural goods re-
mained pressing all the years of the new economic policy. Especially topical was
the issue of price formation in the grain market. The state procurement prices
for grain were low, which has an adverse impact on the development of peasant

The depressive development of the commodity market, inflation, and
the policy of directive planning have led, in the end, to the so called “grain pro-
curement crises” of 1927 — 1928 and 1928 — 1929 and to the refusal from the main
principle of the new economic policy — the market economy.

The achievements in the development of industry of the TASSR in the 1920s did
not change its agrarian vector. As before, it remained an agrarian-industrial re-
public. Over 80% of its population were engaged in agriculture, 57 % of the gross
output of the republic came from the agrarian sector.

Industrialisation

The intensive restoration of the industrial sector of the economy of Tatarstan in the
period of the new economic policy made it possible to restore the basic sectors of
the heavy industry. Starting from the second half of the 1920s, there began in the
republic, just like in the whole country, the accelerated construction of industrial
enterprises, mainly such in the heavy industry with focus on the military/defensive
sector. In the course of industrialisation, over 70 large, 300 medium and small en-
terprises with modern, for that time, equipment and advanced technologies were
built in the Tatar Republic. Along with Kazan, the other towns of the republic were
also exposed to targeted industrialisation. As a result, the new urban industrial cen-
tres have appeared, such as Zelenodoslk, Chistopol, Bugulma.

The new branches of heavy industry were created at the period of industrialisation:
aircraft-building, ship-building, instrument-making, production of synthetic rubber,
motion picture and photographic film, photo-gelatine, synthetic leather. Of special im-
portance among enterprises of the light industry were the food canning, felt, fancy
goods, and catgut factories. At the same time, many enterprises of the fur, leather
and footwear, clothing, textile, felt-making, and food industries underwent technical
reconstruction. Rapidly developing were the power-generating industry, which made
it possible to complete the electrification of industrial enterprises, state and public
buildings.

Over a short period of the accelerated industrialisation Tatarstan became
one of the large centres of mechanical engineering, metal-working, chem-
ical, and wood-working industries of the Volga Region. In 1926 — 1940,
the gross industrial output grew in the TASSR 20.6 times (from 59.1 to
1219 million roubles), the fixed production assets — 31.6 times (from
32.6 to 1 032 million roubles). The portion of industrial products totalled
86 % (1941). In the 1930s, the industrial sector of Tatarstan was occupy-
ing the leading positions in the USSR in a number of industries (produc-
tion of synthetic rubber, synthetic leather, photo-gelatine) in what referred
to the application of scientific and technological novelties in production.

As a result of industrialisation, Tatarstan turned into an industrial-agrar-
ian republic with a powerful production and technical, and engineering
and technological potential and with the developed urban social and cul-
tural infrastructure.

Collectivisation of Agriculture

By the time when the total collectivisation of peasant households began, the ag-
ricultural sector of the TASSR was characterised by the low level of agricultural
and material and technical development. By the end of the 1920s, TASSR had
only 154 tractors. Up to 40 % of peasant households used wooden plough to fill
their plots of land. In terms of profitability, the agrarian sector of the republic was
lagging behind significantly compared to average figures for the RSFSR. Accord-
ing to data for 1929, the gross agricultural output in the TASSR, on a 1 hectare

basis, totalled 52.8 — 72.8 roubles, while in the RSFSR it totalled 136.6 roubles.
The gross collections of crop products had a cyclical pattern, experiencing dras-
tic ups and downs depending on the favourable natural and climatic factors. By
the beginning of collectivisation, Tatarstan was an agrarian republic, which had
over 520 000 individual farms engaged mainly in individual agricultural business
activity. Collective forms of economic activity, which accounted for less than 5 %
of the total agricultural lands, did not become a frequent practice.

The grain collecting crises of the late 1920s and the related acute deficit of agri-
cultural raw materials for the industry, for the production of bread and dairy-and-
meat products for the rapidly growing urban population became the reason for
the forced change in traditional forms of individual peasant farming in the USSR.
An important role in this respect was played, inter alia, by the policy of pumping

capital from village to town, which was required for the accelerated technical and
technological upgrading of industry. The total collectivisation of peasant house-
holds began in Tatarstan in 1929. By March of 1930, the republic rated third in
the USSR in terms of the pace of collectivisation, which was finished in principle
by summer of 1937: established in Tatarstan were 3 847 collective farms, which
included 417 800 peasant households (91.4 %). By the beginning of 1940, the
republic had some 60 000 individual peasant households.

Collectivised in the course of collectivisation were land and all fixed production
assets. Remaining as personal property of the collective farmers were housing

and small household buildings, small equipment, productive stock in limited
quantities, and a small subsidiary homestead, or less frequently, field plot of
land (up to 0.5 hectares) for part-time farming. The incomes derived from pri-
vate subsidiary farming were for many decades the main source of funds for
existence of collective farmers of Tatarstan and for payment of state taxes and
duties payable in kind. Actually, the passport reform of 1932 fixed peasants to
collective farms.

It should be noted that the forced collectivisation led to a significant reduc-
tion of production of the basic agricultural products, half-starved existence of
a major portion of the rural population of Tatarstan in the 1930s and 1940s, as
well as to large human losses caused by hard living conditions, malnutrition,
back-breaking labour, negative demographic and migration processes. A se-
rious blow was struck on the peasant livestock breeding: the stock of horses
decreased by the end of 1932 by 39 % compared to 1928, the stock of cattle —
by 38 %, sheep and goats — by 65 %, pigs — by 64 %. The yield of grain crops
in collective farms was roughly 5—6 centners per 1 hectare. Collectivisation
did not ensure any significant growth of profitability of the agrarian sector of

the TASSR: almost 70 — 80 % collective farms in the 1930s were unprofitable
and operated at a loss.

As a result of collectivisation, the industry got the material resources and agricul-
tural raw materials that were very important for the construction, technical recon-
struction and uninterrupted functioning of enterprises, while urban population and
army got the necessary food supplies. This means that its main goal was achieved.
In addition to that, industrialisation and collectivisation brought with them the quan-
titative and qualitative changes in the technological infrastructure of collective and
Soviet farms: broadly used in agricultural works were tractors, tractor-driven com-
bine harvesters, load-carrying vehicles, thrashing, mowing, fanning, picking, and
other complex machines, which made labour of collective farmers much easier.

Large-scale social and economic transformations took place in Tatarstan in the
course of the forced industrialisation and collectivisation, which contributed not
only to the strengthening of defence capabilities of the country, but also provided
a solid ground for further economic, scientific, social, and cultural development
of the republic.

Cultural Building

The social and cultural revolution that took place in the period of industrialisation
and collectivisation led to the drastic change in the system of public education of
Tatarstan. The growth of the cultural and educational level of the population owes
much to the introduction in the republic of the universal primary education in the
school year 1930/31 and of the compulsory seven-year education in the school
year 1936/37. Created at an accelerated pace was the network of higher and sec-
ondary vocational technical education. In the early 1930s, 5 new institutes of high-
er education were established in Tatarstan (aviation, of chemical technology, of
finance and economics, for training of engineers for communal construction, and
the medical ones), as well as 17 secondary educational institutions with focus on
technical and 6 on agricultural subjects, as well as numerous courses of education
at plants and factories. By mid-1930s, the republic has developed an integrated
system of general and pedagogical education in the Tatar language.

Simultaneously with the formation of the state system of education, the new sci-
entific institutions were opened: the Tatar Research and Development Institute for
Economics (1930), the Tatar Research and Development Institute for Language,
Literature, and History under Council of Peoples’ Commissars of the Tatar ASSR
(1939), and so on. The number of scientific workers increased 2-fold (from 650 in
1926 up to 1 300 in 1940). However, the adequate development of scientific re-
search, especially in the field of humanities, was hampered by Party/ideological
restrictions. In the 1930s, scaled down were research works related to regional
history and the Tatar studies. Closed were the Society for Archaeology, History,
and Ethnography, the House of the Tatar Culture, the Society for the Study of Ta-
tarstan, and so on; over 50 scientists were politically repressed.

The rise of the musical public life of Tatarstan was supported by the rapid growth
of cinematography and radio-broadcasting (at the end of the 1930s, the republic
had 337 cinema projectors, 59 300 wired radio outlets), as well as by the creation
of the Ensemble of Singing and Dancing (1937), the opening of the Tatar Philhar-
monic Society (1937), the Tatar Theatre of Opera and Ballet (1938), the House
of Folk Art (1939). The formation of the Tatar professional music was connected
with the art of S. Saidashev — the first Tatar professional composer, whose mu-
sic gained recognition of the entire Tatar nation. A great role in the development
of the Tatar professional art of music was played by his music for the plays writ-
ten by K. Tinchurin: “Blue Shawl”, “Mercenary”, “Motherland”, and so on. The
achievements of the Tatar musical and stage art include the first national operas:
“Saniya” and “Eshche” by S. Gabashi, G. Aimukhamedov and V. Vinogradov; bal-
let “Shurale” by F. Yarullin; opera “Altynchech” by N. Zhiganov, and a musical
comedy “Shoes” by J. Faizi.

Created in the towns of the republic was a network
of travelling theatres for rural citizens, as well as
the Youth Theatre and the Puppet Theatre with
Russian and Tatar companies, which were opened
under the Central Club of Pioneers. In 1939, the
Tatar Branch of the All-Russian Theatre Society
was established. In 1940, the House of Actor was
opened. The leading theatres of Tatarstan still
were the Tatar Academic Theatre and the Kazan
Russian Bolshoi Drama Theatre, the repertoire of
which included a large number of plays created by
playwrights and writers who were illustrating the
Soviet everyday life.

In the 1920s and 1930s, Tatarstan achieved great success in the economy, sci-
ence, education, and culture. The republic created a well-developed network of
production and technical, scientific, educational and pedagogical, and cultural
and enlightenment institutions. The intensive involvement of local ethnic person-
nel in the work of offices of state and public institutions and the large-scale im-
plementation of the Tatar language in the republic contributed to the formation of
a considerable layer of the Tatar administrative personnel in the administrative
structures of the central and district bodies of power in Tatarstan.

These achievements enabled the Tatar leadership to come back to the issue of up-
grading the political and economic status of the Tatar Republic. In the second half
of the 1930s, during the discussion of the draft new Constitution of the USSR, there
was once again raised the question on the state status of the TASSR, and a draft
decision of the Central Committee of VCP(b) on the possibility of providing the re-
public with the status of the union republic was developed. But the draft document
was rejected by Joseph Stalin, who stated at the Eighth Congress of Councils of
the USSR on 25 November 1936, that “the Bashkir or the Tatar Republics could
not be transferred into the category of the Union Republics because they were
surrounded by the Soviet republics or regions and could not leave the USSR”. In
1937, the first Constitution of the TASSR was adopted, just like the first coat of
arms and the flag of the republic. Besides, the first composition of the Supreme

Council of the TASSR and its first Presidium were elected. The Presidium was
headed by A. M. Davletyarov. His authorities included the most important issues
of social and political, social and economic, and cultural life of the republic.

However, as a result of the targeted policy of the Stalin’s leadership that was
aimed at centralisation of power and at restricting the liberal democratic free-
domes, the civil rights, which were declared to be granted to the Soviet society by
Constitutions of the USSR of 1936 and of the TASSR of 1937, turned into a mere
formality. In 1937 — 1938, the political repressions reached its peak in Tatarstan.
The so-called “big terror” became one of the most tragic and dramatic periods
in life of the peoples inhabiting the republic. The fabricated political cases on
belonging to bourgeois-nationalistic, Sultan-Galiev’s, Trotsky’s, Bukharin’s, and
other organisations, as well as the cases that were based on false accusations
of “sabotage”, “treason against the State” were used to kill or place into the
system of GULAG thousands of notable representatives of the political, military,
scientific, and creative elite of the Tatar and other peoples of Tatarstan.

In the 1920s and 1930s, the Tatar Republic was actively pursuing the policy
of the “Militant Communism”, which was aimed at the total eradication of reli-
gions and the propagation of atheism. In 1929 — 1939, the large-scale anti-reli-
gious campaign took place in the republic, as a result of which only 5 functioning
mosques remained out of 1 200 (1920) by the year 1940, and only 2 functioning
churches remained out of 650 Orthodox temples. The same fate befell 50 Old
Believers communities, a synagogue, the catholic and the Lutheran churches.
Besides, forcedly closed were religious educational institutions: all of 600 mak-
tabs (with 30 000 students in 1926) were closed. Thousands of clergy men
of different religions became victims of political repressions of those years.

Transfer of National Economy to Wartime Mode

From the first days of the Great Patriotic War the republic became a most im-
portant rear base of the Red Army. Evacuated to Tatarstan were over 70 facto-
ries and plants, 33 R&D institutes of the Academy of Sciences of the USSR, the
People’s Commissariat for Finance of the USSR, the State Bank, and a number
of other departments with personnel and members of their families (more than
226 000 people, including 15 000 orphaned children). Deployed in the republic
were over 80 evacuation hospitals, in which 334 000 wounded warriors under-
went a course of treatment. Of this number, 207 000 returned to the ranks.

From the first months of the war many industrial enterprises of Tatarstan switched
to fulfilment of military orders: the Kazan Cinefilm Factory No. 8 named after
V. V. Kuibyshev mastered the production of the new kinds of film for high alti-
tude photography; the plants for production of synthetic leather, typewriters, auto

garage equipment switched to production of mines, shells, and flash bombs; the
factories that were engaged in production of fur, felt, and knitwear products mas-
tered the production of military uniform clothing. The frontline army men highly
valued the short sheepskin coats, winter fur caps, high fur boots, and felt boots
made in Tatarstan. From July 1941, the evacuated plants and factories began
arriving in Kazan from the western and central regions of the country, including
the largest one in their sectors of industry, such as the Moscow Aircraft Plant
named after S.P. Gorbunov, the Leningrad Aircraft Plant No. 387, the Gomel
Shoe Factory “Trud”, and the Second Moscow Watch Factory. To a great de-
gree it was owing to the industrial base that was available in the republic, that
the enterprises, which were evacuated to the republic, were put into operation
in just several weeks or months. For example, it took only two months for the
Aircraft Plant named after S. P. Gorbunov to put into operation the equipment

The Leningrad Aircraft Plant No. 387
mastered the manufacture of U-2 airplanes (from 1944, Po-2) in just two weeks.

During the years of war, Po-2, known as the heavenly slug, that was manufac-
tured in Kazan, became a legendary frontline aircraft (the German command of-
fered a reward of 5 000 Deutschemarks to everyone, who would be able to shoot
down the plane). By 1945, the manufacture of combat planes grew at the plant
3.5 times: from 100 up to 350 units a month. All in all, for the years of war, the
Plant No. 387 sent to the front 11 553 planes, for which fact the personnel of the
plant was awarded in 1945 the Order of the Red Banner of Labour.

In addition to that, during the years of war, Kazan was also manufacturing
a unique long-range heavy bomber — Pe-8 — known as the “flying fortress”. Its
combat load was 6 tonnes, its range exceeded 2 000 km., and its operating alti-
tude was 9.3 km. In 1943, for the first time in the USSR, the combat weaponry of
the plane was supplemented with the bomb weighing 5 tonnes (which took place
earlier than in the USA and in the Great Britain). This plane was used in May of
1942 by the Soviet delegation headed by People’s Commissar for Foreign Affairs
V. M. Molotov to fly, over the occupied European countries, first to the Great Brit-
ain to hold talks with the allies and then to the USA to meet with US President
Roosevelt, after which the delegation safely returned to Moscow. The Kazan
plant manufactured 79 Pe-8 planes over the years of war.

During the war, industrial enterprises of the republic supplied to the front over
600 types of weapons, munitions, and uniforms to the total amount of 13 bil-
lion roubles, including Pe-2, Pe-8, and Po-2 bombers, armoured boats, land-
ing launches, mounted machine guns, mines, grenades, propellant powder
for small-, artillery-, and rockets weapons, binoculars, sights, periscopes, and
navigators, films for aerial photography and X-ray films, medications, para-
chutes, skis, uniform, footwear, and underwear. During the war, the gross in-
dustrial output grew 2.2 times, including the 6.8 times growth achieved in me-
chanical engineering.

The evacuated enterprises provided the basis for the formation in the republic
of the aircraft-building, engine-manufacturing, watch-making, meat-canning, med-
ical instruments, knitwear, and cotton industries. Twenty two new enterprises
were built, including the plant for production of industrial rubber goods, a petro-
leum oil plant, mechanical and ball-bearing repair plants that were built in Kazan,
a meat-processing combine, a textile, shoemaking and milling plants, a canning
plant, and power stations that were built in Yelabuga and Urussu. The new — oil —
industry emerged (1943). The achievements of the republic’s industry became the
result of the self-denying labour of workers and engineers in the name of Victory
over enemy. All in all, 4 200 people were awarded different orders and medals.

Village During the Wartime

The war made seriously more difficult the lives of the rural population: over a half
of healthy, able-bodied men went to the front as volunteers; a considerable por-
tion of motor vehicles and tractors were mobilised for the needs of the Red Army,
just like tens of thousands of working horses. What is more, the areas under
crops were reduced by more than 1 million hectares, including such used for
growing wheat, which were reduced 2 times. Over three years (1942 — 1945), the
annual yield of grain crops reduced 2.5 times. The stock of cows, sheep, goats,
and pigs over these years reduced, in average, 1.8 times, and the stock of hors-
es reduced more than 2 times.

But, despite these circumstances, over the years of war, the village workers of the
TASSR supplied to the state 2 363 000 tonnes of grain, over 600 000 tonnes of po-
tato and vegetables, some 325 000 tonnes of animal products, 200 million litres of
milk, over 500 000 poods of wool, tens of thousands of poods of butter, honey, pork
fat, 11 million poods of hay, and other products. All this became possible as a re-
sult of extraordinary efforts and sacrifice. The load per one able-bodied collective
farmer grew 3 times.

At the same time, a considerable reduction of wages took place: in 1943, the collec-
tive farmers were given, in average, 0.4 kg of bread for one labour day (in 1940, in
average, 1.4 kg). The introduction, in 1942, of the war tax and the increased amounts
of supplies in kind worsened the material standing and food situation of the rural pop-
ulation even more. This became the reason for different epidemics, the worst of which
was the septic angina, which struck a significant portion of rural areas of Tatarstan in
1944 and caused death of tens of thousands of people.

National Support to the Front

Citizens of the republic took an active part in provision of support to the
front. One month after the war began they supported the initiative of Moscow
citizens to establish a Defence Fund. By the end of 1941, the working people
of Tatarstan contributed to the Defence Fund of the country 16.2 million
roubles, 26 kg of silver and 800 g of gold. Collected for the frontliners were
10 000 short fur coats, 25 500 pairs of felt boots, over 30 000 pairs of warm
underwear, and 46 000 winter fur caps. By the end of 1943, the total amount of
voluntary contributions to the Fund made up 51 million. Wide spread among the
population of Tatarstan became the movement for collection of warm clothes and
underwear for the Red Army: all in all over the years of war collected were more
than 10 million items of warm clothes. In the beginning of the war, a movement
emerged in the republic for collection of funds for the building of combat
equipment. The railroad workers of the Kazan Railways contributed their own
funds for the manufacture of “Kyzyl Tatarstan®, “Chapayev”, and “Kuibyshev”

armoured trains, and staffed them with workers of the enterprise. Citizens of
Zelenodolsk contributed funds for the manufacture of two fully armed armoured
ships. The funds collected by citizens of the republic were used to build tank
columns named “Young Communist of Tataria”, “Collective Farmer of Tataria”,
and “The Red Tataria”, as well as bombers for the aircraft squadron named
“Soviet Tatarstan” that fought on the front being a part of the 202nd Middle Don
Bomber Air Division. In September of 1942, 6 light bombers were handed over to
pilots of the 930th Transylvanian Order of the Red Banner Aviation Regiment. All
in all, over the years of the war, the regiment received from Kazan 48 planes that
were built with the money collected from the youth. The total amount collected for
the manufacture of different combat equipment was 380 million roubles.

The sending of parcels to the front became a wide-spread form of supporting
the frontliners. Sent by the new (1942) year to the active army were parcels
to the total amount of 500 000 roubles. In 1942 — 1944, sent to the front were
various presents to the total amount of 10.6 million roubles. The population
transferred 38.2 million roubles to the current account of the republic’s
commission for purchase of presents.

The self-denying and selfless assistance rendered to the front by homefront
workers not only contributed to the improvement of the morale and the heroic
spirit of soldiers of the Red Army, but also welded the population of the republic
into the imperishable whole, having shown that everyone was able of making
his own contribution to the victory over the enemy.

Formation of Military Elements

During the war, the Tatar Republic became one of the training centres engaged in train-
ing of military reserves for the Red Army. In 1941 — 1945, 186 000 people were trained
by Vsevobuch (Universal Military Training); sport organisations trained 250 000 ski-
ers, close-in combat fighters, and swimmers; trained at the courses organised by
OSOAVIAKhIM (Union of Societies of Assistance to Defence and Aviation-Chemi-
cal Construction) were 163 655 expert gunners and over 1900 specialists in air and
chemical defence. The Red Cross and Red Crescent Society trained 6 590 nurses and
members of medical detachments; 943 000 people were trained under programmes
named “Ready for Sanitary Defence” and “Be Ready for Sanitary Defence”. Aimost
entire population of Tatarstan was involved in different forms of military training.

During the years of war, formed in the territory of Tatarstan were 7 rifle divisions
(including the 18th and the 86th divisions that were formed in the pre-war period),
a tank brigade, an anti-aircraft artillery regiment, and other military units that made
a considerable contribution to the victory over the enemy. Among them: the 334th
Vitebsk Red Banner and Order of Suvorov Rifle Division that was formed in the
TASSR in August-October 1941, which took part in the battle of Moscow, in bat-
tles for liberation of Byelorussia, Lithuania and Latvia, as well as in battles in the
territory of East Prussia; the 69th Zvenigorod Red Banner Guards Rifle Division
that was formed in the TASSR in March-June 1942 as the 120th Rifle Division,
which took part in the battles of Stalingrad and Kursk, in the Korsun-Chevchen-
ko and Jassy-Kishinev offensive operations, in battles for liberation of Romania,
Hungary, and Austria; the 352nd Orsha Red Banner and Order of Suvorov Rifle
Division that was formed in Bugulma in August-November 1941, which took part in
the battle of Moscow, in battles for liberation of Smolensk Region and Byelorussia,
in the destruction of German forces in the territory of Poland, East Prussia, and
Czechoslovakia; the 146th Ostrov Red Banner and Oder of Suvorov Rifle Division
that was formed at the end of 1941 and early 1942 in Kazan, which took part in the

Feats of Arms of Natives of Tatarstan

Over the years of war, sent by the republic to the ranks of the active army were some 700 000 people,
of which some 350 000 were killed. Natives of Tatarstan showed thousands of examples of martial prowess.
Over 100 000 natives of Tatarstan were awarded the orders and medals for heroism and self-defiance
displayed on the fronts of the Great Patriotic War. Over 225 people were awarded the highest title of the
Hero of the Soviet Union, 50 people became Full Cavaliers of the Order of Glory. The awardees included
the following natives of Tatarstan: Heroes of the Soviet Union — Major P. M. Gavrilov, hero of defence
of the Brest Fortress, G. Gafiyatullin, who covered the firing port of the enemy’s permanent fire position
with his body, M. P. Devyatayev, who escaped the German concentration camp on a stolen Heinkel-111
bomber, M. Jalil, a thought leader and an active participant of the Tatar anti-fascist underground movement
in German concentration camps, Major General G. Safiullin, participant of the Battle of Stalingrad and
numerous offensive operations, N. G. Stolyarov, a pilot, navigator of attack aviation (awarded two times),
M. Syrtlanova, a brave pilot who flew Po-2 plane, G. R. Pavlov, a heroic fighter pilot (later Lieutenant General
of Aviation), who took 507 combat flights by March 1945 and who personally shot down 17 enemy planes

Labour Feats in the Home Front

The mass mobilisation of a considerable part of male population to the front aggra-
vated the personnel problem in industry, agriculture, and in transport. To solve this
problem, a number of urgent measures were taken: the seven-day working week
was introduced, vacations were abolished, labour conscription was introduced,
which was soon substituted by labour mobilisation with consequences in the form
of punishment under criminal law for being late for work or for voluntary leaving the
workplace. In addition to that, the population of the republic was forcedly involved
in wood harvesting, clearing of territories for construction sites, construction of the
Kazan — Bugulma railroad, and in doing other types of works. In the period from
October 1941 to February 1942, over 110 000 people took part in the construction
of defensive belts in the territory of the republic — the so-called Kazan perimeter,
which extended for 331 km. The daily work quota per one person was 2 cubic me-
tres. Many of the mobilised people got ill or died because of bad material and liv-

ing conditions, hypothermia and infections, some died later because of acquired
diseases.

Widely spread at enterprises became various forms of Socialist competitions,
movements of workers operating a number of machines simultaneously, of innova-
tors, and inventors. Known to the entire republic were the names of N. Khabibulli-
na, the initiator of the movement of two-hundred per cent performers, the yuft cutter
of “Spartak”, the Kazan Footwear Combine, of M. Romanova and A. Bulayeva, the
initiators of the movement of three-hundred per cent performers, who worked at an
artel named after the 20th Anniversary of Tataria, of M. Yusupova, the initiator of
the movement of five-hundred per cent performers from “Svetoch” Confectionary
Factory, as well as the names of F. Abdrakhmanov, S. Khidiyatullin, and A. Biryu-
kov, the initiators of the movement of thousand per cent performers, who worked
in the workshops of mechanical engineering plants. By the end of the war, working
at the plants and factories of the republic were some 50 000 Stakhanov’s followers.

Science to the Front

Overtheyears of war Tatarstan turnedinto one of the leading research and development
centres of the USSR. One third of scientific forces of the Academy of Sciences of
the USSR led by its Presidium (1 884 scientific workers) were accommodated in
Kazan. The high scientific potential of the republic made it possible for the evacuated
scientists to commence the fundamental and applied scientific research work within
the shortest time possible. It was in Kazan, where they were developing the newest
systems of military machines, weapons, and ammunition, including the nuclear ones
(I. V. Kurchatov, A. P. Alexandrov, and so on), the new types of war planes and jet
engines (V. P. Glushko, S. P. Korolev, V. M. Petlyakov, A. N. Tupolev, and so on).

Also important was the contribution made by scientists of Tatarstan: A.Y. Arbuzov
developed the substances that played a significant role for the production of
optical instruments; B. A. Arbuzov was working for increasing the frost resistance
of synthetic rubber; N. A. Livanov developed the technology for production of food
protein and vitamins; S. N. Ushakov developed new types of plastics for defence
industry; G. K. Kamay developed the new types of catgut.

The research carried out by A. V. Vishnevsky, V. A. Gusynin, B. L. Mazur, A. N. Murzin,
I. 1. Rusetsky, N.V.Sokolov, L.I. Shulutko, and other scientists helped ensure the
efficient treatment of the wounded.

In 1944, Y. K. Zavoisky, while working at Kazan University, made a discovery of global
scale: he discovered the phenomenon of electron paramagnetic resonance.

The opening of the Kazan Branch of the Academy of Sciences of the USSR in April of
1945 became a sign of recognition of the contribution made by scientists to defence
of their Motherland.

Over the period of war, the composers of the republic created 108 musical works,
72 of which were dedicated to military theme. The music created by S. Saida-
shev, N. Zhiganov, M. Muzafarov, A. Klyucharev, Z.Khabibullin was calling for
fighting the enemy. The theme of war was central in such operas as “lldar” by
N. Zhiganov and “Farida” by M. Yudin.

The heroic and patriotic spirit permeated the paintings crated by such artists as
G. V. Zhitkov, G. P. Katkov, I. I. Knyazkov, I. A. Novoselov, and so on. Of 46 members
of the Union of Artists of the TASSR 22 went to the front, and 14 of them were killed.

The repertoire of the theatres were supplemented by plays dedicated to war:
“Russian people” by K. Simonov, “The Front” by A. Korneychuck, “Maryam” by
N.Isanbet, “The Return” by R.Ishmurat, “Minnikamal” by M. Amir, and so on.
Formed during the years of war, 18 frontline concert and theatre brigades visited
11 fronts and gave some 2 000 concerts and performances.

S. Marshak, B.Pasternak, K.Paustovsky, M. Petrovykh, A.Surkov, A. Tar-
kovsky, K. Trenev, A. Fadeyev, K. Fedin, M. Tsvetayeva, and so on; A. Tvardo-
vsky came from the frontline two times to visit his family in Chistopol — in win-
ter of 1941 and in spring of 1943. While in Chistopol, he continued the work
on his poem “Vasili Tyorkin”. While in evacuation, B. Pasternak was mainly
occupied with the translation work: he translated the tragedies by W. Shake-
speare “Antony and Cleopatra”, “Romeo and Juliet”, but also wrote the vers-
es which were included to the collection titled “On Early Trains”, including
the verse “In Memory of Marina Tsvetayeva”. It was in Chistopol where he
conceived his novel “Doctor Zhivago” (for which he would later be awarded
the Nobel Prize). A. Tarkovsky created a cycle titled “The Chistopol Note-
book”, which included 7 verses. M. Isakovsky wrote several tens of verses,
many of which were put to music and became the well-known songs: “Oh, My
Fogs”, “In the Frontier Forest”, “The Little Flame”, “A Red Army Man is Buried
Here”, and so on.

Social and Political Life

During the initial period of the war there took place a certain easement of political
dictate in the field of social and religious life. Broadly supported was the study
of the heroic eposes of peoples, of history of the past patriotic wars and revolts.
While seeking the heroic-romantic motifs, the representatives of the Tatar cre-
ative intelligentsia reverted to the mediaeval Turkic-Tatar history, in which Emir
Idegey was the brightest figure. He heroically fought the domestic and external
enemies for the preservation and unification of the Golden Horde. The theme
and the idea of the work best corresponded to the situation, creating the paral-
lels and consonants with the psychological state of the Soviet people that was
fighting for the preservation of the country and for its future. Besides, the creative
searches and findings of the Tatar writers and historians have, actually, led them
very close to necessity of writing an objective history of the Tatar people in the
context of history of the other peoples.

During the war, the attitude towards religious organisations on the part of author-
ities also became more tolerant and loyal: in 1944 — 1948, 20 mosques resumed
their work in Tatarstan, as well as 18 Orthodox communities, 2 Old Believers,
1 Judaic, and 2 Protestant communities. At the same time, the work of clergy-
men was legalised at the local level, their major function being the provision of
moral support to widows and orphans as victims of the war, delivering sermons,
which were either convicting the enemies/invaders or praising the heroism and
prowess of warriors and wisdom of the Soviet leaders, and participation in the
collection of funds to various foundations.

The tolerance of the Stalin’s leadership to the attempts of writing the “unre-
touched” ethnic history during the first years of the war turned, at its final stage,
into deportation of a number of Muslim Turkic peoples of the North Caucasus

and the Crimea. During the next-to-last year of the war, also stronger became
the ideological pressure on the leadership of the Tatar ASSR. On 9 August 1944,
a special resolution of the central Committee of VCP(b) was adopted “On the
State and Measures for Improvement of Mass-Political and Ideological Work at
the Tatar Party Organisation”, in which the Tatar intellectual creative elite was
accused of glorifying the mediaeval patriarchal feudal principles and of glorifying
Idegey as a hero, who was a representative of the Golden Horde. The Resolution
inflicted a huge harm to the Tatar historiography, literature, and dramaturgy.

The Long-awaited Victory

The day of the 9th of May of 1945 became the culmination point in the history of
the great Victory of peoples of the Soviet Union over fascism. Having heard the
news on the end of war and Victory over the enemy, thousands of citizens of Ta-
tarstan went out into the streets of towns and villages to personally listen to the
words read by Yury Levitan, which they all waited for four scary years of the war.
The end of war meant not only that the heavy struggle for survival has come to
an end, but also that those who survived in the fierce battles would soon return
home. Even though many lost their relatives, close ones, and friends, that day
will always be remembered by citizens of Tatarstan as the brightest and touching
moment of their lives.

Difficulties of Transfer to Peaceful Life

The recovery of the economy of Tatarstan was taking place under difficult
conditions. During the years of war, the republic lost considerable material
and labour resources. Many non-defensive industrial enterprises, commercial
institutions, collective and Soviet farms were in the state of recession. The
military losses of Tatarstan totalled over 350 000 people; many citizens of the
republic returned from the front with dreadful injuries (nearly 50 000 people). The
large human losses were also recorded in the home front. Tatarstan managed
to restore the pre-war numbers of people living in Tatarstan as late as in the
early 1960s. Thousands of citizens of Tatarstan lost their relatives, husbands,
and parents. The consequences of the war for the economy of the republic were
catastrophic: it lost some 30% of the gross national income.

At the end of May of 1945, based on the Resolution of the State Committee
for Defence, a number of enterprises of Tatarstan, which were working for the
defence, were reconstructed for the production of consumer goods. One of the first
results of the post-war conversion at the Zelenodolsk Plant n.a. Sergo became the
production of aluminium and copper ware, primus heaters, blades for cultivators
(1946), assorting engines (1947), and sowing machines (1949 — 1950).

In 1946, the new structural reform of the republic’s industry was started in order to
accelerate the development of the basic sectors of the heavy industry. The plans
included the expansion of the aircraft-, engine-, and ship-building base in Tatarstan.
Considerable amounts of money, material and labour resources were allocated for
these industries. The maximum possible use of achievements of scientific and

technical progress was one of the conditions for the development of sectors of the
heavy and defence industries.

An important role in the increasing of the gross regional product of Tatarstan was
played by the evacuated enterprises. They provided the basis for the emergence, by
the end of war, of such technologically advanced sectors of the heavy industry as
aircraft-, engine-building, medical instruments, optical and mechanical, and watch
industries. As a result, the republic turned into a large industrial region of the country.
Over the first post-war years, there were laid down the fundamentals of instrument-
making and radio-electronic industries. At the same time, special attention was paid
to the development of the military industrial complex. In the year 1950, the industrial
production volume grew 3.5 times compared to 1940.

The start of commercial extraction of crude oil during the war period determined the
subsequent development of the regional industry of Tatarstan: the development
of new oilfields, expansion of the oil-extraction and petrochemical industries. The
first large oilfields, the development of which started in the years of war, included
the Bavlinskoye and the Romashkinskoye. By the year 1950, oil extraction in
Tatarstan achieved such impressive numbers (866 500 tonnes), that an All-Union
Oil Production Association, Tatneft, was established in the republic. The enterprise
was headed by A.T.Shmaryov, an oil geologist. In the 1950s, a powerful oil-
and-gas-extracting and oil-processing complex began to shape up in Tatarstan
(Tatneft, Leninogorskneftestroy, Minnibayevo Gas Processing Plant, and so on).

On 7 July 1951, the Kazan Compressor Plant unveiled its first products. The
direct manufacturers of the first Kazan-made compressor included shop manager
A.Krysin, turners N.Kaulis, B. Shakhmayev, metal worker N.Salamatov, and
other specialists of the enterprise. Later, the plant mastered the manufacture
of highly efficient centrifugal compressors and industrial high-capacity cooling
machines. The opening of the new, modern enterprise — Teplocontrol — became
a notable event for Tatarstan. On 13 October 1952, the plant manufactured its
first products. The instruments produced by the enterprise were in demand not
only in the USSR, but also abroad. In the year 1956 alone, the plant exported
18 580 instruments to the amount of 4.5 million roubles.

The work for the recovery and demilitarisation of the local industry were mainly
completed in 1947. By the early 1950s, the level of industrial production exceeded
the pre-war one. However, the priority-driven development of the heavy industry
that relied on the working assets of the light and food industries resulted in further
deformation of the structure of industrial production towards the increase of
military industrial production.

Agriculture in the Post-war Period

The war had a significant adverse effect on the condition of agriculture in Tatarstan.
Over the years of war, the areas under grain crops decreased in the collective
farms by 39.9 % (by 655 000 hectares), under technical crops — by 35.2 %, under
potato — by 8.1 %; the stock of horses — by 20.3 %, pigs — by 44.1 %, sheep and
goats — by 34.5 %. The automotive, tractor, and technical fleet of machine-and-
tractor stations grew obsolete. The number of able-bodied population reduced by
a third, as a result of which many agricultural works were done with a considerable
delay, which led to decrease in the yield.

Agriculture was extremely weakened. In 1945, its gross product made up just
60 % of the pre-war level. The first post-war five years was very unfavourable from
the point of view of natural conditions. In 1946, many of the districts of Tatarstan
were struck by severe draught; the crop proved to be two-times less than during
the pre-war years, which entailed the mass famine in the rural areas. Also dry
were the years of 1948 and 1949. Village, with its poor material and technical
base, had little to offer to resist the natural calamities.

In the post-war years, certain measures were taken to improve the living conditions
of the population. The prices for mass consumer goods were lowered several
times. At the same time, the state continued maintaining the unequal commodity
turnover between cities and villages pursuing the relevant price policy. In 1947, the
card-based system of distribution of food products was abolished, and a monetary
reform was carried out. The new banknotes were put into circulation. The old
money was exchanged at the rate of 10:1.

At the turn of the 1940s and 1950s, the small collective farms were merged into
larger enterprises. Over several years, their number was reduced more than

2 times. The merger of collective farms had an adverse effect on the fates
of small villages. Their population, having lost their local productions, had to
move to the other, larger rural settlements and to towns. As a result, many small
villages became deserted and disappeared forever with time.

By the year 1950, many of the consequences of war in agriculture were mainly
overcome; the material and technical base of the machine and tractor stations
grew stronger; the level of mechanisation of agricultural works in collective and
Soviet farms was improved; the level of electrification in the large, promising
villages grew higher, just like the level of residential, cultural, and public
amenities construction. In 1950, the gross agricultural product of Tatarstan
made up nearly 90% of the pre-war level. The gross crop yield did not exceed
65 million poods. It was almost 2.5 times less than the figure mentioned in
the state plan. Cattle-breeding was living through the hard times. The average
annual milk production was at the level of 1939 and totalled just 800 — 900 kg.

The major problem for the post-war village was the lack of hands. Every year,
several thousands of people had to leave their villages for seasonal works,
namely, for procurement of timber, for peat mining, for recovery of the territories
that suffered from war actions. To fix the remaining population to their villages, the
passport regime was made stricter. This regime became the regulator of social
and economic relations in the republic.

The system of administration of villages that shaped up after the war, the so-
called Stalin’s model, not only did not correspond to the lifestyle of collective
farmers, but also contradicted its existence. Relying on the priority development
of the heavy industry, the government considered village as a source of cheap
grain, raw materials and hands, which hampered considerably the recovery of
agriculture. Village was in the harsh clutches of the economic policy of the Stalin’s

administration. The procurement prices for products of collective and Soviet
farms were much less than the cost of production and did not allow them to be
profitable. The plans were set proceeding from the needs of the state, rather
than from the capabilities of the agricultural producers. The obligatory minimum
number of labour days remained at the level established in 1942. The failure to
comply with the established labour rates collective farmers could be punished
under criminal law or expropriated their household plots of land. In the post-war
years, the value of the labour day was significantly reduced in the collective
farms of Tatarstan compared to the pre-war year of 1940. It comprised only 2.4 %
of the total money income of collective farmers. In addition to the tax in kind, the
peasant households had to pay heavy money tax. Taxes grew almost 5 times,
while plots of land and stock of productive cattle owned by peasants were getting
smaller and smaller every year.

Science, Education, and Culture

A strong impetus was given in the first decade after the war to the development
of the Kazan geometrical, mechanical, algebraic, and astronomical schools.
Fruitfully working in the fields of geometry and mechanics were B.L. Laptev,
N. G. Chetayeyv, Y.G. Odinokov, M.T.Nuzhin, K.M.Mushtari, A.Z.Petrov; in
mathematics—M. |. Aimukhamedov, B. M. Gagayev, G. S. Salekhov;inastronomy —
A.D.Dubyago, D.Y.Martynov, I.A.Dyukov, S.T.Khabibullin; in physics of
paramagnetic resonance — Y. K. Zavoisky, B. M. Kozyrev, S.A. Altshuler; in oil
geology — L. M. Miropolsky, Y. I. Tikhvinskaya, N. N. Neprimerov, V. A. Polyanin,
M. S. Kaviev. Kazan became one of the largest centres for study of higher
algebra, which emerged under the guidance of N.G.Chebotarev (and his
followers; V.V.Morozov, |.D.Ado) and for the study of electrochemical
processes, the relevant centre was headed by S.M.Kochergin. The works
written by N. G. Kochergin were awarded the State Award of the USSR.

About a third of all students were the Tatar young people. By the
beginning of the 1950s, general education schools restored their
regular functioning. They were given back many buildings that had
been taken from them during the war for housing the evacuated
institutions, hospitals, and orphanages. The number of schools
exceeded such of the pre-war period. At the end of the 1940s, the
republic introduced the obligatory study of the Russian language
for seven years. The number of Russian classes was increased at
the Tatar schools.

In the field of culture and art, especially popular were becoming
the works that showed the life of the home front in its close
connection with the front, revealing the perception by people of
the great tragedy, where tested by war were the strength of human
spirit, the resolve, and the deepness of feelings. In 1951, awarded
with the State Award of the USSR were G. Bashirov for his novel
“Honour” and K. Najmi — for his novel “Spring Winds”.

Social and Cultural Life

Of paramount importance for the post-war life of the Tatarstan’s society became
the tough political dictate that was based on the decisions contained in the
Resolution of the central Committee of VCP(b) “On the State and Measures
for Improvement of Mass-Political and Ideological Work at the Tatar Party
Organisation”. One of the consequences of such decisions was the policy of the
centralised regionalism, under which the TASSR was divided, in 1952 — 1953,
into the Bugulma, Kazan, and Chistopol regions (liquidated in April of 1953 after
the death of Stalin).

The Resolution determined for decades the guidelines in the fields of ethnic
policy, education, and culture, closed the roads to the objective study of history
and literature of the Tatar people. The leadership of Tatarstan, having received
the strict instructions, was forced to pursue the tough policy aimed at detection
and suppression of manifestations of nationalism and free-thinking in the
activity of the creative intelligentsia. Intrusion of the great power ideas became
an inseparable part of the ideological campaigns, as well as the targeted
implantation of the theory of the Bulgar origin of the Tatars and rejection of
participation of the Turkic population of the Golden Horde in the ethnogenesis
of the Tatar people (Scientific Session of the Academy of sciences of the USSR,
25— 26 April 1946).

Especially close attention on the part of authorities was paid to the works on the
history and literature of the Tatar people, in particular, such dedicated to the theme
of mediaeval Turkic-Tatar states (Golden Horde, Kazan Khanate, etc.) and to
the Jadidist enlightenment. In 1949, exposed to severe criticism on great power
ethnopolitical reasons was the collection titled “The Origin of the Kazan Tatars”

created by such well-known historians as Academician B. Grekov, A. Smirnov,
N.Kalinin, and Y. Chernyshev. They were accused of insufficient loyalty to the
Marxist-Leninist ideology, of the bourgeois-objectivistic approach to description
of history of the Tatar people, of the revaluation of influence of the Muslim East
and underestimation of influence of the Rus on the ethnogenesis of the Tatars.
In 1948 and 1952, exposed to devastative criticism was also the Tatar literature
reader for the 8th form of schools. Its authors were accused of bourgeois
objectivism because they included into it the works created by poet G. Kandaliy
and playwright F. Khalidi. At the end of the 1940s, the same fate befell the book of
the opera “Altynchech” by N. Zhiganov, the play “Zhiren Chichen” by N. Isanbet,
the works created by M. Amir, S. Battal, F. Khusni, prohibited for staging were over
two tens performances as such that did not meet the ideological guidelines. As
a result, out of favour were the names and works of the enlighteners, scientists,
and playwrights who were the pride of the Tatar national historiography, literature,
and dramaturgy.

From the end of the 1940s, exposed to severe criticism were also a number of
trends in biology, philosophy, and linguistics. The policy of control over spiritual

life of the society also affected the artistic intelligentsia, required from which was
to show, with as much pathos as possible, the best features and qualities of
people who took part in the recovery of the national economy, as well as the
positive manifestations of the Soviet reality connected with the activity of the
Communist leaders.

Destabilising influence on the Tatar society was also caused by the post-war
political legal processes. Thousands of people were sentenced to imprisonment
or exile. Such were the fates of P.M. Gavrilov, the legendary defender of
the Brest Fortress, M. P. Devyatayev, the fearless pilot, A. G. Utyashey, the
heroic participant of the French Resistance. Repressions also affected the
intelligentsia. The standard guilty verdicts for their imprisonment were anti-
Sovietism and nationalism. In 1946 — 1953, arrested in Tatarstan under political
reasons were 1368 people, of which convicted were 1 115. Suspiciousness
and distrust enveloped not only the former prisoners of war but also those who
proved to be in the occupied territories in the years of war. Almost the entire
multi-national society of Tatarstan found itself in the net of fear.

The Power and Society at the Thaw Period

The social and political life of the Tatarstan’s society during the “Khrushchev’s
decade” had a contradictory nature. The started processes of de-Stalinisation
and democratisation of the Soviet society revived the civil society of the country.
At the same time, the very processes of democratisation had quite distinct
limits that were determined by the Party guidelines. The denunciation of the
Stalin’s personality cult at the 20th Congress of the CPSU gave the process
of democratisation a new direction: there began the correction of the “offences
against the Socialist laws”, and the process of rehabilitation acquired a completely
new scale. Thousands of political convicts, sentenced under cases fabricated by
NKVD bodies, got liberty. The process of rehabilitation affected thousands of
citizens of Tatarstan. Rehabilitated posthumously were such notable personalities
of the Tatar literature and culture as G. Ibragimov, K. Tinchurin, and S. Usmanov.

GULAG system and who returned to literary creative work were K. Tufan, |. Salakhov,
G. Tavlin, S. Rafikov, A. Gilyazov, Y. Ginzburg, and V. Aksyonov (who later became
world famous and won prestigious international awards in the field of literature). Of
great importance for the growth of national self-consciousness of the Tatar people
was also the withdrawal, in 1953, of accusations of treason from poet M. Jalil and
his companions in joint underground activity. In 1956, he was awarded the title of the
Hero of Soviet Union (posthumously), and the cycle of verses that he wrote in Moabit
prison in Berlin (the Moabit Notebook) was awarded the Lenin’s Award.

The visit of the Head of State N.S.Kkrushchev on 9-10 August 1964 became
a significant event for Tatarstan. It was the first visit of a leader of such rank to the
republic. He visited Kazan, Bugulma, the workers’ settlements Karabash, Aktyuba,
and Aznakayevo, and the village of Tumutuk (in the “Avangard” Collective Farm);
inspected the situation in the oil industry in the south-east part of the republic, as well as
in the agrarian sector. Under the
instruction of N. S. Khrushchey,
the Chelyabinsk Tractor Plant
supplied to “Tatburneft” Trust
5 powerful tractors, “D-4007
and “Avangard” Collective farm
received from Ukraine 3 tonnes
of seeds of pedigree winter
wheat, “Mironovskaya-808”
(in 1965, these seeds yield
a harvest of 48 tonnes of wheat
on the area of 15 hectares
(32 centres per hectare).

The move, in 1947, of one of the best jazz orchestras headed by Oleg Lundstrem
from Shanghai to the republic became a big event in the musical life of Tatarstan.
From 1953, Oleg Lundstrem became the head of the musical department of
the Kazan Bolshoi Drama Theatre n. a. V. |. Kachalov. The first phonorecords of
the orchestra of the Kazan period appeared after the death of Stalin. In 1955,
the orchestra prepared a jazz programme, and musicians gave 11 concerts
in Kazan. Performances by the jazz orchestra were a tremendous success.
In 1956, the orchestra moved to Moscow; in 1957, the orchestra headed by
Lundstrem presented successfully a jazz composition at the World Festival of
Youth and Students in Moscow. The jazz arrangements of the Tatar melodies by
Lundstrem are still recognised as among the best.

In the period of the “Thaw”, certain steps were taken under the slogan
of “development of the Socialist Democracy” for the involvement of the
broad public in the administration of the state through the expansion of
rights of the councils (Soviets), labour unions, and other organisations.
In Tatarstan, established as part of the work under the mentioned slogan
were various public organisations in industries, at place of residence, in
the Soviet executive bodies. Numerous house-, street-, and women’s
committees, volunteer public order patrols, and public formations at
enterprises, in collective and Soviet farms were to contribute to the
gradual establishment of the Communist relations in the society. However,
democratisation of social and political relations was formal, since none of
the public formations could exist and act without the approval of political
structures. All attempts to create the truly independent organisations, out
of the Party and Komsomol control, were violently suppressed.

The inconsistency and halfness of the democratic course of the authorities
could also be seen in their attitude towards religion. The atheistic
propaganda was intensified during the period of the “Thaw”. Apart from
the ideological struggle with religion, the Tatarstan’s authorities introduced
a ban on the opening of new mosques and churches, and public holding
of religious events. The intensification of the antireligious campaigns in
Tatarstan led to the closing of those few religious institutions that were
opened during the years of the Great Patriotic War with permission of
authorities. The major portion of believers had to hide their religiousness
and satisfy their religious needs, even though they were confined to
minimum, at home. Such were limited to the rituals of nikah, naming, and
funeral/wake rituals.

Industry in the Context of Scientific
and Technical Revolution

The development of the industry in the period of the “Thaw” was taking place
mainly in the form of the new industrial construction, first of all, of high technology
enterprises in the heavy industry connected with the defence/military complex.
Great attention was paid to such sectors of the heavy industry as mechanical
engineering and metal-working, in which the advanced technical achievements
were being introduced. Created at enterprises of the military-industrial complex
were the workshops and design bureaus that were fitted with modern equip-
ment. They designed and manufactured unique products, mainly for defensive
purposes. In 1955, the Kazan special design bureau developed special-purpose
radio-measuring devices for radio detecting and ranging stations. Special design

The great role in the enhancement of the military potential of the country was
played by the Kazan Aircraft Building Plant n.a. Gorbunov, which, in 1953, was
the country’s first enterprise to master the manufacture of high-speed Tu-16 jet

bombers. These planes established world records. Besides, the plant also made
a great contribution to the development of civil aviation. Starting from 1956, it
was engaged in large-scale manufacture of the world’s first commercial jet air-
plane, Tu-104. The Zelenodolsk Ship-building Plant n. a. M. Gorky implemented
the most difficult orders from the navy department. The plant included the design
bureau, which was devising the unique developments for the creation of a sys-
tem of anti-submarine defence of the Armed Forces of the USSR.

Growing at a rapid pace was the production of industrial products, especially
of military purpose, at the precise engineering, engine-building, and helicopter
plants, at “Radiopribor” plant, at the plant n.a. Sergo, the plant for production
of breakaway connectors, at the experimental plant of vacuum mechanical
engineering. The enterprises of Tatarstan were the first in the country to develop
and start the manufacture of various types of compressors, pumps, measuring
and optical devices, watches, medical equipment and other goods. In the 1950s,
the Kazan Aircraft-Building Plant No 387 started the manufacture of helicopters,
and the Zelenodolsk Plant n.a. Sergo mastered the large-scale production of “Mir”
household refrigerators.

In the 1950s, actively developing in Tatarstan was the oil-extraction industry. Its
volume grew 36.7 times (from 866 500 tonnes in 1950 up to 31.8 million tonnes
in 1958). The republic became an undoubted leader of the oil extracting industry
in the country (“the second Baku”). Every year it was increasing the production
of the black gold and stood firm as the leader in oil production. In addition to that,
actively built in the republic’s south-eastern oil-producing districts were the tank
farms and oil pipelines that were used to transport oil outside the territory of the
republic. In 1959, there began the construction of the “Druzhba” oil pipeline. All
in all, three lines were built to transport oil to Poland, GDR, Czechoslovakia, and
Hungary.

The establishment in Tatarstan of a large centre of the oil extracting industry
provided the basis for the emergence of the petrochemical industry: there be-

Connected with industrial development
of new territories in the republic were the major changes in the development
of its power engineering sector. In 1963, the first stage of the unique hydraulic
works, the Zainsk hydroelectric power plant, was put into operation, being rated
at 1 200 megawatts).

In 1958 — 1959, the mechanical engineering plants of Kazan implemented over
400 large enterprises aimed at mechanisation and automation of production, in-
troduction of new equipment and advanced technologies. However, many en-
terprises of the food and light industries were operating physically and moral-
ly obsolete equipment, which affected considerably the quality of the finished
products, for which reason in was not in demand with the population.

The negative tendencies of the prevailing development of the industry that was
connected with the military industrial complex became visible at the late 1950s,
which manifested itself in the reduction of a portion of enterprises that were the
republic’s property (from 20 % in 1954 down to 12 % in 1958). Such tendency exis-
ted until the early 1990s.

The Khrushchev’s decade was also marked in Tatarstan by rapid growth of the ur-
ban population (1.5 times higher compared to the country’s average). Also changed
over that period was the pattern of migration of the urban and rural population in
the republic. Especially drastic were the changes in the south-east of Tatarstan,
which became the second industrial centre of the republic with the multi-national
urban population. The new towns, such as Almetyevsk, Leninogorsk, and urban
settlements, such as Aznakayevo, Aktyubinsky, Bavly, Karabash, and so on have
emerged there.

Village Under Reforms

As a result of consistent agrarian reforms of 1953 — 1957 the agriculture of Ta-
tarstan began to gradually find its way out of the depression. The rise in the pro-
curement and purchasing prices for agricultural produce, the growth of mechani-
sation of labour and electrification of village, the writing off of debts and arrears
owed by enterprises with respect to the state, the abolishment of taxes payable
in kind by personal small-holdings of collective farmers and other measures had

The
positive changes in performance of agriculture of the republic became possible,
inter alia, due to the growth of state capital investment in agriculture, which grew
2 times compared to previous five-year period.

which resulted in the growth of the welfare of the rural population. Considerably
higher in the collective and Soviet farms became the power availability per man:
in 1959 — 1965, the tractor park grew by 7 300 units. By 1965, the electrification
of the rural settlements in Tatarstan was completed. Collective farmers began
receiving monthly advance wage payments.

However, by the end of the 1950s the economic measures taken for the recovery
of the agriculture began to be substituted by voluntary methods of administra-
tion. Typically administrative were the campaigns for the total intrusion of corn
and other crops, of certain so-called “advanced” production technologies. The
reorganization of the machine and tractor stations and the sale of expensive ag-
ricultural equipment to collective farms in installments had but the adverse effect
on the economy of the public entities. As a result, the major portion of collective
farms of Tatarstan, having lost their savings that were accumulated in the period
of favourable changes of 1953 — 1957, proved to be on the verge of bankruptcy.
The heaviest blow was struck on the development of cattle-breeding. The ab-
sence of funds did not allow the collective farms to reconstruct the old and build

the new cattle-breeding farms, implement the mechanisation of production pro-
cesses, and acquire the pedigree productive cattle and poultry stock.

What made the condition of the rural population even more was the campaign
aimed at restricting the personal small-holdings of collective, which led not only
to aggravation of the food problem in Tatarstan, but also to the destabilisation
of the social and economic situation in villages and the large scale migration of
the rural population to towns and urban settlements. In the period from 1939 to
1959, the urban population of Tatarstan increased from 600 000 up to 1.2 million,
while the rural population decreased from 2.3 million down to 1.7 million. The in-
tensive migration of the rural population aggravated the personnel problem in the
agrarian sector of Tatarstan. Especially hard in villages was the situation with the
highly qualified personnel (agronomes, veterinaries, zootechnicians, engineers,
and so on).

In the period of the “Thaw”, the agriculture of Tatarstan was disorganised by the
endless reorganisations, periodical consolidations and downsizing of collective
farms, and their transformation into Soviet farms. Many reorganisational mea-
sures were often implemented in a hurry, without taking into account the specific
circumstances. Besides, ignored were the ethnic peculiarities in the settlements.
This often caused discontent of the population and complaints on the part of col-
lective farmers from the Mari, Chuvash, Mordovian, and Udmurt villages, which
found themselves being consolidated into one collective farm with the Tatar or
Russian villages. The major reason for their dissatisfaction was, as a rule, that
the entire administrative, economic, social, and cultural infrastructure was ac-
cumulated in Russian or in Tatar villages. This was how the struggle with the
“non-promising villages” led to the protests in the ethnic villages.

Social Development

The period of the “Thaw” became the time of large-scale social reforms. The
mandatory government loans were abolished, just line all kinds of payments for
education at secondary schools and institutions of higher education. The transfer
of workers and employees for 7 hour working day was completed; the working
days that fell on the days before holidays and before week-ends were made
shorter by 2 hours. In 1956, state pensions were introduced for workers and em-
ployees. In 1964, pensions and subsidies were introduced for members of col-
lective farms. The changes in the agrarian policy helped to somewhat increase
the incomes of collective farmers.

The mass residential construction (the building of the so-called Khrushchev's res-
idential houses) and of social buildings became one of the most important social
achievements of the period of the “Thaw”. In 1957, Tatarstan, following the example
of the central authorities, adopted the uniform standard designs of residential hous-
es, schools, hospitals, kindergartens, clubs, and other buildings. In 19591965,
Tatarstan built over 4 million square metres, which was 2.2 times more than

in 1951—1955. That period became the happy time for many families and town
dwellers, who moved from their multifamily units, residential hotels, and barracks
without modern conveniences to separate flats will all necessary amenities.

Despite the fact that the production of furniture, radio receivers, TV-sets, refrig-
erators, washing machines, and other complex household appliances could not
catch up with the growing needs of the population, the sales of goods of house-
hold and cultural purposes grew 2 — 3 times those years.

Rapidly developing at that period was the system of public catering, which was
considered as a special element of the Communist way of living. The liberation
of women from house labour was considered to be an important social goal aimed
at providing them with more spare time to take part in the social life. Built for this
purpose were cafes, snack-bars, pancake houses, cookeries; the new forms
of BHegpsinuch HoBble hopMbl public services were being introduced. Public cater-
ing establishments in Kazan, Almetyevsk, Bugulma, Zelenodolsk, and other towns
were broadly introducing self-service of clients, dispatch of dishes to houses at
reduced prices, and sales of semi-finished food and culinary products. The first

women’s salons, dress-making and tailoring establishments, and integrated ser-
vice centres were opened in that period. Among the obvious achievements of the
period of the “Thaw” was the improvement of the material base of the public health
system and the system of public education, increase in number of retail facilities,
public catering establishments, of service centres. In 1958 — 1964, put into oper-
ation in Tatarstan were hospitals for 2 800 beds, over one thousand shops, can-
teens, and cafes, over one thousand schools for 206 000 pupils.

Small, though positive changes were taking place in the social development
of village. The construction of schools and clubs was intensified in the rural ar-
eas: special loans were offered for these purposes to rural enterprises. Some
90 000 families of the republic’s collective farmers moved to new dwellings over
the years of the seven-year plan. Built in villages were feldsher’s stations, kin-
dergartens, specialised stores, and other social infrastructure facilities. However,
the changes in the social sphere both in villages and in towns did not correspond
to the pace of economic modernisation of Tatarstan.

Peculiarities of Cultural Development

The spiritual atmosphere of the period of the “Thaw” was significantly different
form that of the Stalin’s period. The liberal calls for democratisation induced with
the Tatar society the hope for changes in the ethnic policy. Scientists and creative
personalities began to actively advocate for revival of traditions of their people,
for full development of their culture and art. The most radical demands came
from certain representatives of the Tatar national intelligentsia, who connected
the cultural revival of the Tatars with the provision of Tatarstan with the status of
a Union Republic (G. Kashshaf, N Fattakh, and so on).

The intellectual and creative community of Tatarstan was also concerned about
the fate of the Tatar language, since the range of its application was shrinking in
the 1950s. The rapid growth of the urban population in the republic was intensi-
fying the internationalist and ethno-nihilistic spirit among the urban Tatars. While
the role of the Russian language was growing, the authority of the ethnic schools
began to rapidly lose its weight in towns. In 1958, 80 per cent of the Tatar school-
children in Kazan were taught in Russian general education schools, since there
were only 2 Tatar and 17 mixed city schools in the city. By the end of the 1950s,
the significance of the ethnic school began to decrease rapidly in the other towns
and district centres of Tatarstan as well. As a result, the number of children at the
Tatar schools reduced several times.

The situation with the Tatar language and the Tatar school also raised con-
cerns with a number of the government and Party leaders of the republic. Their
aspiration to change the situation was supported by S.D. Ignatyev, the First
Secretary of the Tatar Regional Committee of the CPSU, who was appointed

to this post in 1957. An extraordinary plenary session of the
Regional Committee of the CPSU was organised in May 1958;
its decisions envisioned the drastic improvement of quality of
teaching the Russian language and literature, enhancement of
material, technical, and academic base of the Tatar schools,
improvement of quality of teachers. Considering the wishes of
the school leavers, it was supposed to organise the possibility
to pass admission exams in the Tatar language at institutions
of higher education and at vocational schools. He resumed the
work of the terminological commission for the further perfection
of the Tatar language; in 1958, the First Congress of Cultural
Workers was held, as well as other vents that gave a new im-
petus to the preservation and further development of the ethnic
school and determined the new trends in the development of
the Tatar language, literature, culture, and art.

However, soon after that the other approaches began to prevail in respect of the
ethnic school. In January 1960, the plenary session of the Tatar Regional Com-
mittee cancelled its previous decision at the direction of the Central Committee
of the CPSU. The same year, S. D. Ignatyev was called off to Moscow. F. A. Tabe-
yev was appointed the First Secretary of the Tatar Regional Committee of the
Party instead of him. At the next plenary session, Tabeyev stated that the “giving
effect to this erroneous decision could result in the ethnic narrow-mindedness
and closedness, in degrading of quality of education at the Tatar schools in what
referred to the depth of study of the Russian language”. The work of the termino-
logical commission was terminated in the early 1960s as well.

Focus on Modernisation of the Economy

The beginning of the period under consideration was marked by the new economic
reform of 1965 in the field of industry. In the course of such reform, the attempts
were made to transfer from the administrative methods of administration to the
economic ones. Introduced to the economic practice were such categories as
cost accounting, profit, and material incentives. The economic independence and
initiative of enterprises were expanded.

The economic reform contributed to the acceleration of the social and economic
development of Tatarstan. The period between 1966 and the 1970s was marked
by the rapid pace of industrial development. The growth of the industrial output
totalled 59%; put into operation were over 200 new enterprises, workshops, and

manufactures. Mechanical engineers mastered the manufacture of some 700 types
of modern equipment and machinery, including 1l-62 passenger planes, compres-
sors, monometers, medical instruments, and watches. 44 products were awarded
the State quality mark of the USSR. The 1960s saw the establishment of the new
towns of Mendeleyevsk (1967) and Nizhnekamsk (1969), which became the new
large centres of the petrochemical industry of Tatarstan. “Nizhnekamskneftekhim
and Nizhnekamskshina associations were manufacturing the products that were so
much needed for the national economy: synthetic rubber and automotive tyres for
heavy duty trucks and LiAZ buses. The chemical and petrochemical enterprises ac-
counted for over 20% of the industrial output.

The highest rates of industrial development of Tatarstan were achieved in the
1970s: in the first half of the decade, the industrial sector of the republic added
500 new enterprises, workshops, and manufactures. A special place among them
was occupied by the automotive giant — the Kama Plant that was engaged in the
manufacture of heavy duty trucks. The decision on the construction in the city
of Naberezhnye Chelny of a plant rated at manufacture of 150 000 trucks and
250 000 engines a year was made in 1969. Taking part in the obstruction of an
automotive giant were nearly 5 000 enterprises; and 867 plants of the country took
part in the manufacture of the relevant equipment for it. On 16 February 1976,
the first trucks under the KAMAZ brand left the conveyor of the plant. In the early
1980s, this large production association, consisting of 6 large plants, achieved its
design capacity.

In 1972, one of the country’s most modern integrated house-building factories was
put into operation in Naberezhnye Chelny being rated at 120 000 square metres
of housing a year. All basic processes were mechanized, and some of them were
automated. The new factory facilitated the large-scale urban construction. As a re-
sult, over a short period of time, a large and comfortable urban agglomeration has
appeared before the eyes of one generation, the population of which made up
315 000 in the year 1980. Many builders of the plant, of urban residential, social,
and cultural infrastructure and workers and employees of KAMAZ moved to com-
fortable flats.

Putting into operation of the Kama plant for manufacture of heavy duty trucks
facilitated the considerable increase in the portion of mechanical engineering
sector in the industrial potential of Tatarstan. By mid-1980s, its share accounted
for some 40% of industrial output of the republic. Apart from “KAMAZ” heavy
duty trucks, manufactured in Tatarstan were also 11-62 passenger planes, Tu-160
and Tu-22M supersonic bombers, helicopters, aircraft engines, space systems,
corvettes, and so on. Some of the mechanical engineering plants were unique.
For example, the Kazan Compressor Plant was the USSR’s main manufacturer
of compressors. Its products was in great demand in metallurgy, chemical pro-
duction, in oil extraction and processing. NPO Vacuummash was the first in the
country to develop and master the large-scale manufacture of unique vacuum
units.

The growth of commodity flows entailed the large-scale road and transport con-
struction. In the 1970s, Tatarstan began building motor roads with fly-over inter-
sections. The total length of general use hard-surfaced motor roads grew in the
republic from 2600 km in 1940 up to 9547 km in 1990.

However, it proved to be impossible at that time to completely solve the main task
of the fundamental technical modernisation of the industrial sector. Especially
unfavourable was the situation at the enterprises of the light and food industries,
where the portion of manual labour exceeded 40%. By the early 1980s, many
industrial sectors slowed down the pace of scientific and technical progress. Pri-
ority was still given to gross figures, and the inexpensive raw materials and la-
bour force hampered the introduction of latest technologies. The arms race was
a heavy burden for the economy, being accompanied by the constant expansion
of enterprises of the military-industrial complex, which accounted for 40% of the
industrial potential of Tatarstan.

Especially controversial was the situation in the agrarian sector of the economy
of Tatarstan. The agricultural reform that was carried out after the March (1965)
plenary session of the Central Committee of the CPSU had, in general, favour-
able consequences. Significantly enhanced was the economic independence
of agricultural producers; the transfer from the command and control methods
of administration towards the economic ones became more visible. The decision
of the government freed collective and Soviet farms from debts; the purchas-
ing prices for agricultural produce were increased; introduced were 50 per cent
premiums for the sale of produced to the state in excess of the plan; and taxes
were reduced. By 1970, grain production in Tatarstan grew by 43 %, the grain
crops yield grew from 9.4 up to 14.4 centners per 1 hectare. The average annu-
al grain croppage totalled 3—4 million tonnes. In 1990, the stock of cattle grew
by 82.3 % compared to 1960, of pigs — by 53.8 %; the cost of gross output — by
81 %, including such in plant-growing — by 68 %, in cattle-breeding — by 88 %.
A great role in the agricultural commodity production was played by personal
small-holdings, which, occupying just 2 % of the acres under crops, were pro-
ducing nearly 30 % of the total cattle-breeding and vegetable products.

The improvement of the material and technical base of collective and Soviet
farms played an important positive role for the development of the agrarian
sector of Tatarstan, just like the specialisation and concentration of production,
chemicalisation, and melioration in the farming. By the year 1975, the introduction
of the loan-based form of relations between agricultural producers and the
state made it possible to update the machine and tractor fleet of collective and
Soviet farms of Tatarstan by 68 — 80 %; the power availability per worker at them
grew 1.5 times. By 1980, villages had over 65 000 all-purpose tractors, self-
propelled combine harvesters, and trucks. The major portion of enterprises had
workshops for repair of their machinery, large engine yards with a complex array
of agricultural machinery. Irrigation systems covered large territories. The use of
mineral fertilisers and herbicides grew drastically. The Soviet farms located in the
suburbs of the cities were actively developing glasshouse industry (“Narmonsky”,
“Voroshilovsky”, “Ovoshchevod”’, “Maisky”, “Vesenny”, etc.). This helped to fill
the shelves of food stores with visibly larger quantities of produce of vegetable-
growing Soviet farms.

Especially high was the pace of modernisation in the cattle-breeding sector
of agriculture of Tatarstan. Many districts put into operation the large cattle- and
poultry-production and fur complexes, including such based on the use of high
technologies and mechanised and automated production processes. The use
of advanced technologies helped to solve a number of food problems. For exam-
ple, such products as poultry meat and eggs, as well as certain kinds of dairy-
and meat products ceased to be food products in very short supply.

Theinitial effect of the agrarian reformin Tatarstan was significant. The average an-
nual gross outputby the beginning of 1971 increased by 30% with the planned figure

being 23 %, and labour efficiency in collective and Soviet farms increased by 44 %.

However, from the mid-1970s the development of the agrarian sector in Ta-
tarstan showed some negative tendencies. The growth of the gross output and
labour efficiency did not correspond to the level of material and technical base of
the republic’s agriculture. Despite the fact that, in 1980, capital-labour ratio in the
collective and Soviet farm production of Tatarstan grew 2.2 times compared to
1970, the actual performance of the huge capital investments was insignificant.
Labour efficiency in agriculture was growing slow: by the beginning of the 1980s,
the gross output per one worker grew but only 0.4 times.

Along with the creation of the material and technical base of the agrarian pro-
duction, built in collective and Soviet farms were residential houses (over 5.6 mil-
lion square metres), pre-school institutions for 34 800 children, hospitals for
2053 beds, 759 general education schools for 149 600 pupils, clubs and cultural
centres housing 190 900 people.

In addition to that, the intensive urbanisation of Tatarstan increased the shortage
of regular labour force and professional personnel in the rural areas. By the be-
ginning of the 1980s, the portion of the urban population in the republic exceeded
63 %. The expansion of cities, construction of large industrial giants and a cas-
cade of hydro power plants on the Volga and the Kama with huge water reser-
voirs, the building of new roads, main oil and gas transmission lines became the
reason for withdrawing from agricultural use of a huge portion of fertile lands.
Considering the extensive development of agriculture of Tatarstan, all this had an
unfavourable effect on the development of its agrarian sector.

Social Development

The positive changes were also taking place in the social sphere of Tatarstan.
Various social programmes were started in that period, their main task being
to improve the living standards and welfare of the Soviet people. However, the
growth of wages within the period under consideration was small. Nevertheless,
even such relative increase caused a consumer boom in Tatarstan, enabling the
population to wear better clothes, eat good food, and better organise their spare
time. Many households acquired transistors, TV-sets, record players, tape re-
corders, refrigerators, washing machines; more well-to-do citizens were able to
buy cars, motorcycles, and so on. In the period between the 1960s and 1980s,
the demand for complex consumer goods was constantly growing. At the end of
the 1980s, they began distributing durable consumer goods (cars, refrigerators,

enterprises and in institutions. Noteworthy is that in the 1980s the produced in-
dustrial and agricultural output calculated per one citizen of Tatarstan was by one
third more than such for the USSR, but, despite it all, the consumption of food,
commodities, and services, as well as provision with social facilities in the repub-
lic was lower than in the country in general.

Starting from the late 1950s Tatarstan saw the considerable improvement in the
development of the retail trade infrastructure. In the 1960s, put into operation in
the republic were 8 commercial centres and 5 shopping malls, 828 stores and
45 public catering enterprises were opened in the rural areas. The total number
of retail trade enterprises achieved the mark of 7 300. Considerable expanded
was the range of goods, the sales of commodities of cultural and household pur-
poses grew significantly. In 1980, the number of retail trade enterprises reached
8 435; commaodity turnover totalled 3.2 billion roubles. The portion of food prod-
ucts in the overall pattern of the commodity turnover was 54.4%.

In the 1960s, actively developing in Tatarstan was the healthcare system. Opened
were the town and district clinical hospitals, polyclinics, and industrial hospitals in the
towns of Zelenodoslk, Chistopol, Yelabuga, Mendeleyevsk, and in a number of dis-
trict centres. The 1960s and 1970s were marked by high pace of development of the
material, technical, and personnel potential of the public health system. The number
of beds in the republic grew over those years 2 times (up to 20 500), the number
of doctors grew 2.8 times (up to 4 600), and the number of registered nurses grew
3 times (up to 15 800). Putting into operation, in 1982, of the new buildings of the Re-
public’s Clinical Hospital for 1 210 beds, of the Children’s Republic’s Clinical Hospital

and of over 40 central district clinical hospitals for 3 635 beds became a large event
in the history of the public health system of Tatarstan. The establishment of the TB-,
dermatovenerologic-, and oncological dispensaries improved the capacities for pro-
vision of specialised aid to the population. Also expanded was the network of sana-
toriums and preventoriums (up to 5 150 beds). However, by the second half of the
1980s, despite the rapid development of the medical infrastructure, the bed/popula-
tion ratio in Kazan was less than 60% of the standard.

The continued growth of the population in Tatarstan was aggravating the exist-
ing social problems. In the 1970s and 1980s, the population of Kazan grew by
10 %, of Almetyevsk — by 18 %, of Naberezhnye Chelny — by 66 %, and of Nizh-
nekamsk — by 42 %. The cities, both old and the new ones, suffered from the lack
of housing. At the end of the 1980s, 321 000 families were on the waiting list for

Living in the unfit and obsolete houses
were 30 000 families. Built in insufficient numbers were general education and
pre-school institutions, social-, cultural-, and sports projects. For example, after
the construction in Kazan in 1967 of a Sports Palace for 6 000 visitors, of the
circus for 2 300 visitors, of the Ogonyok cinema theatre, and, in 1968, of the Con-
cert Hall of the Kazan Conservatoire, of the House of Actors, and of a number
of other large institutions, the construction of cultural and sports projects slowed
down significantly.

norm. One of the social consequences of that was the constant growing of cases
of rowdiness, criminal cases, and other anti-social actions in cities, especially
among the young people.

The lack of social benefits was most deeply felt in villages. Favourable tenden-
cies in villages of Tatarstan were recorded in the field of construction of schools,
pre-school institutions, and clubs. In the 1960s and 1970s, many houses were
renovated in villages, just like their interiors; almost 90% of them were built or
reconstructed using the funds of house owners. However, still at the low level

was the provision of medical and consumer services to the rural population. The
villages in Tatarstan were lagging significantly behind the neighbouring regions
in terms of penetration of gas infrastructure development, of road construction,
and provision with social and cultural facilities.

The typical feature of the social and economic development of villages in Ta-
tarstan was its unbalanced nature: rapidly developing were district centres, large
villages and settlements. This was connected with the then active course of the
agrarian policy, which was aimed at further concentration of agricultural produc-
tion. Corresponding to the course for consolidation of production facilities should
have been the new form of the rural distribution of population and construction of
social and cultural facilities. Villages were mechanically divided into the “promis-
ing” and the “unpromising”. Only one third of rural settlements in Tatarstan were
recognised as “promising”. The priority state financial aid was rendered to such
villages. As a result, many “promising” villages got the streets with good quality
houses, hotels, shopping centres, children’s institutions, public baths (for exam-
ple in the village of Shapshi of the Vysokogorsky District). The social exclusive-
ness in Tatarstan in the period between 1970s and 1984 entailed the reduction of
the rural population almost 1.3 times. From the time when the campaign aimed at
struggling the “unpromising” villages began in Tatarstan extinguished were over
1 000 villages and settlements, of which over 60% were Russian and nearly 30 %
were Tatar settlements. One of the factors that hampered migration of the Tatars
from villages to towns was ethnic, since the Tatar villages preserved traditional
culture better than the others. For this reason, the portion of the Tatars among
urban citizens was visibly smaller than of the Russians.

Science, Education, and Culture

The rapid economic development in Tatarstan
facilitated the growth of the number of scien-
tific institutions, the main task of which was to
ensure the scientific and technical progress in
the priority sectors of the national economy.
Research and development institutions were
also created in many branches of the industri-
al sector, which were being developed in the
republic. In 1965, Tatarstan had 51 research
and development institutes. Later on, sectoral
research and development institutes were es-
tablished, scientific and industrial associations,
design centres, and other scientific institutions,
the number of which reached 104 by the end of
the 1980s. The powerful scientific potential of
Tatarstan made it possible to ensure the rap-
id development of applied and fundamental
research. The nuclear physics laboratory was
established; molecular physics began devel-
oping intensively; radio-physics emerged; and
the school of optics and spectroscopy began
shaping up. The works created by scientists
of Tatarstan in the field of physics, mechanics,
chemistry, biology, and humanities gained glob-
al and All-Union fame.

Also diverse was the development of the system of higher and vocational second-
ary education of Tatarstan. In 1965, the republic had 11 institutions of higher educa-
tion and 42 vocational secondary institutions. Another notable phenomenon of that
period was the opening of institutions of higher education in the district centres of
Tatarstan: of the oil institute in Almetyevsk, pedagogical institute in Yelabuga, poly-
technic institute in Naberezhnye Chelny, and the institute for chemical technology
in Nizhnekamsk. In that period, Kazan University was still playing the leading role
in the training of pedagogical, scientific research, and engineering personnel, as
well as in the training of specialists for other sectors of knowledge and practice.
The number of students at institutions of higher education increased significantly,
and the list of specialisations got broader. Quite well-developed became the system
of vocational education; some 100 vocational training colleges were opened in the
period between the 1970s and 1980s.

Also growing was the education level of the population of Tatarstan. Contributing
to this was the course taken in 1958 for the transfer to compulsory eight-year ed-
ucation, which was completed in the early 1960s. In the 1970s, the course was
changed for universal compulsory secondary education for school-aged children.
Built by the 1970 — 1980s were over 1000 new school buildings. However, the
role of the Tatar language continued to diminish in Tatarstan all those years. The
number of classes of the Tatar language began to be reduced at schools, institu-
tions of higher education, at secondary specilaised and vocational colleges. Al-
most all ethnic schools were transferred to Russian in towns and district centres;
the number of classes dedicated to the study of mother tongue by the Tatars in
Russian schools was also decreasing. By the beginning of the 1980s, Kazan had
only one Tatar boarding school.

The opening, in January 1987, of the new building of the Tatar Academic The-
atre n.a. G. Kamal became a notable event in the cultural life of Tatarstan and
the Tatar people. A considerable influence on the development of the theatrical
art in Tatarstan was extended by activity of stage director M. Salimzhanov. It was
under his leadership that the Tatar Academic Theatre became one of the leading
theatre companies of the USSR. The performances that he staged, “Blue Shawl”,
“Extinct Stars” by K. Tinchurin, “Almandar from Aldermysh” by T. Minnullin, be-
came notable events of the All-Russia’s scale. The works created by the Tatar
musical professionals and masters of theatrical art became property of all peo-
ples of Russia and foreign countries, were awarded by numerous awards at the
Tatarstan’s, All-Russian, and international competitions.

Attempts of Liberalisation of Social
and Political Life

By mid-1980s, the political crisis of power in the Soviet Union
achieved its critical point. In April of 1985 M. S. Gorbachev de-
clared his programme of bringing the country out of crisis and
called it Perestroika (restructuring). Based on the idea that the
main reason for discontent of the people was in the economic
field and that the dissatisfaction of the intelligentsia was caused
by oppression of dissidence, the main slogans of Perestroika
were formulated: radical economic reform, Glasnost (publicity),
democratisation of the public life, and freedom of speech.

It was officially declared of the stagnation in life of the Soviet
society that took place at the turn of the 1970s and 1980s and
of serious deformations in the field of national relations. With
the unprecedented frankness, after the long silence, it was said
about the criminal role of Stalinism. Restored on a massive
scale was the rehabilitation process. The study of materials on
the large-scale political processes showed that they all were
the consequence of despotism and clumsy forgery. Such was
the estimate that was given to cases related to “national devia-
tions” and “Sultan-Galiev’s counterrevolutionary organisation”.

The Tatarstan’s Society on the Way to Sovereignty

Having favourably accepted the main ideas of Perestroika, the Tatarstan’s in-
tellectual society was still dissatisfied with another attempt of modernisation of
Socialism. Considering Perestroika as a social and political process of democ-
ratisation and modernisation of the political structure of the country, it moved
forward the thesis of national (ethnic) revival. Soon after the statement made
by M. S. Gorbachev in June 1988 of necessity of the restructuring of the political
system, a group of representatives of the Tatar intelligentsia proposed an initia-
tive on the establishment of their own, national organisation — the Tatar Public
Centre (established in February 1989). The very process of transferring from
the formation of ideas of the Tatar national revival to their legal explanation en
masse began much earlier — at the time of the Khrushchev's Thaw. When pub-

licity, freedom of speech, and multiplicity of parties were declared, a quite strong
national-democratic movement emerged in Tatarstan headed by M. A. Mulyukov,
its main tasks included, inter alia, the following: granting the status of a Union
republic to the Tatar autonomy, making it economically independent, expansion
of links with foreign countries, granting the status of an official language to the
Tatar language.

At first, these ideas were not supported by broad layers of the Tatarstan’s multi-
national population, to whom, especially to the Russian-speaking community, the
idea of establishing an independent Tatar state was unusual and was perceived
as secession of Tatarstan from the USSR. However, soon the majority of citizens
of Tatarstan (the Tatars, Russians, Chuvashes, and so on) began treating the
idea of granting the status of a Union republic to Tatarstan within the USSR with
greater understanding considering it as a form of gaining the economic indepen-
dence for Tatarstan. M. S. Shaimiev, who was Chairman of the Council of Min-
isters of the TASSR, also shared the same views. To him it was quite logical to
shift from the social and political relations of “supremacy and subordination” that
lasted for many years towards equal relations based on partnership. This started
the dialogue in Tatarstan between the democratic forces of national (ethnic) re-
vival and the structures of the state power.

A significant role in the changing of mentality of the ruling circles of Tatarstan
was played by personnel replacements. Young intellectuals came to the Tatar
Regional Committee of the CPSU, which was headed, from February 1989, by
M. S. Shaimiev. They became well known for their social activism during the
years of Perestroika and were not connected with the elite of functionaries of the
past. The activity of the Party and public structures became more transparent.

The statements about regular successes and great achievements were substitut-
ed by critical vision. Broad discussions were taking place among the intellectual
and creative public of Tatarstan about the key Marxist and Leninist issues, about
the alternatives for the October Revolution of 1917, the Stalin’s model of building
Socialism, about the nature of political repressions in the USSR. It was obvious
that responsible for all deformations and unlawful acts was not only Stalin and
his circle inner, but also the totalitarian regime in general. This idea was support-
ed by mass media and broad layers of population of the republic. The sharpest
articles were published by such newspapers as “Vechernyaya Kazan” (The Eve-
ning Kazan) and “Komsomolets Tatarii” (“The Young Communist of Tatatria”), and
“Tatarstan” magazine.

The processes of democratisation of the late 1980s pushed the society very
close to the problem of the new national state structure of the USSR. For the
TASSR, just like for many other autonomous republics, the central issue was the
issue of enhancing its political and legal status. In September 1989, the plenary
session of the Central Committee of the CPSU dedicated to national issues was
held. During the session, the representatives of the TASSR spoke about the im-
paired status of the republic. The same claims were aired by other participants
of the plenary session from among those who represented other autonomies.
However, at that time, their views did not gain support. Practical solutions on
the transformation of at least some of the autonomous republics into the Union
republics were rejected.

At the end of 1989 the issue on the extending of rights of Tatarstan was raised
at a plenary session of the Tatar Regional Committee of the CPSU. As a result,
the advocates of the national revival got access to the republic’s press, radio,
and television. They established mass media of their own. The newspaper titled
“Respublika” began to be published under the slogan “It is impossible to guar-
antee human rights without guaranteeing the rights of peoples” that gave a new
impetus to the work of self-regulated Tatar public organisations, which became
a solid basis for further consolidation of national-democratic forces in Tatarstan
and beyond its borders, in the regions with the Tatar communities. They most
actively showed themselves at the time of preparation and holding of elections of
people’s deputies to the republic’s parliament at the end of 1989 and early 1990.

At the same time, there appeared a group of leaders in the bodies of govern-
ment in Tatarstan that stood for declaring the state sovereignty of Tatarstan. Such
group was headed by M. S. Shaimiev (M. G. Sabirov, V. N. Likhachev, and so on).
On 4 November 1989, the Supreme Council of the TASSR adopted the Law on
the changes in the Constitution of the Tatar ASSR, which democratised the elec-
tion system. It envisioned the alternativeness of elections and multi-mandate
nature of the election districts. The main slogan that brought closer the positions
of the democratic movement for national revival and the democratic wing in the
structures of the state and political power became the demand for independence
of Tatarstan within the USSR, which was quite popular among people.

In fact, the independence, not overburdened by nationalism, satisfied the
multi-national population of Tatarstan and was supported by it. The call for inde-

pendence, free from manifestations of separatism, was not destructive, was per-
ceived favourably and supported by the true Russian democracy. Independence
was incompatible with unitarianism, which was advocated at that time by the or-
thodox communists. This was evidenced by the convincing victory of the united
democratic forces that were heading into election to the Supreme Council of the
TASSR in spring of 1990 under the slogan “For state sovereignty of Tatarstan
within the USSR and Russia” over the advocates of unitarianism with their slo-
gans “For consolidated Socialist Union” and “For consolidated Socialist Russia”.
In April 1990, there was held the first session of the Supreme Council of the
TASSR of the 12th convocation. Its first meeting proposed 3 nominees to the
post of Chairman of the Supreme Council: M. S. Shaimiev, the First Secretary

of the Tatar Regional Committee of the CPSU, F. A. Bairamova, a writer (repre-
senting the lttifaq Party), and M. A. Mulyukov, an associate professor of Kazan
University (from the Tatar Public Centre). Over 70 % of votes during the elections
were given to M. S. Shaimiev. Later, it was he who became the political leader of
Tatarstan and determined the ways of ensuring sovereignty of the republic.

Using the contradictions between the Union and Russian power structures, the
leadership of Tatarstan took more and more persistent measures to enhance the
state status of the republic. This issue was raised again and again at different
levels of state power in Moscow and found a certain support with the Russian
leadership that was headed by B. N. Yeltsin. Being the Chairman of the Supreme
Council of the RSFSR, he was trying to use Tatarstan in his political struggle
against Secretary General of the Central Committee of the CPSU Mikhail Gor-
bachev and his inner circle, thus consolidating his shattered positions after the
adoption by the Congress of People’s Deputies of the Declaration of State Sov-
ereignty of the Russian Soviet Federative Socialist Republic (12 June 1990).
During his visit to Tatarstan on 5 August 1990, B. N. Yeltsin said the phrase that
was cited by all mass media of the republic: “Take as much sovereignty as you
can swallow”. Having said that, he also encouraged the citizens of Tatarstan:
“We will encourage any independence, which the Tatar ASSR will choose for it-
self... | want to say: if you want to administer yourselves independently, then do
it". These words not only lifted the spirits of the political leadership of Tatarstan
and the democratic forces, but also disillusioned the conservative “pro-Union”
opposition. Besides, on 9 August 1990, the Declaration of State Sovereignty was
adopted by the Komi ASSR, and — on 29 August — by the Karelian ASSR.

Declaration of State Sovereignty
of the Republic of Tatarstan

On 30 August 1990, one of the most significant events took place in the history of
Tatarstan of the second half of the 20th century. On that day, the session of the
Supreme Council of the TASSR adopted a Declaration of State Sovereignty of
the Republic. Of 242 deputies 241 voted in its favour with only one abstainer. The
people who gathered on the Freedom Square near the building of the Supreme
Council were in triumph.

The adoption of the Declaration meant the transformation of the TASSR into the
TSSR - the Republic of Tatarstan. The Declaration stated that “earth, its entrails,
natural and other resources in the territory of the Tatar SSR are the exclusive
property of its people”, and guaranteed “equal preservation and development of
the Tatar and Russian languages as official languages”. The main provisions of
the Declaration related to the recognition of incompliance of the “status of auton-
omous republic with the interests of further political, economic, social, and spiri-
tual development of its multi-national people” and the aspiration to implement the
“inseparable right of the Tatar nation, of all people for self-determination, wishing
to establish a democratic law-abided state”. At the same time, the Declaration
did not specify the subjectivity of the Republic of Tatarstan. In other words, it did
not give the exact answer to the important question: whether the Republic of Ta-
tarstan would become a Union Republic, or whether its sovereign rights within
the Russian Federation were meant. That compromise made it possible to stabi-
lise not only the social and political situation in the republic, but also contributed
to its notable economic and cultural growth and to the resolution of the urgent
social issues.

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The adoption of the Declaration became the starting point for the world-view trans-
formation in what referred to issues of political and economic status of the Tatar
ASSR, because it induced the deep changes in the social and ethnic self-conscious-
ness of the multi-national people of the republic. The day of 30 August became the
public holiday of the Republic of Tatarstan, which is celebrated annually with official
events, public festivals, and festive fireworks.

Programmes of Acceleration
of Social and Economic Development

The start of Perestroika was given by the April plenary session of the Central
Committee of the CPSU in 1985, which declared the course for acceleration of
the social and economic development of the country. It was anticipated that the
acceleration would be achieved by means of scientific and technical progress,
re-equipment of mechanical engineering, and more intensive use of the human
factor. All that was supposed to be implemented by continuing the Andropov’s
course for the total tightening of labour and technological discipline and the
strengthening of responsibility of personnel. The concept of “acceleration” was
not something radically new, but was a combination of methods from the palette
of traditional Soviet experience.

Initially it was expected that the Soviet society would just undergo certain per-
fection and that “separate deformations” of Socialism would be corrected. In that

respect, mechanical engineering was to play the role of a “key element” of recon-
struction of the national economy. The transfer from manufacture of individual
machine tools towards the manufacture of production complexes and industri-
al robots was intended to introduce the new class of machines to the national
economy and give an impetus to the accelerated intensification of the economy
and scientific and technical progress. The Gorbachev’s leadership attempted to
correct certain drawbacks of the existing social and economic system through
several large-scale campaigns of administrative nature: acceleration of devel-
opment of the national economy, automation and computerisation of industrial
sector, introduction of the state inspection, an anti-drinking campaign, “struggle
against unearned incomes”, and showing the struggle against corruption. Later,
legalised in the economy were free commodity/money relations and private en-
trepreneurship in the form of cooperatives; joint ventures with foreign companies
began to be actively established. In 1990 — 1991, private property was legalised;
stock and money markets were formed; and cooperation began turning into busi-
ness of western type.

The Gorbachev’s programme of acceleration of the economic development of
Perestroika was favourably welcomed in Tatarstan. The local ruling establish-
ment (G. . Usmanov, M. S. Shaimiev, S. A. Mustayev, and so on) considered
their main task to be the implementation of the instructions of the Perestroika
programme under conditions of the republic. The Supreme Council of the TASSR
adopted a five-year plan for economic and social development of the republic for
the period from 1986 to 1990 based on the control figures set by the Centre. The
structure and the main guidelines for the development of the economy and social
sphere remained unchanged. It was supposed that the enterprises of the military
complex, which produced 45% of the gross industrial output, would increase

production 1.4-fold. “Tatneft” Association was supposed to extract 193 million
tonnes of oil over five years, and enterprises of petrochemical sector were to
increase their production by 28.5%. It was also planned to build a tractor plant
in Yelabuga and a nuclear power station in Kamskiye Polyany.

In the field of agriculture, it was supposed to establish the fixed tasks for de-
livery to the All-Union and Russian stocks of meat, milk, eggs, potato, and fruit
and vegetables (from 1987). To meet the local needs of the republic, it was
planned to allocate for that purpose all the surpluses and supplement them
with the products produced by auxiliary farms of industrial enterprises, personal
small holdings of the population, and by entities engaged in collective garden-
ing and farming.

The unusually sharp criticism that could be heard coming from the bully pulpits
in Moscow set the tone for speeches of the Tatarstan’s leaders, who began
speaking freely about the problems in the economic mechanism, about the ne-
cessity to drastically correct the state of affairs with the help of scientific and
technical progress and the tightening of labour discipline. It was admitted that
in certain cases the state of affairs in the republic was much worse compared
to the All-Union indices. For example, the official session of the Tatar Regional
Committee of the CPSU that was held on 7 November 1987, which was ded-
icated to the 70th anniversary of the October Revolution of 1917, informed of
numerous negative facts from life of the Tatar Republic. In his speech, G. |. Us-
manov, the First Secretary of the Tatar Regional Committee of the CPSU, noted
the following: “For a long time many enterprises of the republic have not been
fulfilling the plans for introduction of the latest achievements of science and
technology; every fourth enterprise has not been involved at all in solving the

issues related to their technological updating. This especially relates to such
sectors as the light, food, and building materials sectors, i.e. to the sectors that
to a great degree are responsible for the growth of the people’s well-being.

The targeted integrated programmes, such as “Acceleration of Scientific and

” o« ” o

Technical Progress in Mechanical Engineering”, “Intensification-90”, “Construc-
tion”, “Labour”, “Quality”, “Energy’, “Agro-complex”, which were intended to en-
sure the acceleration of the social and economic development of Tatarstan, did
not bring the desired effect. In 1987, every fourth enterprise was unable to fulfil
the plan for income, every fifth — for supplies of products, every sixth — for self-
cost of products, every seventh — for labour efficiency. Besides, the absence
of the real incentives for dedicated work contributed to the weakening of the
labour discipline, growth of stealing, thefts, and bribery. In 1986 — 1987, the
enterprises of the republic faced the wave of personnel displacements of the

economic managers: substituted were 86 directors and chief engineers.

However, the extremities have begun: struggle against the “unearned incomes”
turned into struggle against personal small holdings of the population. The an-
ti-drinking campaign led to the origination of a broad practice of production of
wine surrogates, growth of bootlegging, and drinking of industrial ethyl spirit.
Noteworthy is that the sales of sugar at that period grew by 22 %, which led
to shortage of sugar and confectionary products, to the introduction of the cou-
pon-based distribution of granulated sugar among the population. These cam-
paigns consolidated the market positions of the shadow economy in the republic.

One of the last attempts to solve the problems of the republic’s economy on the
basis of administrative approach was the introduction of the state inspection at

enterprises. That new service, which consisted of controllers that were inde-
pendent from the top management of enterprises, was to ensure the improve-
ment of quality of products. In reality, the actual economic controls remained in
the hands of the ministries, and the state inspection just made the bureaucratic/
administrative structure more complicated. The people who were working at
enterprises were among the first to demand from the leadership of the country
to abolish the state inspection. It was abolished in 1990.

It was becoming evident that the command and control system did not pro-
duce positive results. For that reason, in 1987 — 1990, it was decided to rely on
the economic methods of management, expansion of economic independence
of enterprises, greater responsibility of personnel of enterprises and individual
workers for their labour. That was also supported by the new laws: “On State
Enterprise (Association)” (1987) and “On Cooperation in the USSR” (1988).
Starting from that time Tatarstan was experiencing the rapid creation of the
leasing cooperatives, collectives of intensive labour, and family-based agricul-
tural enterprises. The first joint ventures were being established. One of the first
new forms of economic activity that became very popular in Tatarstan was the
leasing system. It was the form of the leased labour organisation and payment
within enterprises. In 1990, the leasing system was used by 67 industrial en-
terprises, their contribution to the industrial output totalling 6.1 %. Another form
of organising the commodity production was the small-batch industrial-handi-
craft cooperation. Engaged in production of essential products of industrial and
technical purpose were 643 cooperatives with the total number of employees
being 21 600.

Starting from the end of the 1980s, Tatarstan was facing the general reduc-
tion of production. The pace of growth of wages was 2 times higher than the
labour efficiency. The situation on the consumer market was hard. Essential
products were disappearing from shelves of stores one after another. The so-

cial and economic situation in the republic was aggravated by dictate of the
Union ministries and agencies. In terms of its industrial, scientific, and techni-
cal potential, the TASSR was ahead of a number of Union Republics and was
among the best economically developed regions of the RSFSR. However, this
affected but little the actual lives of people. The Tatar Republic, just like other
autonomies, did not have the possibility to pursue its independent budget-
ary policy; the structure of its economy was oriented at the All-Union market.
Priority was given to the development of enterprises of the military-industrial
complex, mechanical engineering, oil production, petrochemical and chemical
industries. Enterprises of the light and food industries accounted for just 20 %
of output. Production of consumer goods was by 15% less compared to the
All-Union level, including the production of goods of light industry — by 31 %.

Social and Cultural Life Under Conditions
of Perestroika and Glasnost

During the Perestroika period, the Soviet people were promised that a “U-turn”
shall be made in the economy towards the social sphere, that an integrated so-
cial policy shall be pursued, the main goal of which would be the consistent and
comprehensive establishment of the principle of social justice. The leadership
of the country stated that caring for well-being of the multi-national country shall
become its ultimate goal. Six tasks were determined, aimed at the solution of the
task of improvement of well-fare, among which noteworthy were the food and the
housing ones. The priority was given to the food issue, which was considered to
be the main domestic political task. It was supposed that this task shall be solved
by the year 1990. The solution of the housing issue (“every family should have
a separate comfortable flat with all modern amenities” was postponed until year
2000. However, the social sphere remained to be significantly underfinanced, for
which reason the programmes were doomed to failure from the very beginning.

Very indicative of the Gorbachev’s stage of social reforms was the holding of the
anti-drinking campaign. Raising the question of starting struggle against drinking
and alcoholism in May 1985 testified to the seriousness of intention of the new
leadership to tackle the most complicated problem that had deep social and eco-
nomic roots and which had extremely negative influence on the moral state of the
Soviet society. However, the hurry and inefficient arrangement of measures tak-
en in this respect have resulted, as M.S. Gorbachev later wrote about it, in that
“the negative consequences of the anti-drinking campaign have overcome by

far its pluses”. Apart from the development of bootlegging,
growth of criminality and exacerbation of people, the large-
scale anti-drinking campaign led to drastic reduction of bud-
getary incomes, became one of the sources of financial mis-
balance. In the early 1988, the budget of the country did not
receive 37 billion roubles. The leadership of the country had
to step back and, as early as already in 1989 the incomes
from the sales of alcohol exceeded the level of 1984. In the
course of implementation of that campaign, serious negative deformations were
recorded in the social life of people: the population took to excessive drinking of
wine and vodka products, which became an important form of settlements for the
work done or service rendered, especially in the rural areas.

The social and cultural life in the second half of the 1980s was marked by inten-
sification of civic and spiritual liberation rather than by attempts of renovation
of the social sphere related to daily living activity of the population of Tatarstan.
Glasnost and changes in public conscience created favourable atmosphere
for broad and sharp discussion of problems of national-cultural development.

While consolidating their civic positions, the society began stating, with the
growing concern, the diminishing role of the Tatar language, the poor state
of national (ethnic) school, limited capabilities of mass media and the Tatar
book-printing. The republic’s newspapers, radio, and television were introduc-
ing permanent columns and programmes that were aimed at raising interest
in the Tatar language and helped those who wished to study it. In this con-
nection, published were Tatar-Russian and Russian-Tatar phrase-books and
dictionaries.

Rethought was also the history of the Tatar people. Published were articles
dedicated to notable Tatar thinkers: S.Marjani, R.Fakhretdin, G.Barudi,
K. Atlasov, S. and A. Maksudi, G. Ishaki, and so on. Special attention of the
society was drawn to life and activity of G. Ishaki, his role in the national liber-
ation movement of the Tatars of the early 20th century, in the spiritual culture
of the Tatar people. Heated discussions were held related to problems of the
national history. Proposals were aired on the necessity of creation of such
comprehensive works as “History of the Tatar People”, “The Russians and the

Tatars”. People learned the horrible truth about the system of GULAG from

the works created by its victims: I. Salakhov, A. Gilyazov, G. Tavlin, Y. Ginz-
burg, and so on.

The aspiration to better learn the culture of their people, the wish to restore the
folk traditions manifested themselves in the creation of different ethno-cultural or-
ganisations (The Marjani Club, “Magarif’ Public Committee, “Tugan Yak” Society,
etc.). At the same time, every people that lived in the territory of Tatarstan had the
possibility to create their own cultural-enlightenment societies, and such indeed
were established by the Udmurts, Chuvashes, Jews, Bashkirs, Mari, Mordovi-
ans, and so on. By 1990, the total number of informal associations in Tatarstan
exceeded 4 000.

The activity of “Miras” republic’s commission was dedicated to the study and re-
vival of the spiritual heritage of the Tatar people. Within the framework of imple-
mentation of its programmes, established in 1989 — 1990 under the Institute of
Language, Literature, and History n.a. G. Ibragimov were the departments of the
Tatar Soviet Encyclopaedia and the Code of Monuments of History and Culture
of the TASSR.

The important events in the cultural life of the Tatar people included the opening at
Kazan University of Department of Tatar Philology, History, and Oriental Languag-
es, the establishment in 1991 of the Award of the Union of Writers of the TASSR
n. a. G. Ishaki, the placement of a crescent, the symbol of Islam, on the top of the
Syuyumbike Tower. Returning to the historical consciousness of the peoples were
the original names of settlements of Tatarstan: Naberezhnye Chelny (1988), which
was renamed in 1982 into Brezhnev; Bolgar, which regained its original name a bit
later. At the Soviet period, the town of Bolgar was named Kuibyshev.

During the years of Perestroika, very active was the ecological movement of
“The Greens”, who stood for prohibition of construction of the bio-chemical plant
near Kazan and of the Tatar nuclear power plant in Kamskiye Polyany. They
were organising the meetings of protest, collection of signatures in favour of de-
mands to stop the construction of facilities that were hazardous for environment;
numerous articles on ecological topics were published in local newspapers and
magazines. The authorities agreed to the public demands, and the construction
of such facilities was suspended.

The state and municipal symbols are the most important elements of history of
national statehood of the Tatar people and a visible embodiment of traditions that
survived until our days. Over the century that elapsed from the moment of the
establishment of the Tatar ASSR, the republic underwent significant changes,
which found their reflection in the state symbols.

The official state emblem of the republic is the State coat of arms of the
Republic of Tatarstan that was approved by the Supreme Council of the
Republic of Tatarstan on 7 February 1992. The coat of arms contains the im-
age of a winged snow leopard with a round shield on its side, with the elevated
right pad against the background of the sun-disk placed into the frame of the
Tatar folk ornament, with inscription running “Tatarstan” placed in the bottom
of the disk.

The official symbol of state power that embodies the sovereignty of the state is
the State Flag of the Republic of Tatarstan that was approved by the Su-
preme Council of the TSSR on 29 November 1991. It represents a right-angled
cloth with horizontal stripes of green, white, and red colours.

The state anthem of the Republic of Tatarstan was approved by the resolution of the
Supreme Council of the Republic of Tatarstan of 14 July 1993, the “Regulations for
Anthem” — by resolution of the Cabinet of Ministers of the Republic of Tatarstan of
27 August 1993. The lyrics of the anthem in the Tatar and Russian languages were
approved by the Law of the Republic of Tatarstan of 21 February 2013:

Flourish, my sacred land, Being rich with wisdom of bygone centuries,
May your dome of the sky be peacefull ~ You became hope and faith to us,

We have one home, one family, May my love guard you,

People live in concord. My Republic, my Tatarstan!

In accordance with the Constitution of the Republic of Tatarstan and the Federal
Law “On the General Principles of Organisation of Local Self-Government in the
Russian Federation” (2003), the Republic of Tatarstan includes 43 municipal dis-
tricts and 2 city districts (Kazan and Naberezhnye Chelny), which form the inde-
pendent city municipal entities. All municipal districts of Tatarstan have their own
official symbols — a coat of arms and a flag, approved at municipal level and reg-
istered in the State Heraldic Register of the Russian Federation and the Heraldic
Register of the Republic of Tatarstan.

Tatarstan on the Way to Building
Sovereign Relations

In the 1990s, after the publication of the Declaration of State Sovereignty of the
TSSR, an active movement emerged in Tatarstan aimed at implementation of
its fundamental provisions in the context of extension of political and economic
sovereignty of the republic. However, the federal leadership was taking all pos-
sible counteractions to that. In response to such counteractions, the leadership
of Tatarstan has organised in the territory of the republic — in May-June 1991 —
an actual boycott of elections of B. N. Yeltsin as the first President of Russia. In
June 1991, the social and political leaders held a nation-wide political campaign
for election of the first President of Tatarstan M.S. Shaimiev. During the election,
which took place on 12 June 1991, the peoples of Tatarstan showed solidarity
and rendered the complete support to M. S. Shaimiev: he won 70.9 % of votes
of those who took part in the election. His convincing victory in the elections

F. K. Mukhametshin, V. N. Likhachev, and so on), as well as of representatives
of different informal national (ethnic) organisations — advocates of sovereignty
of Tatarstan, the issue on the status of the republic was supported by 61.4 % of
citizens of the former autonomy from those who took part in the referendum. That
was how the peoples of the Republic of Tatarstan supported the course of the
political leadership of Tatarstan for building the democratic federative relations
with the Russian Federation on the basis of equal treaties and inter-governmen-
tal agreements.

The next step towards sovereignisation of relations became the legislative exe-
cution of political and economic sovereignty of Tatarstan. On 6 November 1992,
the new Constitution of the Republic of Tatarstan was adopted, which legally
fixed the will of citizens to turn the republic into a sovereign state. The Republic of
Tatarstan was proclaimed a democratic law-abided state that was united with the
Russian Federation by the Constitution of the Russian Federation, Constitution
of the Republic of Tatarstan, and the Treaty between the Russian Federation and
the Republic of Tatarstan “On Demarcation of Responsibilities and Mutual Dele-
gation of Authorities Between Bodies of State Power of the Russian Federation
and Bodies of State Power of the Republic of Tatarstan”. Within its authorities,
the Republic of Tatarstan independently participates in international and foreign
economic relations, concludes international agreements, exchanges representa-
tives, and participates in activity of international organisations.

The Constitution fixed the natural resources as property of the people, equality of
the forms of ownership before law, the market economy, and principles of social
justice, sovereignty of people, priority and guarantee of personal rights, nation-
al and racial equality of citizens. The Constitution underlined that Tatarstan is
a secular and social state, which rejects violence and war, renders assistance

in the development of national (ethnic) culture, language, and originality of the
Tatar people. The Tatar and Russian languages were recognised as official in the
territory of the republic.

The Constitution and other legislative acts, adopted in furtherance of the funda-
mental law (Constitution), contributed to the stabilization of the social and political
situation in Tatarstan and have its leadership the opportunity to start the talks with
special representatives of the Russian leadership. At first, the constructive negoti-
ation process was hampered by rejection of the position of the Tatarstan’s leader-
ship on the enhancement of the economic and political sovereignty of Tatarstan,
which was perceived by the Moscow negotiators as the manifestation of separat-
ism. The negotiation process was also complicated by the fact that Tatarstan did
not sign the Federative Treaty on division of powers (31 March 1992) and did not
take part in the referendum on the draft Constitution of Russia (December 1993).
After the long meetings at various levels in Moscow in 1992 — 1994 it became pos-
sible to start the talks at the highest level between the leaders of the Republic of
Tatarstan and the Russian Federation on the legalization of the new political and
economic status of the republic and division of administrative authorities and re-
sponsibilities between bodies of power of Tatarstan and Russia.

In that very special situation the bilateral federative treaty “On Demarcation of Re-
sponsibilities and Mutual Delegation of Authorities Between Bodies of State Power
of the Russian Federation and Bodies of State Power of the Republic of Tatarstan”
that was signed on 15 February 1994 in Moscow became that very first legal act
that determined the position of the republic in the Russian federal-political sys-
tem. The treaty was signed by President of the Russian Federation B. N. Yeltsin
and President of the Republic of Tatarstan M.S. Shaimiev, and the head
of governments of Russia (V. S. Chernomyrdin) and Tatarstan (M. G. Sabirov).

An important role in the emergence of that federal treaty was played by solidarity
of the multi-national society of Tatarstan and support rendered by the Tatar com-
munities from other Russian regions and, partially, from foreign countries.

The federative treaty became the first specimen of the treaty-based relations be-
tween the federal centre and a constituent entity of the federation. According to
the treaty, Tatarstan got the economic sovereignty, very special economic author-
ities, which made it possible to introduce an autonomous regime of the republic’s
life activity. The gaining by Tatarstan of economic sovereignty became that form
of compromise, to which the republic has agreed, when it recognised itself as a
region of the Russian Federation. The economic sovereignty was determined
both by the treaties and numerous agreements that were signed on behalf of the
federal centre by Russian government. As a result, Tatarstan got a significant
budgetary autonomy; its allocations to the federal budget were minimal and were
determined by bilateral agreement. The agreement of 1994 determined the con-
tributions of Tatarstan to the budget of the Russian Federation: 13 % of the profit
tax, 1 % of income tax, export/import duties, value added tax — according to tariff
that was coordinated on a monthly basis. The republic left for itself all excise tax-
es and incomes from privatisation. At the same time, it did not receive grants and
subsidies from the federal budget.

The gaining by Tatarstan of the economic and, partially, political sovereignty en-
abled the leadership of the republic to create a strong and efficient vertical of
power, the political priorities of which were the overcoming of the collapse in
the economy, ensuring an active dialogue with the society, ensuring the efficient
interaction with the federal centre and of social stability, as well as the improve-

ment of living conditions of the population. The role of the state in the economy
was made stronger; measures were taken to support the domestic producers,
and favourable conditions were being created for capital investments; where re-
quired, control over prices was being introduced.

In 1995, the republic held the elections of the State Council (Parliament) of the
Republic of Tatarstan of the first convocation. Gradually, the new parliament took
the initiative in its hands and began to actively fill the legal field of the republic’s
legislation with the new contents within its competence that was granted to it by
the treaty of 1994. The result of its parliamentary activity was the preparation
of the fundamentals of the new federal treaty on division of authorities between
bodies of state power of the Russian Federation and the Republic of Tatarstan.
On 26 June 2007, it was signed by V. V. Putin and M. S. Shaimiev and on 24 July
2007 it was approved as a federal law of the Russian Federation. It stated that
when concluding the treaty the parties proceeded from the historical, cultural,
and other peculiarities of Tatarstan and considered the implementation of trea-
ty-based relations of previous years. These treaties and other inter-governmen-
tal agreements became the starting point for stabilisation of social and political
relations between the federal centre and Tatarstan, as well as for the intensive
economic and ethno-cultural development of the republic.

Pursuing the policy of evolutional reforms made it possible to create at the State
Council of the Republic of Tatarstan and in the bodies of executive power of a
quite stable political majority on the basis of the “United Russia” party and “Ta-
tarstan — The New Century” public movement. These political forces unite the
most active portion of the multi-national society of Tatarstan.

All this made it possible to hold, on
9-13 June 1992, the Sixth International Turkological Conference in Kazan, which brought together
a broad range of representatives of many foreign countries, such as Australia, Great Britain, Hun-
gary, Germany, ltaly, Cyprus, USA, Turkey, France, Japan, etc. The conference was dedicated to
discussion of various issues related to linguistics, theory and history of literature, folklore, history
and historiography, religion, social and philosophical thought of the Turkic world, including such of
the Tatar people.

1992 became the continuation of the international forum of the Turkic peoples. The
Congress was attended by delegates from the Russian Federation and other CIS
countries, as well as from many foreign countries (Australia, Germany, China, Ro-
mania, USA, Turkey, Finland, Japan, etc.). The Congress elected the first composi-
tion of the Executive Committee of the World Congress of Tatars and its leadership
headed by I. R. Tagirov. All in all, seven congresses were held with broad partici-
pation of delegations from CIS and other foreign countries. The active participation
of the Executive Committee of the World Congress of Tatars helped organise in
Tatarstan 2 world forums of the Tatar scientists (their activity being continued within
the framework of the regular specialised international conferences and forums that
are held in Tatarstan), 7 world forums of the Tatar youth, 4 world forums of the Tatar
women, 6 All-Russian congresses of teachers of the Tatar language and literature,
7 All-Russian gatherings of the Tatar rural businessmen, and so on.

The celebrations of the jubilee of Kazan also included the holding of the re-
public’s festival, Sabantuy, with a large-scale air show that took place above
the water area of the River Kazanka, the Kremlin, and the Millennium Square
with participation of best Russian air groups of aerial acrobatics — “Russian
Knights” and “Swifts”; the holding of a Eurasian Festival of Ballooning (aero-
stats) above the Millennium Square; the water sports festival on the Lake
Kaban. Also held were numerous children’s, sports, musical, poetical, and
theatrical festivals. The record-breaking national sweet dish, Chak-Chak, its
weight being 1 tonne and its area being 13 square metres, was cooked. The
celebrations ended with the magnificent wireworks of 1 000 salvos, the larg-
est in the city’s history.

The celebrations were covered by more than 1 100 journalists who represented
federal editions, television- and radio-channels and agencies, as well as mass

media from the USA, Great Britain, Germany, France, Czech Republic, Den-
mark, Poland, Turkey, and Japan.

In the period from 1995 to 2005, when preparing for celebrations on the occasion
of the 1000th anniversary of Kazan, the city underwent a large-scale reconstruc-
tion of its historical centre (Kazan Kremlin, Kazan University, etc.). Restored and
out into operation were dozens of large public structures, projects of cultural,
sports, and transport infrastructure. The total amount of funds spent for construc-

Priority Directions and Tasks of Social
and Economic Policy

The collapse of the USSR in 1991 led to the multiple contraction of volumes
of the state orders, destruction of the system of economic ties, slowdown of the
pace of conversion and diversification of enterprises, growth of taxes, prices for
raw materials, equipment and power supply, enhancement of competition on
the part of the cheap imported goods, erosion of purchasing power of the pop-
ulation, and growth of unemployment. The largest drop in production was re-
corded in mechanical engineering — 62 %. The negative role was played, inter
alia, by the fire that took place at the engine-manufacturing plant of the Kama
automotive works in 1993. The reconstruction of the plant took time, which en-
abled competitors to win its share of the market.

The hard economic situation in the leading sectors of mechanical engineering
of Tatarstan was aggravated by the intensive curtailing of production at enterpris-
es of the military-industrial complex, which accounted for nearly 60 % of produc-
tion capacities and nearly 40 % of the total labour force employed in the manu-
facturing industry of the republic. Involved into conversion were 16 enterprises.
Maintaining their operations was a heavy burden for the republic’s budget.
In 1993 alone, nearly 20 billion roubles were allocated from the republic’s budget
to support enterprises located in the territory of Tatarstan in view of non-fulfilment
by the government of Russia of its financial obligations. The drop in production
entailed the large-scale reduction of jobs (some 397 600 lost their jobs by 1998).

The main events of that period, connected with the transition to the market-driven
economic relations and with the intensive processes of implementation of the na-
tional statehood and the establishment of the federative relations, were governed
by the aspiration of the Republic of Tatarstan for actual sovereignty that was

proclaimed in 1990 by the Declaration of State Sovereignty of the TSSR. The
Declaration opened broad opportunities for gaining by Tatarstan of economic in-
dependence. In the course of 1991 transferred to the republic’s jurisdiction were
over 100 enterprises and organisations of the industrial, transport, and building
industries. The portion of enterprises of the republic’s subordination grew from
2 10 56 %.

Unlike the economic reform of Y. T. Gaidar that was based on the princi-
ples of the “shock therapy”, Tatarstan took a number of measures that made
it possible to avoid the drastic drop in the living standards of the population.
The leadership of the Republic of Tatarstan did not follow the radical way;
it did not withdraw from the economic field and preserved for itself the admin-
istrative levers to regulate it. Using the capacities of the oil-production com-
plex, the republic’s authorities succeeded in retaining the prices for essential
food stuffs and tariffs for services. This made the social and economic model
of Tatarstan very popular and got the name of the “the smooth entering the
market economy”.

From 1992, Tatarstan, just like Russia, entered the period of privatisation
of property, which, however, was also different from federal reforms for its slow-
er pace and cautiousness. The state retained the controlling blocks of shares in
the joint stock companies that played a decisive role for the economy. The es-
tablishment of the private sector was taking place mainly in the field of services
and retail trade. The system of small- and medium-sized business was shaping
up very actively in these fields of economic activity. As early as in the middle
of 1992 Tatarstan already had over 2 000 small-sized enterprises. In 2018,
some 171 000 small- and medium-sized businesses were engaged in econom-
ic activity in the territory of the republic, their turnover totalling 1 468.8 billion
roubles.

Thanks to the policy of the “smooth entering the market economy”, the drop in
production was stopped by 1995. The same year the republic even faced a cer-
tain growth in industrial production, which was ensured by the finished drop in oil
production in Tatarstan that took almost 20 years. “Tatneft” Joint Stock Company
headed by R. G. Galeyev managed to achieve notable success in oil production
and in oil sales. In 2007, Tatarstan produced the three billionth tonne of crude
oil. Tatneft was the first among Russian oil companies to list to be listed at the
London Stock Exchange and its shares were admitted for trade at this reputable
stock exchange. Two years later they became listed at the most prestigious New
York Stock Exchange. Securities of Tatneft were purchased by more than two
hundred investment companies of the USA and Europe. The oil company from
Tatarstan gained international fame.

The entire economic policy of the republic was being built on the relevant legisla-
tive basis. The main ideas of the legislative framework rested on the implemen-
tation of principles of the market economy, but with the retaining of control on the
part of the state, i. e. those were the reforms of a centrist type. Tatarstan devel-
oped and adopted the laws on the land relations earlier than the corresponding
federal laws were adopted. The regional laws were related to private ownership
of land, privatisation, the use of subsurface resources, small business, “Alabuga”
Free Economic Zone, energy- and resource-saving, and so on. A special role un-
der the conditions of drastic drop in prices for hydrocarbons (oil, gas, etc.) at the
end of the 1990s (8 — 10 dollars per barrel) was played by the law of the Republic
of Tatarstan “On Oil and Gas”, which helped preserve the volumes of oil produc-
tion and ensured the profitable operation of Tatneft.

In 1997, Tatarstan adopted the state programme of economic and social prog-
ress targeted at the creation of a socially oriented economy that would be in-
tegrated into the global economy. The implementation of the programme was
very much aggravated by the August default of 1998, when, as a result of eco-
nomic measures of the Russian government, the exchange rate of rouble fell

catastrophically. At the end of the 20th century, the manifestations of crisis in the
economy of Tatarstan did not reduce, but rather increased. Prices kept on grow-
ing, and so did the unemployment. However, despite the hard situation, Tatarstan
was implementing large-scale investment projects. The most significant among
them were the construction of the underground, “Kazan” international airport and
of a 14-km-long bridge across the River Kama.

The most important economic task was to support the domestic producers.
As a result, the production at enterprises of mechanical engineering sector
has revived visibly. The republic developed and organised the manufacture
of modern Tu-214 passenger plane, “Ansat” helicopter, and so on. At the end
of the 1990s, the new strategy was outlined for the development of the oil in-
dustry. The construction of an oil refinery was started in Nizhnekamsk. At the
same time, Tatarstan was also implementing important social programmes
that were adopted in the form of laws for liquidation of dilapidated housing,
gas infrastructure development in the rural areas, construction of roads, and
installation of telephone system. The delays in payment of pensions and
wages to public employees were liquidated at the turn of 1999 and 2000.

An important role in the revitalisation of the economy of Tatarstan was
played by the bilateral federal treaty of 1994 on division of authorities and
by other intergovernmental agreements that enabled the republic to in-
dependently dispose of its natural resources in its territory. What was the
most important was that Tatarstan was able to independently control the
production and sales of its natural resources, first of all, of oil and products
of oil and gas refining. The right to participate in international relations and
the independent pursuing of foreign economic activity that was gained by
Tatarstan in the course of the Moscow talks in the first half of the 1990s has
accelerated considerably the involvement of its industrial sector in Russian
and international market relations. This made it possible to significantly
strengthen the intra-republic’s cooperation and helped many enterprises
to master the manufacture of equipment for oil-, gas- and petrochemical
industry, as well as to expand their international cooperation with the CIS
and other foreign countries.

In the early 21st century, the economy of Tatarstan showed a notable structural
and innovative growth: built were such large industrial complexes as oil refineries
of TAIF-NK company, the plant for production of electrical, heating, and building
products of INVENT Group of Companies in Kazan, Ford Sollers joint venture for
manufacture of Ford motor vehicles in Naberezhnye Chelny and Yelabuga, the
complex of petrochemical and oil-refining plants of TANECO Company, the plant
for production of solid metal cord tyres in Nizhnekamsk, a complex for production
of ammonia, methanol, and granulated urea in Mendeleyevsk, and so on.

Tatarstan created a powerful network of Technoparks and technopolises: “ldea”,
“Khimgrad”, IT-Park in Kazan, “Master” in Naberezhnye Chelny, “Kamskiye
Polyany” in the Nizhnekamsky District, Innopolis University and “Innopolis”
Special Economic Zone in the Verkhneuslonsky District. Tatarstan is home to
the Russia’s largest industrial production special economic zone — “Alabuga’.
Another priority for the Republic of Tatarstan is the sphere of nanotechnologies
and smart materials.

The capital industrial construction and residential construction became one
of the biggest achievements of Tatarstan in the 1990 —2000s. Successfully im-
plemented in 1996 — 2004 was the republic’s programme of liquidation of dilap-
idated housing in Tatarstan, which helped move over 40 000 families living in
Kazan and in other towns of the republic to new flats with all modern conve-
niences. Starting from mid-2000s, the republic has been implementing a national
project titled “Affordable and Comfortable Housing to Citizens of Russia” that
includes measures encouraging residential construction in regions of the Rus-
sian Federation, aimed at construction of housing for young families and other
categories of citizens that have rights for benefits, as well as such that are aimed
at upgrading of the communal infrastructure. All in all, 4 074 citizens moved to
new flats under the programme of residential construction for veterans of the
Great Patriotic War and families equaled with them. Under the programme of
major repairs, carried out in Tatarstan over the period from 2008 to 2012 were
the works at more than 13 400 residential houses with the total area of over 11.4

At the beginning of the 21st century agriculture was still one of the main industries
of the economy of Tatarstan and is still playing the main role in provision of the repub-
lic's population, as well as, partially, the citizens of the other regions of the Russian
Federation, with foodstuffs, and of the country’s industrial sector — with raw materi-
als. Its backbone is formed by plant-growing, mainly grain-growing. Well-developed
are also potato, vegetable, and beetroot farming, and fodder production. The ba-
sis of cattle-breeding in Tatarstan is formed by meat-and-dairy cattle, poultry-, and
pig-farming. Quite well-developed are also horse-, sheep-, animal, and fish-breeding
sectors, and beekeeping. A mixed type of economic activity has evolved in the agrar-
ian sector of the Tatarstan’s economy, in which a significant role is played, along with
holdings and different types of investors, by peasant (farmers) households, fami-
ly-run farms, and personal small-holdings of the rural population.

The state support of agriculture became an important distinctive feature of the
economic policy of Tatarstan in the period of formation of the market economy.
The republic’s budget provided funds for all main lines of development of the
agrarian production. Considerable amounts in foreign currencies were allocat-
ed for purchase of imported technologies, machinery, plant-protecting agents,
seeds, pedigree livestock, as well as for improvement of the material and techni-
cal base of meat-processing combines, dairy plants, sugar plants, and other ag-
ricultural processing enterprises. Actively developing in the agrarian sector was
cooperation with foreign companies. As a result, agriculture of Tatarstan man-
aged to smooth down the destructive tendencies that became quite visible in the
1990s in the development of the agro-industrial complex of Russia. In 1996, the
republic ranked first in the Russian Federation in gross grain production (6 million

In the subsequent years, the
annual grain production totalled, in average, 4 —4.5 million tonnes. A portion of
the produced agricultural products is exported beyond the borders of Tatarstan.

Tatarstan produces over 4 % of agricultural output of the Russian Federation
and ranks fifth in this respect among Russian regions. Over the last decade, Ta-
tarstan has the best results among republics and regions of the Volga Federal
District in production of sugar beet, potato, cattle and poultry products.

A significant role in the development of the economy of the Republic of Tatarstan is played by trade and economic relations
with the CIS and other foreign countries. Starting from the 1990a, the leadership of the republic pursues an active policy in
the field of establishing partnership relations with different countries of the world and their enterprises and organisations. As
at the beginning of the 21st century, Tatarstan concluded over 100 international treaties, agreements, and protocols. Direct
contractual relationships were established with many regions of the Russian Federation and CIS countries (Azerbaijan, Bye-
lorussia, Kazakhstan, Kyrgyzstan, Turkmenistan, Ukraine, etc.), with more than 20 foreign countries (Hungary, Germany, Iran,
Canada, the Netherlands, Poland, Turkey, Japan, etc.). The leading exporters of Tatarstan take part on regular basis in the
largest international exhibitions and fairs, including EXPO World’s Fair, annual Hannover Messe, IDEX International Defence
Exhibition in the Middle East. The commodity pattern of export is dominated by crude oil and petrochemical products. The
largest portion of imports is represented by products of mechanical engineering and machine tool building. The active trade
relations with Tatarstan are maintained by organisations from over 130 foreign countries. Working in foreign countries are also
a number of enterprises that were established with participation of OJSC Tatneft: in Syria, Turkmenistan, Ukraine, Republic of
Belarus and of PJSC KamAZ: in Vietnam, India, Iran, Pakistan, and Kazakhstan.

Science, Education, and Culture

Following the collapse of the common Soviet state system of research activi-
ty that took many decades to develop, the 1990s saw the drastic curtailment
of work of many research and development institutes and laboratories in Ta-
tarstan, the narrowing of subject matters of applied and fundamental research,
reduction of the number of scientific workers. Under such hard conditions for
the Tatarstan’s science, the leadership of the republic made a number of fate-
ful decisions. A special place among them belongs to the decision to establish
the Academy of Sciences of the Republic of Tatarstan (October 1991), which
played a decisive role for the preservation of the scientific potential and further
development of the research activity. The Academy was entrusted to M. K. Kha-
sanov, a well-known statesman. It united different scientific and academic re-
search institutions engaged in fundamental and applied research. At the same
time, it organised different forms of funding of their research activity and coor-
dinated research and development work carried out in the main lines of devel-
opment of the industrial and agricultural production, as well as the development
for such of science-intensive and high-technology means and materials (sub-
stances). The creation of the Academy of sciences of the Republic of Tatarstan
and the formation under its umbrella of independent research and development
institutes became one of the first and important signs of sovereignisation of Ta-
tarstan.

The present-day Tatarstan has created a well-developed network of institutions
of higher education that are engaged in training and re-training of highly skilled
specialists for various sectors of practical and scientific activity. As at the beginning
of 2019, Tatarstan had 16 state institutions of higher education with 21 branches
and 11 private universities with 11 branches. Emergence of the new universities
and the reorganisation of the old ones and their commercialisation made it possible
to expand considerably the coverage of students with universities and institutes
and increase their number. The system of higher education of the republic currently
unites over 170 000 students. The institutions of higher education of Tatarstan
are also open to students and post-graduate students from other regions of the
Russian Federation, CIS and other foreign countries.

The 1990s have radically affected the system of general education schools,
secondary specilaised colleges and vocational technical colleges, as well as of
departmental children’s pre-school institutions. In the course of reformation of
the Soviet system of education, the new forms of educational institutions have
appeared in Tatarstan: gymnasiums, colleges, lyceums, specialised schools,
as well as private educational institutions. As at the beginning of 2018, the re-
public had 72 secondary vocational colleges (66 000 students), 1403 gener-
al education schools (some 375 000 pupils), and 1 887 pre-school institutions

The ideological transformations that occurred in the multi-national society
of Tatarstan were also reflected in the art of writers and publicists. At the turn
of the 20th and 21st centuries, the national literature showed the strengthen-
ing of tendencies aimed at revival of the ethnic self-consciousness of the Ta-
tars and regaining of the forgotten spiritual values. The Tatar prose assumed
responsibility for revision of the Soviet ideological values, for assessment of
the totalitarian system, having returned to the principles of the classical re-
alism (F. Sadriev, F. Safin, F. Bairamova, and so on). The quasi-metaphorical
prose that arose as a result of a “dialogue with chaos” on the basis of a literary
myth or historical material, fictional or mystic perceptions becomes a mirror
image of the society (Z. Khakim, M. Kabirov, and so on). Just like in prose, the
poetry, along with romanticism (R. Valeyev, M. Galiev, and so on), showed the
shift towards post-modernism (R. Zaidoullah, R. Aimet, L. Gibadoullina, and
so on). In the field of dramaturgy, the authors showed the inclination towards
the use of archetypes, mythology, and symbolic forms, towards the creation
of a “tragic” model of the world, as well as towards the “absurd” picture of
the present times (M. Gilyazov, |. Zaini, and so on). In the plays created by
T. Minnullin sounding sharply were the problems of revival and preservation
of the nation. The works of the Tatar literature are being actively published
and translated into other languages of peoples of Tatarstan, Russia, and for-
eign countries.

The profound changes in life of Tatarstan at the turn of the 20th and 21st cen-
turies led to changes in the structure and contents of the periodical press. For
the first time ever, the literary magazine, “Idel”, intended for young people be-
gan to be published in the Tatar and Russian languages (from 1989). The oth-
er notable events in the public life of the 1990s included “Kazan” and “Miras”
magazines. Opened to everybody were the periodical editions of social and

political organisations (“News of the Tatar Public Centre”, “Independence”, “The
Word of a Communist”, “Sovereignty”, and so on) and private editions. The other
popular editions that appeared at that period included “Time and Money”, the
newspaper for business circles, and various advertising editions. The leading
periodicals in Tatarstan included such newspapers as “Vatanym Tatarstan”, “Re-
public of Tatarstan”, “Tatarstan Yashlere”, “Medeni Zhomga”, “Shakhri Kazan”,
“Evening Kazan”, “Kazan Bulletin”. Much more popular became such magazines
as “Tatarstan”, “Kazan Utlary”, “Kazan”, “Magarif’, “Syuyumbike”, “Idel”. In the
1990s, much broader became the range of editions published in the other towns
of Tatarstan: in Almetyevsk, Zelenodolsk, Naberezhnye Chelny, Nizhnekamsk.
Many city and district newspapers changed their names and improved the qual-
ity of their materials. As at the beginning of 2018, Tatarstan had some 800 print-
ed mass media, including 186 newspapers and 70 magazines in the Tatar lan-

guage, 5 newspapers in the Chuvash language, and 1 — in the Udmurt language.

In the beginning of the 21st century the unprecedented growth was also record-
ed in mass media of Tatarstan. In 2017, registered were 1193 mass media,
including 144 TV channels and TV programmes, 155 radio-channels and ra-
dio programmes, 96 electronic periodicals, and 18 news agencies. The lead-
ing TV-channels of Tatarstan include “Tatarstan”, “TNV”, “TNV-Planet”, “Efir”; ra-
dio-companies — “Tatar Radiosy”, “Bolgar Radiosy”, “BIM-Radio”. “TNV” TV and
Broadcasting Company broadcasts its programmes in the Tatar language for
European part of Russia, the Urals, West Siberia, the Far East, CIS countries,
Eastern and central Europe, North India, China, and Japan. Working in Tatarstan
are the regional representative offices of such news agencies as Interfax, RIA
Novosti, ITAR-TASS, Prime, RBK-Tatarstan, as well as editorial offices of a num-
ber of federal editions.

In the period between 1990s and 2010s, the monumental and urban architecture
were booming in Tatarstan and reached their peak. The typical features of that pro-
cess included the reconstruction and further improvement of city centres, intensive
building of new offices, banks, retail trade centres, comfortable residential houses de-
signed under individual and standard designs. Rapidly recovering were the once lost
functions of the old and the construction of the new religious buildings, many foreign
firms were attracted for construction of public buildings; the architects were actively
seeking national (ethnic) and regional peculiarities of architectural solutions.

The outlook of Kazan has changed drastically at the turn of the 20th and 21st cen-
turies. The new residential complexes were erected: Azino-1, Azino-2, Suvorovsky,
Magellan, The Seventh Heaven, The Sunny City, The 21st Century, and so on.
There emerged the unique public and commercial/entertainment complexes: The
Pyramid, Korston, Park House, Tandem, and so on, multi-functional sports com-
plexes: Basket-Hall, Tatneft-Arena, Raketa, and so on. Timed for the millennium
anniversary of Kazan were the opening of Millennium, the unique bridge across the
River Kazanka, the first line of the Kazan underground, and the new hippodrome.

The Kremlin became the largest tourist attraction and a public centre of Kazan, the
main structures of which underwent restoration and, partially, reconstruction. Recon-
structed was the Kul Sharif Mosque, which became one of the main sightseeing of the
city. Established in the Kremlin close to the date of celebrating the 1000th anniversary
were the Museum of History of Statehood of the Tatar People and the Republic of Ta-
tarstan, Hermitage-Kazan Centre (a branch of the State Hermitage), the Cannon Yard,
the Museum of Natural History of Tatarstan, the Museum of Islamic Culture, and the
Memorial Museum of the Great Patriotic War. The Kazan Kremlin was included on the
UNESCO World Heritage List.

The profound changes that took place in the social and political life of the
late 1980s and 1990s favourably affected the state of affairs in the field of
museum activity in Tatarstan. The opening of the “Kazan” National Cultur-
al Centre became an important event in the cultural life of the republic, just
like the opening of the Iski-Kazan Historical, Cultural, and Nature Museum
Reserve. In the period between the 1990s and 2010s, a broad network
of new museums of regional studies and memorials was created in the
towns and villages of Tatarstan. The leading role among them belongs to
the national Museum of the Republic of Tatarstan and the State Museum
of Fine Arts of the Republic of Tatarstan. Over that period, the national
Museum of the Republic of Tatarstan underwent significant changes: its
building got a new look after the capital overhaul. Drastic changes took
place in its exposition. The centralised base of the museum was essential
for the establishment in Kazan of the Musa Jalil Memorial Flat, Gabdoul-
lah Tukay Literary Museum, Salikh Saidashev Museum, Y. A. Boratynsky
Museum, and so on. As at the beginning of 2019, Tatarstan had 152 mu-
seum institutions, including 59 museums of regional history and studies,
12 memorial and 5 fine arts museums. The museums of the republic con-
duct research and development work, and are engaged in the enlighten-
ment, collection, and restoration activity. They hold the Gorky, Kameney,
Saidashev, Tukay, and Chaliapin readings, the Musa Jalil Memorial Day,
and other events. Together with the large museums of the country, they
carry out various exposition/exhibition events.

In 2014, Kazan was declared the cultural capital of the Turkic world by de-
cision of the Permanent Council of Ministers of member-countries of the
International Organisation of Turkic Culture (TURKSQY).

The establishment in 2010 of the Republic’s Foundation for Restoration
of Monuments of History and Culture of the Republic of Tatarstan be-
came an important event in the social and cultural life of Tatarstan. Its
main purpose is contributing to the preservation, reconstruction, and
restoration of the Bolgar Historical and Cultural Museum Reserve, to
the architectural and artistic revival of the Island Town of Sviyazhsk
State Historical and Architectural Museum. Its activity is being carried
out under the slogan “From Heart for Heart”. Implemented within the
project were the reconstruction and construction of 30 projects in Bol-
gar and 31 projects in Sviyazhsk. In the 2010s, reconstructed in Bol-
gar were the Black, the White, and the Eastern Chambers, the Khan’s
Shrine, the Eastern and the Northern Mausoleums; constructed were
the Memorial Sign in honour of adoption of Islam in the Volga Bulgaria
in 922, the Museum of the Bulgar Civilisation, the Museum of Bread,
the Healer's House, trade shops; restored was the Khan’s Palace; re-
stored in Sviyazhsk were the Merchant Kamenev's House, the Mon-
astery College; reconstructed was the Stable Yard; and a river station
was built.

The works for the preservation of the historical and cultural heritage of
the peoples of Tatarstan were highly estimated by Russian and foreign
public. On 28 August 2012, Sviyazhsk and Bolgar were visited by Pres-
ident of the Russian Federation V. V. Putin. He highly estimated the re-
constructed and the newly built projects. The Bolgar Architectural and
Historical Complex (2014), the Dormition of the Theotocos Cathedral
in the Island Town of Sviyazhsk (2017) were included on the UNESCO
World Heritage List. The Republic of Tatarstan became the winner of
the prestigious national award named Russian Event Awards-2017.

Spiritual Revival is the Solid Basis for Well-being
and Prosperity of Peoples of the Republic

The cultural phenomenon of the model of Tatarstan as the region with two ap-
proximately equal communities representing two largest confessions of Russia —
Orthodox Christianity and Islam — is in the successful ensuring the social and
ethno-cultural stability. The present-day Tatarstan is the leading region in the
number of registered religious organisations in Russia. In the 1990s, the political
guidelines related to attitude to religion have changed drastically in the Russian
Federation and the Republic of Tatarstan: the freedom of conscience was pro-
claimed, the old temples were being returned to believers and the new temples
were being built on a broad scale.

Muslim communities are united under the umbrella of the Muslim Spiritual
Board of the Republic of Tatarstan. In the early 1990s, there were 24 function-
ing mosques in the territory of Tatarstan, of which 3 were in Kazan. At the end
of 2018, the Muslim Spiritual Board united 1428 mosques, 12 prayer rooms,
including 52 mosques and 7 prayer rooms in Kazan. The new mosques, such
as Kul Sharif, Ramazan, Bulgar in Kazan, Ak Mechet in Bolgar, Zhamig in Ye-
labuga, Tauba and Ikhlas in Naberezhnye Chelny, the Cathedral Mosque in
Nizhnekamsk, and the R. G. Galeyev Mosque in Almetyevsk became the true
ornaments of the cities. In the number of mahallas, the republic ranks second
in Russia.

The opening in 2017 of the Bolgar Islamic Academy became a notable event
for the entire Muslim world. The Academy is a unique scientific and education-
al, spiritual and enlightenment centre. Its opening made it possible to complete

the process of formation of the three-layered system of domestic Islamic educa-
tion (madrasah, university, Academy). In 2018, Tatarstan had some 700 cours-
es at mosques, 9 madrasahs, and the Russian Islamic Institute, which employ
220 teachers and teach over 4 000 Shakirds.

Also considerable is the contribution of the Muslim Spiritual Board of the Re-
public of Tatarstan to the spiritual and religious enlightenment of the Tatar pop-
ulation. In 2018, the Khuzur Publishing House published 53 titles of books with
the total circulation of some 213 000 to enlighten Muslims and to ignite in them
the interest in their national culture and to encourage them to develop it. Nearly
a half of all editions are the works created by such representatives of the Tatar
spiritual heritage and Muslim theology as Abu Khanifa, Maturidi, Tahawi, al-Gaz-
nawi, S. Marjani, and so on. Another line of business of the mentioned publishing
house is the publication of the enlightenment and educational literature. In 2018,
it published 21 titles of educational and methodical guides for madrasahs, imams
and institutions of higher education, as well as the works on the history of Islam
and dictionaries.

The Tatar Islamic High Council implements various media projects. Muslim pe-
riodicals, such as Iman and so on, are being published in the Tatar and Russian
languages, and Shura almanac — in the Tatar language. The creation, in 2018,
of Khuzur TV channel became another large-scale project: the area covered by
the channel embraces Tatarstan, Bashkortostan, Nizhny Novgorod, Orenburg,
and Moscow Regions.

Muslim festivals are an inseparable part of the Islamic canonical rituals, such as
pilgrimage, prayer, fasting or giving alms. The main festivals of Islam are inter-

and onliness of Allah: his eternity, justice, and omnipotence; predestination. The
Muslim holidays that are most respected by the Tatar population of the republic
are Kurban-Bairam, Uraza-Bairam, Mawlid, Miraj, and so on.

Tatarstan is also the spiritual centre of the Orthodox Christianity. The leading role
in life of the local Christian community is played by the Tatarstan’s Metropolis of

in the village of Balchikly, the church of the Venerable Sergius of Radonezh in
the urban type settlement of Aktyubinsky became the important spiritual centres
of Orthodoxy in Tatarstan. In 1996, the Chuvash prayer congregation was estab-
lished at the Church of the Holy Martyr Paraskeva Pyatnitsa in Kazan. Actively
revived in Tatarstan are the Orthodox temples — the project of reconstruction
(from 2015) of the cathedral of Our Lady of Kazan of the Kazan Virgin Monastery
became a kind of a miracle. In 2000, reconstructed in Sviyazhsk were the wood-
en Trinity Church, the Church of Sts. Constantine and Helen, the Brethren’s and
Archimandrite’s Buildings of the Assumption Monastery, and so on. Functioning
from 1998 is the Kazan Seminary, which is a kind of a successor of the Kazan
Seminary that was closed in 1921. It trains theologians and clergymen for the
Orthodox practice.

In addition to that, registered in the Republic of Tatarstan are 64 Protestant, 5 Old
Rite (of Russian Orthodox Old Rite Church and Pomorian Old Orthodox Church),
2 Catholic, 1 Judaic, and 10 parishes of other confessions; almost all of them
have their own religious institutions.

The most respected religious holidays of the Orthodox population of Tatarstan
are Christmas, Epiphany, Presentation of Christ, Annunciation, Easter, Feast of
the Holy Trinity, Transfiguration of Christ, Nativity of the Theotokos, Protection
of the Blessed Virgin; of the Judaists — Pesah (Jewish Easter), Hanukkah (the
festival of light and warmth).

The leaders of Tatarstan take an active part in the significant religious events,
which include the congresses of the Muslim Spiritual Board of the Republic of
Tatarstan, the All-Russian forums of the Tatar clergy “national Originality and
Religion”, “Izge Bolgar Jienny”, festivals of chimes “Alexeyevskiye Perezvony”,
meet with the heads of different local confessions, attend religious educational

Sports and physical culture have old traditions in the Republic of Tatarstan. Ka-
zan has rightly won the title of the “sports capital of Russia”. In the last few
decades, sportsmen and sport clubs of the republic achieved great success in
prestigious All-Russian and international competitions. Kazan ranks second in
the number of sport facilities and successful sport clubs, as well as in the num-
ber of large-scale international competitions, yielding to Moscow only. In 2005,
the republic won the First National Award “Gallery of Russian Olympic Glory” for
the development of the Olympic and Paralympic movement, sports, and sports
industry.

During the Soviet period, the state paid great attention to sports. It was the object
of a targeted state policy. As a result, the physical cultural and sports movement

The titles of the honoured coach of
the USSR were awarded to 8 people, of the honoured coach of the RSFSR -
to 47 people.

At the turn of the 20th and 21st centuries, sport became one of the main
means of promotion and popularisation of the image of the Republic of Ta-
tarstan at the All-Russian and international levels. One of the most encour-
aging factors of development of physical culture and sports in the republic
became the holding in Tatarstan of the most important All-Russian compe-
titions (championships of Russia in figure skating in 2003, 2006, and 2009,
track and field athletics in 2008, 2014, and 2018) and international compe-
titions (Universiade 2013, FINA World Aquatics Championships 2015, FIFA
World Cup 2018, etc.).

The first large-scale international sports event that discovered Tatarstan to the
world sports public was the 27th Summer Universiade 2013 that was held in
Kazan. Reconstructed in the course of preparing for that event were 34 sports
projects, built were 30 modern sports facilities, including Kazan Arena football
stadium (for 45 000 visitors), Tennis Academy (7 200), “St. Petersburg” Vol-
leyball Centre (5 166), Palace of Water Sports (3 500), Gymnastics Centre
(3 200), Centre for Box and Table Tennis (1 980), Centre for Rowing Sports
(1 065), “Sviyaga” Trap Shooting Centre (350), “Akcharlak” and “Burevestnik”
roofed swimming pools, “KAl Olymp” cultural and sports complex, “Ak Bure”,
“Bustan”, “Triumph”, and “Vatan” sports complexes. In addition to that, built
was the Village of the Universiade that covered the area of 53 hectares and
included 20 accommodation blocks (for 13 500 people). A large-scale recon-
struction of the city transport and road infrastructure was organised: recon-
structed and/or built were the second line of the Kazan underground, Kazan
international airport and Kazan-1 Railway Station, intermodal railroad line “Ka-
zan-Airport’, and Kazan-2 transit-exchange railroad/bus station.

Universiade 2013 was held on 5—17 July 2013 and covered 27 sports. It set
the records in the number of medals in competition — 351 sets, in the number of
participants — 11 778 (7 980 sportsmen and 3 798 officials) from 160 countries,
as well as in the number of medals that were won by team Russia (155 gold,
75 silver and 62 bronze medals). Sportsmen from Tatarstan (all in all there were
51 of them) won 20 gold, 10 silver and 10 bronze medals. Over 800 000 people
watched the competition. The television audience of Universiade 2013 totalled
3 billion people in more than 100 countries. Attracted for the holding of the
Universiade were 19 970 volunteers from 37 regions of Russia and 38 foreign
countries. Over 150 000 tourists visited Kazan. For the first time in history of the
Universiade a project titled “Cultural Universiade” was implemented, which in-
cluded the national festival, Sabantuy, international festivals (the Feodor Chali-
apin Opera Festival, the Rudolf Nureyev Ballet Festival, and so on) and various
concerts.

During the 7th ceremony of awarding the international award for achievements
in the field of sports management (London, United Kingdom, 2013), Kazan won
a special prize as the best place for holding of international sports events, and
Universiade 2013 was recognised as the winner in the categories “Most Innova-
tive Event” and “Image of the Event”.

The 16th FINA World Aquatics Championships were held in Kazan from 24 July to
9 August 2015. The record-breaking number of sets of medals were awarded (75, in-
cluding 42 in swimming); the record-breaking number of participants took part in the
event (some 2 500) from the record-breaking number of countries (190). The com-
petitions in 6 water sports (swimming, open water swimming, platform diving and
high-diving, synchronous swimming, and water polo) took place at three main are-
nas: Kazan Arena, Palace of Water Sports, and in the territory of the embankment
and in a portion of the water area of the River Kazanka near the Kremlin. For the first
time in history of the championships, the mixed (woman and man) duets took part in
the synchronous swimming, and medal events were held in mixed team disciplines
in the relevant sports. All in all, 12 world records were set during the world champion-
ships. The competitions were broadcast and covered by some 100 world television
companies and over 1 200 journalists. For the first time in history of the world aquat-
ics championships, two temporary 50-metre swimming pools were erected on Kazan
Arena football stadium: the main swimming pool for competitions and the auxiliary
one that was used mainly for practicing. Timed to the holding of the championships
were also the 33rd International Festival of Cinematographic and Television Sport
Movies FICTS Challenge 2015 (for the first time it was held not in Milan, which is the
usual place of its holding) and the main republic’s Sabantuy. FINA President Julio
Maglione called that championship the best in the history of FINA.

The holding of the large-scale international sports competitions not only improves
the sports and cultural infrastructure, but also contributes to the development
of various sports. As at the beginning of 2019, Tatarstan was developing over
100 sports, of which some 50 were Olympic sports. From the late 1990s, profes-
sional sports clubs from Tatarstan that play in the super leagues of game sports
entered the lists of the strongest and most popular teams in the country, having
attracted the best country’s and foreign players and coaches. The many-times
winners and medallists of championships of Russia, international tournaments,
winners of prestigious European and world cups were such clubs as Ak Bars (ice
hockey), Rubin (football), Unics (basketball), Sintez (water polo), Zenit-Kazan
(men’s volleyball), Dynamo-Kazan (women's volleyball, grass hockey, and bandy).

The achievements of local sportsmen and the holding of large-scale international
tournaments contribute to the popularisation of physical culture among the popula-
tion. In 2010-2018, the portion of the population that took part in various physical
training and sports activities on a systematic basis grew by 22 % (from 23.15 % up
to 45.7 %, respectively); engaged in sports activity are over 1.6 million citizens. Fol-
lowing the results of the nation-wide vote, Tatarstan won the first place in the cat-
egory “Best Russian Region in the Field of Physical Training and Sports in 2018”.

The Model of Tatarstan for Development
of Multi-national Society

Historically, Tatarstan has been home to many peoples; living in its territory are
173 ethnoses. Living together for centuries are the Tatars, Bashkirs, Chuvash-
es, Udmurts, Mari, Mordovians, Russians, Ukrainians, and representatives of
dozens of other nations. Today, the national variety is a common phenomenon
not only in the cities of the republic, but also in in its municipal; districts and rural
settlements. This is to a great degree explained by successful social and eco-
nomic development of Tatarstan, which makes it considerably more attractive for
working and living. Over the last decade the inflow of migrants to the republic
has grown almost 2.5 times. In Tatarstan, they believe that happy are those who
respects the traditions of their mothers and fathers, knows his or her mother
tongue, and for this reason they do everything to help people feel the warmth of
their native home even when they are far from their motherland.

Living in Tatarstan is the great number of peoples that have much in common,
but who at the same time know their distinctive ethno-cultural features that help
each nationality to preserve their ethnic peculiarities, traditions, and elements of
their original cultures. The Tatars are the indigenous people of the republic and
account for 53.1 % of its population. They have their own national traditions and
festivals, many of which are still celebrated. The portion of the Russians in Ta-
tarstan makes up 39.7 %. Considering the fact that the number of the Russians
is quite large, a certain mixture of cultures has taken place in Tatarstan. The
Chuvashes, being the third largest ethnic group (3 %), play, just like the other
indigenous small peoples, a notable role in the cultural, economic, and political
life of the republic. The next largest people that lives in Tatarstan are the Udmurts

From the olden times Tatarstan has been inhabited by the Armenians (5 987 peo-
ple), Byelorussians (4 592), Jews (2 624), Germans (2 220), and Assyrians. The
migration of the last decades resulted in the multiple growth of the Azerbaijani
(9 527), Uzbek (8 881), Tajik (5 859), Kazakh (1 758), Georgian (1 478), and Kyr-
gyz (1 156) communities. The major portion of people from these communities
lives in Kazan, Naberezhnye Chelny, Nizhmekamsk, Almetyevsk, and Bugulma.

For a number of natural-historical and economic reasons the indigenous peoples
are distributed in the territory of Tatarstan in a dispersed way. The main area in-
habited mainly by the Tatar people if the so-called Zakazanye — a vast territory
to the north and north-east of Kazan, as well as the east and the south of the
republic. The Tatars prevail in the major portion of districts and cities, and their
number has grown in almost entire territory of the republic.

The Russians are slightly prevailing in the municipals districts located on both
banks of the Volga and the Kama: in the Alexeyevsky District they account for
58.6 %, in Bugulminsky District — for 56.6 %, in Verkhneuslonsky District — for
65.8 %, in the Yelabuzhsky District — for 51.7 %, in the Zelenodolsky District — for
56.2 %, in the Laishevsky District — for 55.1 %, in the Novosheshminsky District —
for 50.9 %, in the Spassky District — for 67.6 %, in the Chistopolsky District — for
55.4 % of the total population. They also prevail among urban population. The
population of Kazan has the following ethnic breakdown: Russians account for
48.6 %, the Tatars — for 47.6 %. In Naberezhnye Chelny, the Tatars are slightly

The remote districts in the south-west of the republic are traditionally inhabited by
the Chuvashes and Mordovians, the north-west districts — by the Mari, and the
north-east districts — by the Udmurts. The large portion of them lives in the municipal
districts of Tatarstan: the Chuvashes live in the Aksubayevsky comprising 44.0 %
of its population, in Drozhzhanovsky District they account for 41.1 %, in Nurlatsky
District — for 25.3 %, in the Cheremshansky District — for 22.8 %, in the Tetyushsky
District — for 20.9 %, in the Buinsky District — for 19.9 %, in the Alkeyevsky District —
for 19.2 %; the Udmurts live in the Kukmorsky District comprising — 14.0 % of its
population, in the Baltasinsky District they account for — 11.9 %, in the Agryzsky
District — for 6.4 %, in the Bavlinsky District — for 5.6 %; the Mordovians live in the

of transformations aimed at the preservation of the inter-ethnic peace and concord.
Securing the full rights and freedoms of man, citizen and equality of peoples contribut-
ed to the preservation and development of historical, national, and spiritual traditions,
cultures, languages, to ensuring the civil concord in Tatarstan. The active interaction
of all religious confessions helped the republic to adopt a number of the state pro-
grammes. Currently implemented are 3 state programmes and 6 sub-programmes
with the annual funding totalling over 330 million roubles. They encourage the devel-
opment of national cultures and spirituality; the preservation of the inter-ethnic and
inter-religious concord; and combatting extremism and terrorism.

An important role in the consolidation of the multi-ethnic society of the Republic of
Tatarstan is played by Congresses of Peoples of Tatarstan. The First Congress of
Peoples of Tatarstan was organised in 1992 on the initiative and with participation
of the first President of the Republic of Tatarstan M. S. Shaimiev. The creation in
the republic of the Association of national and Cultural Unions became an import-
ant result of the First Congress in 1992 (from 2007, the Assembly of Peoples of
Tatarstan) and of the first House of Friendship of Peoples in Kazan (in 1999). In
2007 and in 2017, the Second and the Third Congresses of Peoples of Tatarstan
were held, which became a kind of a movement for inter-ethnic tolerance and mu-
tual respect between peoples that inhabit the republic.

Significantly more became the role of such institutes of the civic society as the
Assembly of Peoples of Tatarstan, the World Congress of the Tatars, The Public
Chamber of the Republic of Tatarstan, Muslim Spiritual Board of the Republic of
Tatarstan, and the Tatar Metropolitanate of the Russian Orthodox Church in en-
suring the inter-ethnic concord in the republic. Considerably broader became the
infrastructure of the Assembly of Peoples of Tatarstan, the forms and the scale
of its activity have changed, uniting over 210 national and cultural unions. As at

the beginning of 2019, operating in Tatarstan have been 8 Houses of Friendship
of Peoples — in Kazan, Naberezhnye Chelny, Nizhnekamsk, Aznakayevo, Leni-
nogorsk, Mendeleyevsk, Nurlat, and Tetyushi, which provide the state support to
public national and cultural organisations in their activity aimed at preservation
and development of cultures of peoples of Tatarstan. In addition to that, the “Our
House — Tatarstan” magazine is being published in the republic.

The great role in the ethno-cultural consolidation of the Tatar people in the early
21st century is played by the Executive Committee of the World Congress of Ta-
tars. Acting under its umbrella are the World Association of Support to Tatar Entre-
preneurs, the World Forum of the Tatar Youth, the All-Russian Public Organisation
“The Tatar Villages of Russia”, the All-Russian Public Fund “The Tatar Family”, the
All-Tatar Society for Regional Studies, the All-Russian Public Organisation “Fed-
eration of Koresh of Russia”, and the Republic’s Public organisation of the Tatar
Women “Ak Kalfak”. The Congress unites 359 Tatar national and cultural organi-
sations, of which 164 are in the Russian Federation, 81 —in the CIS countries, and
68 in other foreign countries. Acting in Tatarstan are 46 branches of the Congress.
Kazan is the centre of the Federal national and cultural autonomy of the Tatars.

National System of Education and Culture
and Festivals are the Basis for Preservation
of the Ethnic Identity of Peoples of the Republic

Language and national (ethnic) school are an important element of preservation
and development of the ethnic identity. The development of the state and other
languages, just like the mandatory equal study of the Russian and Tatar languag-
es at school became a priority in Tatarstan. At the same time, special attention is
being paid to preservation and development of the Russian language, literature,
culture, and traditions. Contributing to this is also the implementation of the state
programmes in the field of language and national policy. Besides, a special pro-
gramme — Russian language in Tatarstan — has been active for over 10 years.
A large-scale work is being done to further increase the richness of national lan-
guages and cultures of the peoples of the republic by scientists, pedagogues,
and cultural workers.

The first national (ethnic) schools of indigenous peoples of Tatarstan (the Ta-
tars, Mari, Mordovians, Chuvashes, Udmurts) emerged at the time when the
republic was established — in the 1920s. The school system of national (ethnic)
education was evolving for a long time, starting from elementary and up to the
general education school. In the 1930s, the school network embraced almost
every settlement of the republic, which helped to almost completely eliminate
illiteracy among school-age children and, partially, among adults. Following the
publication in 1938 of the Resolution of the central Committee of VKP(b) and
the Council of People’s Commissars of the USSR “On Mandatory Study of the
Russian Language at Schools of national Republics and Regions”, there be-
gan the process of Russification of national schools, which was accompanied

by transfer towards mandatory 7-year and 8-year system of education in the
1940s and 1950s, which became quite intensive, especially in the urban areas.
By the 1980s, many city and district schools of Tatarstan were transferred to
the system of education that was based on the Russian language. The nation-
al network of general education schools preserved only in the ethnically pure
rural areas. The process of denationalisation of the general education schools
had a negative impact on the Tatar national schools as well, since it became
significantly Russified.

The main peculiarity of reorganisation of the Soviet system of education and
upbringing of the 1990s in Tatarstan was the intensive revival of the network of
national schools and the organisation of the study of the mother tongue by chil-
dren. In the 1990s and 2000s, the towns of the republic created a stable network
of the Tatar gymnasiums; many schools created the Tatar forms and the study
of the Tatar language was introduced to the academic programmes of the gen-
eral education schools. Notable achievements were made in the national school
education: Tatarstan has over 1 400 Tatar schools with the Tatar language as an
academic subject, 148 Chuvash schools, 45 Udmurt schools, 22 Mari schools,
5 Mordovian schools, 34 schools with the Russian ethno-cultural component,
including the secondary general education school No. 12, which, along with the
general education subjects, also teaches the history, culture, traditions, and the
language of the Jewish people. Representatives of the other peoples study their
mother tongues at 34 Sunday schools.

One the great achievements of Tatarstan was the formation of a system of na-
tional kindergartens, in which the process of upbringing was based on the mother
tongue. The republic has more than 2 000 pre-school educational institutions, of
which 889 use the Tatar language for upbringing, 53 are the Chuvash and 15—

Udmurt kindergartens; there are also 10 Mari groups. The revival of the national
(ethnic) system of education gave a strong impetus to the development of orig-
inal cultures, traditions, and customs of the peoples of Tatarstan, but first of all
of the Tatar ethnos.

The peoples of Tatarstan are famous for their rich history, culture, and original
traditions. Traditions that were born in the olden times have been the main way
to unite people for centuries. Citizens of Tatarstan continue celebrating their na-
tional (ethnic) holidays, observe many elements of their traditional rituals, and
believe the old superstitions and legends. The modern national holidays and rit-
uals unite in themselves harmoniously the past and the present. Some traditions
trace their roots in the pagan times, being born well before the adoption of Islam
and Christianity. In the course of time many folk customs have lost their sacral
meaning, but the main elements of their rituals have survived until our days.
People who live in the rural areas are more devoted to the old collective tradi-
tions, since urban citizens live more individual lives. A great number of national
festivals and rituals are closely connected with the calendar of agricultural works
and family everyday life. Their holding has always been considered as a token
of the good harvest or happy marriage, protected health of children and ensured
the well-being of a family.

The Tatar people has its own unique culture and many interesting traditions,
which often amaze with their authenticity, uniqueness, and do not have any-
thing in common with the rituals of the other peoples. Until the end of the
1980s, the main large-scale festival of the Tatars was the old Tatar Sabantuy,
dedicated to the finishing of the spring agricultural works. The festival was
celebrated all over the republic in several stages: first in the rural areas, then
at the level of district centres and towns, and finally — at the republic’s level —
in Kazan.

The tatar Sabantuy
festivals are celebrated in many regions of Russia and in some CIS and other
foreign countries. In the early 21st century, Sabantuy gained all-Russian and
international fame.

Karavon, the republic’s Russian national holiday, which traces its roots in the
16th century, has become in the last decades broadly known in Tatarstan and in
Russia in general as a creative basis for annual festivals of Russian folklore in
the republic. Karavon has been annually celebrated in the village of Russkoye
Nikolskoye in the Laishevsky District starting from 1993 (from 2003, as the state
holiday of the Republic of Tatarstan). In certain years, it brings together more
than 50 ethnographic and vocal ensembles from Tatarstan, the Volga Region, the

Cis-Urals, and Siberia. The festival contributes to the development of traditional
Russian culture, popularisation of the folklore heritage, and finding the best per-
forming collectives.

Pitrau, the republic’s festival of the Kryashen culture, is one of the most respect-
ed holidays of the baptised Tatars. Its history started in the 18th or 19th centu-
ries. In the olden times, the festival was of ritual nature. The first revived Pitrau
was held on 12 July 1999 on a Tyrlau meadow near the village of Zyuri in the
Mamadyshsky District of Tatarstan. From 2008, Pitrau is celebrated as the re-
public’s festival of the Kryashen culture. People call Pitrau the “Night-time Sa-
bantuy” or “Festival of Love”. Certain its elements are similar to festivities of the
Tatar Sabantuy and Jien and the Slavic festival of Midsummer Night. Coming to
celebrate the festival are the folklore ensembles from districts of Tatarstan that

Chelyabinsk Regions, Bashkortostan, Udmurt Republic.

Semyk, the republic’s festival of the Mari traditional culture, is one of the most
significant and beloved festivals of the Mari people, which traditionally opens
the cycle of summer festivals. Its main idea is to pray for the deceased relatives
and to ask from them the blessing for success in the everyday life. The festival
is celebrated in Tatarstan from the 1990s. In 2009, Semyk got the status of the
republic’s holiday: the first republic’s Semyk was held on 26 June 2009 in the
village of Mari-Bulyar of the Muslyumovsky District and is celebrated annually
in one of the districts with the Mari communities. The Mari musical and dancing
culture is represented by folklore collectives from districts of Tatarstan that have
Mari communities, as well as from the Mari Republic, Bashkortostan, Udmurt
Republic, and the Kirov Region.

Uyav is the republic’s festival of the Chuvash culture, folk traditions, and ritu-
als. It is based on the youth games and round dances, which trace their roots

At present, Uyav is a significant event in life of the entire multi-national people of
Tatarstan. Uyav was first celebrated at the republic’s level in 1993 in the village
of Nizhnyaya Kondrata of the Chistopolsky District. Originally, Uyav was cele-
brated annually in one of the districts of Tatarstan with the Chuvash communities
(from 2006, in the Nurlatsky District). The Chuvash musical and dancing culture
is represented by national folklore collectives from districts of Tatarstan with the
Chuvash communities, as well as from Chuvash Republic, Bashkortostan, from
the Samara, Sverdlovsk, Ulyanovsk, Tyumen, and Penza Regions.

Baltay, the republic’s festival of the Mordovian traditional culture, has the history
of more than 100 years. On that day, the Mordovians pray for their ancestors
who were the first to settle in this territory, as well as for Viryava, the mistress of
forests, and the Bear, the master of forest. In 2000, Baltay got the status of the
republic’s festival of Mordovian culture and is celebrated annually in the village of
Mordovskaya Karmalka of the Leninogorsky District. The Mordovian musical and

Also revived in Tatarstan are the traditions of celebrating such holidays as
Navruz, the Muslim New Year, which takes place on the day of the vernal equi-
nox; the old festival of Nardugan, which is celebrated on the day of the win-
ter solstice; the old Slavic festival of Maslenitsa, a farewell to winter, which is
celebrated with pancakes and burning of a dummy; the festival of Midsummer
Night, which is celebrated by jumping over fire and floating wreaths woven from
fresh flowers on rivers. These festive actions are a kind of tribute to the old
traditions, which are of folklore/entertaining nature rather than of sacral one.

An important role in the preservation and development of the original cul-
tures of the peoples of the Republic of Tatarstan is played by amateur folk-
lore collectives (the Tatar, Russian, Chuvash, Udmurt, Mari, Mordovian, and
so on), which include over 1 000 folklore collectives and some 2 000 folk
theatrical studios.

The establishment of the Tatar ASSR on 27 May 1920
became the most important social nd political event of
the 20th century; it roused the multi-million Tatar society,
made it ponder over the prospects of further development
of the mother tongue and native culture, of the fate of the
republic, and of the well-being of its citizens. The estab-
lishment of the Tatar statehood was of great historical and
cultural significance for the peoples of the republic. The
processes of industrialisation of the manufacturing and
agrarian complexes, of urbanisation of the population, in-
ternationalisation of ethnoses, and of the creation of the
“Soviet people”, which were taking place over the entire
Soviet period, were accompanied, at the same time, by
an intensive social and cultural development of Tatarstan.
The peoples of the republic had to experience at that time
all the economic and social hardships of industrialisation
and collectivisation, the hardships of the Great Patriotic
War, and losses from political repressions. Nevertheless,
Tatarstan has always showed the example of social and
political stability, of the consistent economic growth, and
inter-ethnic balance, no matter how hard were the circum-
stances.

Today, Tatarstan is a sovereign republic within the Rus-
sian Federation, with a powerful economic, scientific,
technical, and cultural potential. The treaties on the mu-
tual delegation of powers between Russia and Tatarstan
that were signed in 1994 and in 2007 by Presidents
B. N. Yeltsin, V. V. Putin, and M. S. Shaimiev became the
triumph of common sense and reasonable political com-
promise on the way to further perfection of the federative
structure of Russia.

Consolidation of friendship and mutual respect between
the peoples living in Tatarstan has always been the priori-
ty of the state policy, since the consolidation of sovereign-
ty of the republic is, to a great degree, the internal, inter-
ethnic problem. The introduction of the Tatar language,
along with Russian, as official language has eased the
interethnic tension in Tatarstan. The priority-driven de-
velopment of the Tatar language and culture became the
pivotal direction of activity of the present-day leadership
of the republic. This is evidenced by the wise and reason-
able words of M. S. Shaimiev, the First President of the
Republic of Tatarstan: “Language is the soul of a people.
The loss of language means the loss of national soul. We
need such an equality, which would make it possible, first
of all, to pull up the Tatar language. It will not be the break-
ing of equality, but just the restoration of historical justice”.

The Republic of Tatarstan, just like other regions of the
country, having taken part in the formation of the Russia’s
federative statehood, is presently interested in its consol-
idation and makes its strong contribution to its develop-
ment. Nowadays, the republic faces the complex tasks,
which are consonant, in a way, to such that were being
solved by previous generations. However, under the new
conditions, they have a different sounding and call for
new solutions.
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
